9. That in this national emergency the Democ-
racy of Indiana, banishing a!l feeling of un
and resentment, will recollect oanly their duty to
the whole country; that this war should not be
waged in the spurit of congquest or subjugstion,
nor for the purpose of overthrowing or interfer-
fng with the rights or institutions of the States,
but to defend and maintain the supremacy of the
Constitution, and to the Unloa ssth all
the dignity, equality and rights of the several
States unimpaired,; and that as soon as these ob
Jecta are accomplished the war ought to cense.

1. “‘lut the total disregard of the writ of Ae
beas corpus by the avthorities over us, and the
seizure and imprisoument of the citizens of loval
States where the judiciary is in full operstion,
without warrant of law and without assigning any
cause or giving o the party arrested any opportu
nity of defeuse, are flagrmut violations of the Con
stitution and wost alarming acts of usurpation of
power, which should receive the stern rebuke of
every lover of his country and of every man who
prizes the security and blessings of life, liberty a
property.

13 That liberty of spesch and of the press are
guaranteed 10 the people by the Constitution, and
none but & usurper would deprive them of these
rights; they are inestimable to the citizen wud
formidable to tyrants only.

ticable, in the same condition in which that ofh
cer had found them. In either event, the sction
of the Administration was vaciilating jand com
ardly, and degrading 1o the dignity of & grest na
ton.

15. That the action of the Republican party,
as manifested in the partisan character of all ap
pointments of the Administration to civil office,
and, in bolding party caucuses by the Republican
