Up te
thiftirne the lawyer ha constantly been und:r the iiw-ait- y

of turning over, leaf by leaf, tbe volumes o our
atatutea to find any particular enactment. And every one
knows bow annoying and provoking this is, especially in
thehurry of busiurss as in our Courts. Happily for the
profession, the publication under consideration promi.-es- a

better täte of things in the future. The firt volume o
Messrs. Gavin A Hord'a work contains an excellent and
copious Index, which to every practicing lawyer In thi- -

täte la itself worth tbe money which the volume cots.
The volume under review contain another excellence
11 its page are supplied with valuable marginal in ljce,

4othat a glance at the margin Is suflicient to apprise the
eader of the content of the pa ice.
Anwther matter of great importance to the lawyer in

this volume la a rood collection of the subjecta of all leg-

islation riitce löl. Heretofore, the lawyer in examming
our legislation on any given subject had first to find what
was relevant to it in the Revision of 152, and then to tun
over the pages of the volumes of subsequent Statutes, to
see bow far recent legislation msy fcave repealed or mod --

fied fhe provisions contained in that Revision, and even
then he would offen feel doubt whether he bad found a!l
tbe lejrislatlon on the subject of his iuquirr. Messrs. Ga-

vin and Ilord hare relieved us of all this trouble and
doubt. They bare collected totrefhrr In consecutive page
all the statutes made since 1M61. on the same subject.
Thus, on pai;e 373 to 377 of their first volume, tbey bare
collected all our legislation, now in forco, on the subject o
hucband and wife, iCrluiiing the act of 1S52 and three act
of ISoT. And tbey have followed the same mode co-o- ca

t ion, la appropriate consecutive pages, in regard to all
other topics of legislation.

A atill more valuable feature are the copious and accu-
rate notes contained in the volume in question. Thin vol-
ume includes tbe Constitution of the United States, th
Const Un t ion of Indiana, auid several Important act ol Vir-

ginia and statutes of Contrress, and a targe portion o our
own statutes now In force. The nummms decisions o the
Courts on the ration provisions contained in these ConMis
tutions and statutes are found at the bottom of the appro-
priate pare, In the form of nest, brirf and accurate tiote-an- d

refrrvnee. Me.r. Gavin X Hord seem to have per-
formed this part of their work exceediugly well. It must
hsvecost them much car ami labor. By it they have
afeatly learned the labor of the practising lawyer, and
hare well minted bis grsteful approval.

In every respect the volume under review i highly rnl-Itab- le

to tbe diüireoc, accuracy, talents and the ta-t- e o
its editors, as well as to tbe mechanical skill and neatnes
of ita publisher-- , and It must raise the Ju-- expectation oi
the a to the value of the second volume, which
we understand will be fortbectninr in a few months, and
which will contain the code of plra Ung and practice o
1S.2, with bsequent and other statute.

Without any concert with the editors or publisher oi the
volume in question, the writer of this article haa been in-
