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UNION DEMOCRATIC PLATFOMMN.

ABOFTED IN STATE CONVESTION Jantany, 8 1862

Constitution, by which the Union of these Siates
was formed and established . and that a faithful
observance of its principles can alone continue
the existence of the Union, and the permanent
hlgptb“ of the people.

That the present civil war has mainly re
sulted from the long contivued, unwise, and fa
natical agitation, in the North, of the question of
domestic slavery, Lhe conseguent organization of
a geographical party, guided by the sectiousl
platforms ado at Buflalo, Piusburgh, Phila
delpliaa, nod Ch v, and the development there
by of sectional huu ‘and jealousy, producing (as
hudkmghcenf«mmd by us) e
counterpart in the South of secession, disunion,
and armed resistance to the General Government,
and terminating i a bloody strnie between those
who should bave been forever bouwd by
fraterual bonds, thus bringing upon whole
country a calamity which we are now 1o meet as
loval citizens, stnving for the ad of that
mode of seitlement best calcuiated 10 again re-
store union and barmony.

4. That in rejecting all propositions likely w
result in a uthfnctorr adiustment of the matters
in dispute between the Nourth and the South. and
especially those measures which wou!d have se.
cured the border slave States 10 the Umon, and &
hearty co tion on their part in all constitu.
tional and ! measures W ure a return of
the more Southern States w0 lﬁnﬂqum the
Republicau party assumed a fearfu! responsi
bility, and acted in total disregard of the best in
terests of the whole country

5. That if the party in power had shown the
same desirs o settle, by amicable adjustment,
our internal disser wons betore hostilities had ac.
tually commenced, that the Administration bas
recently exhibited to avoid a war with our an
cient enemy, Ureat Britain, we confidently be
lieve that peace and harmony would now reign
throughout all our borders.

6. That the maintenance of the Union upon
the prluciples of the Federa! Constitution should
be the controlling object of all who profess loy
alty to the Government—and iu our judgment
this purpose can only be sccomplished, by the
ascendency of & Union party in the Southern
States, which shally by a counter revolution, dis-
plice those who control and direct the present re
bellion. That no effort t0 create or sustain such
a party can be succcssful which is not based upen
& definite settiement of the questions at issue be
tween the two sections; and we therefore demand
that some such settiement be made by ndditional
constitutional guaranty, either initiated by act of
Congress or through the medium of a National
Unm entiun

That the Republican party has fully demow
ﬂrntﬂ] ita abifity to conduct the Government
through its present difficulties.

8 That we are utterly opposed to the twin
heresies, Northern sectionalism and Southers
secession, as inimical w the Constitution; and
that freemen, as they value the boon of civil lib
erty and the peace of the country, should frown
indignantly upon them.

9. That in this national emergency the Democ -
racy of Indiana, banishing all feeling of :
and resentment, will recollect only their duty to
the whole couatry; that this war should not be
waged in the spmt of conguest or subjugation,
nor for the purpose of overthrowing or interfer-
iug with the rights or institutions of the States,
but to defend and maintain the supremacy of the
Constitution, and o preserve the Union with all
the dignity, equality and rights of the several
States unimpaired; and that as soon as these ob

Jjects are accomplished the war 10 cease.

10. That we will sustain, with all our
& war for the maintanance of the Constitgtion, and
ol the integrity of the Union under the Constitu-
tion ; but we are opposed to a war for the emanci
g)hon of the negroes, or the subjugation of the

uthern States.

1i. That the purposes avowed and advocated
by the Northern disunionists, to liberate and arm
the negro slaves, is unconstitutional, insulting w
loyal citizens, a disgrace 1o the age, is caleulated
to retard the suppression of the 1ebellion and meets
uur unqualified condemnation.

"hut the total disregard of the writ of As-
beu corpus by the authorities over us, and the
seizure aud imprisonment of the citizens of lo
States where the judiciary is in full operation,
without warrant of law and without assiguing any
cause or giving to the party arrested any opporta-
nity of defense, are flagrant violations of the Con-
stitution and most glarming acts of usurpation of
power, which should receive the stern rebuke of
every lover of his country and of every man who
pnun le security and blessings of life, Liberty and

propert

13. Thnt liberty of speech and of the press are
guaranieed o the people by the Constitwsion, and
vone but a usurper would deprive them of these
rights; they are inestimable to the citizen and
formidable to tyrantsa only. And the attempts
which bave been made siace our present unforty
nate troubles, to muzzie the press and sufle free
discussion, are exercises of despotic power against
which treedom revolts and which can not be tole
rated without converting freemen into slaves

14. That the seizure of 8lidell and Mason, on
board a peutral vessel on the high seas, was
either in accordance with international law, and
00 legal; or else in violation o! such law, and so
illegal. If the former, we lament that our nation
has been humilinted by their surrender, under a
threat ; if the latter, it was the duty of the Ad
ministration at once to have disavowed the act of
their officer. and instead of incarcerting the eap-
tives in Fort Warren, w bhave immediately re
puired the wrong by placing them, as fur as
ticable, in the same conditton in which that offi
cer had found them. In etther event, the action
of the Administration was vacilisting fand cow
ardly, and dezrading to the dignity of 3 grest na
tion.

15 That the action of the Kepublican party,
as manifested in the partisan character of all ap
pointinents of the Admimstration 1o etvil ofhce
and, in holding party cagcuses by the Reputilionr
members of Congress tor the purpose of |mpressing
upon the legislative action of that body the peculiar
dogmas of that party_have demonstrated that their
professions of ““saerificing party platforms, and par
ty organizations, upon the altar of their country,”
are but o many hypocritical and faise pretences
by which they hope to dupe the eawary into their
support,; and we warn all loyal persons, as thev
love their country, not 10 be decwived thereby

16 That the diselosures made by the lnvest
ating committes in Congress of the enormous
f uds that have stalked into the arm~ and pavy
departments, implicating the heads of those de
partments in a connivance st, if pot an acigal
participation in & system of corruption, and in
which our brave soldiers have been defranded of
their proper suoplies, and our Governmeut threat
ened with bankruptey, demands & thorough v
vestization into all our expenditures, Loth Statle
and National, and that a speedy and marked ex
smple be made of all such “birds of prey,” who,
taking advantage of the necessities of vur «oun

try, have fed and fattened upon public plunder.

Resoloed That the meritorious eonduct of the
Indiana troops. in every battle Sield where victory
has perched upon the national banner has Slled
the people of this State with the Lighest grati,
tude 1o her gallant sons, and tha: we send ow
Lest wishes to uficers and mess, Jispersed through
out the country, and the beartfelt grestings of
every Democrat for their further Lrilliant sclueve
ments in the coming vonhles's for the maintenanoe
of the Constitution and the Um
