13 'f'lnl liberty of speech am! of the press are
guarantesd to the people by the Constitution, and
wone but a usurper would deprive them of these
rights, they are inestimable to the citizen and
formidsble to tyrants only. And the attempts
which have been made ginee our present unfortu
nate troubles, to muxzie the press and stifle free
discussion, are exercises of tic power against
which treedom revolts and which can oot be tole
rated without converting freemen into slaves.

14. That the seizure of Slidell and Mason, on
board a neutral vessel, on the high seas, was
eitber in accordance with international law, and
s0 legal; or else in violation ol such law, and so
illegal. If the former, we lament that our nation
bas becn humiliated by their surrender, under o
threat; if the latter, it was the duty of the Ad
ministration at once to have disasowed the act of
their officer, and instead of ncarcerating the cap-
tives in Fort Warren, to have immediately re
paired the wrong by placiug them, as fur as prac
ticable, in the same condition in which that off
ver lmd found them. [n vither event, the action
oi the Administration was vacillaung bad cow
ardly, and degrading to the dignity of a great na
tion.

I5. That the action of the Republican party,
as manilested i the partisan character of all ap-
poiptments of the Administrstion to civil office,
and, in holding party caucuses by the Republican
members of Congress for the purpose of impressing
upon the legislative setion of llm hody tie mruhnr
dogmas of that party, have detnonstrated that their
professions ol * ' sacrificing party plattorms, and par-
ty organizations, upon the altar of their country,”
are but so many hypoeritical and false pretences
by which they hope to dupe the unwary juto thele
support; and we warn all Joyal persons, as they
love their country, not 1o be decetved thereby

16. That the diselosures made Ly the mvesti
sating committee in Congress of the enormous
fruuds that have stalked nto the armv and nave
departments, implicating the heads of those de
partments in & conuivance at, if not au actual
participation in & system of corruption, and in
which our brave soldiers have heen detranded of
their proper supplies and our Government threat
ened with bankrupicy, demands a thorough in-
vestigation into all our expenditures, both Stase
and National, and that & speely and a:rk-‘l ex
ample be made of all such “birdsof prey,” who
taking advantage of the necessities of our coun
try, have fed and fattened upon public plunder
