If a soldier should become disabled
in the line of his duties, the law provides for h m
a pension, or he may, if lie prefer it, obtain ad
mission into the Military Asylum, which will
afford him a comfortable home so long a he may
wish to receive its benefits.

To the above pay for private soldiers must be
added the additioaal $2 a month to be paid du
ring service, the $100 bounty at the end of the
war, which lias already been provided for, and
the quarter section of land that Cotiirres will
provide for at its coming session. The lounty
and land apply to officers and privates alike.

6. That the of" the Union upon
the ptiiiciple of the FeJeral Cvutitutin eltould
be the controlling object of all who profess 1 )
ally to the Government anl iu our judgment
this puriHe cm onlv Ise acitn:plilies!. Iy the
asceinlency of a Union party in the Southern
States, which shall, bv a counter revolution, dis-
place tlioe who control and direct the present re
leilion. That no eü'ort to create or sustain such
a party can le successful which ia not baed upon
iv definite settlement of the queetiooa at issut tv
twecn the two section; and we therefore demand
that some such eetllemeut be made by additional
constitution guaranty, cither initiates! bv act of
CongTess or throach the medium of t National
Convention.

7. That the Iteputdicau larty haa fully demon-
strated its inability to conduct the Uournment
through iu present difficulties.

H. That we are utterly oppoaed to the twin
heresies, Northern ectionltm and Sjuthrm
secession, as inimical to the Constitution; and
tbat freemen, a they value the boon of civil lib-

erty and the peace of the countrr, tbould frgwp
ndignantly upon them.

9. That in this national emergency the Deuioc- -

racT of Indiana, banishing all feeline of nafsion
and resentment, will recollect only their duty to
the whole country; that this war should rot be
waged in the spirit of conquest or auhjuatim.
nor for the purpo.e of overthrowing or interfer- -

ing;ith the righti or institutions of the Sute,
but to defend and maintain the sunremary of the
Constitution, and to preserve tbe L'nion with all
the dignity, equality and rights of the several
States unimpaired; and that aa soon aa these ob-
jects are accomplished the war ought to cease.

10. That we will sustain, with all our energies,
a war for the maintenance of the Constitution, and
ot the integrity of the Union under the CoatiUm-tion- ;

but we are opposed to a war for the em and
pa tion of the negroes, or the subjugation of the
Southern States.

11. That the purposes avowed and advocated
by the Northern disunioniaU, to liberate and arm
the negro slaves, is unconstitutional, insulting to
loyal citizens, a disgrace to the age, ia calculated
to retard the suppression of the lebcllion and tnteU
our unqualified condemnation.

12. 1 hut the totrtl disregard of the writ of
beat corpu$ by the authorities over us, and the
seizure and imprisonment of the citizens of loyal
Suites where the judiciary is in full operation,
without warrant of law and ithout aligning any
cause or giving to the pvty arrested any opportu-
nity of defense, are flagrant violations of the Con-
stitution end most alarming acu of usurpation of
power, which should receive the stent rebuke of
every lot er of his country and of everv man wh
prizes the security and blessings of life, liberty and
propertv.

13. 1 hat liberty of peech and of the presa are
guaranteed to the by the Coii-ittution.a- nd

none but a usurper would depriie them of the
rights; they are inestimable to the citizen and
formidable to tyranU only. And the attempts
which luve Ix-e- n nnde sir.ee our present unfortu
nale troubles, to muzzle the (ires and stille free
discussion, are exeroiit of despotic pow er against
which freedom revolts and winch can not be tole
lated without coin citing freemen into slaves.

1 1. That the seizure of Slidell and Mason, on
board a neutral vessel, on the high seas, waa
either in accordance with interuationr.1 law, and
so legal; or ebe iu violation ot euch law, and so
illegal.

and National, and that a speedy and merited ex-

ample be made of all such "birds of prey," who,
uking advanuge f the riecesities of our coon
try. have fed and fattened upon public plunder.
