5. That if the party in power had ehown the
name desire to etile, by amicable adjustment,
our internal dissension before hostilitiet had ac-
tually commenced, tliat the Adminiatralion baa

Great Britain, we confidently le
here that are and harmony would now rcigrt
thrttugtiout all our border.

C. That the maintenance of the Uniou upon
the principle of the Federal Constitution ahouhl
be the Controlling object of all who jrofes loy.
ally to the Government and in our judgment
this) purje cau only be accumpliahed, by the
a.scetidency f a Union party in the Southern
SLite, which shall, bv a counter revolution, dis-

place those w ho control and direct the present re-

bellion. That no erTort to create or sustain auch
a party can be successful which ia not based upou
a definite settlement of the questions at issue le
tween the two sections; and we therefore demand
that aome such settlement be made by additional
constitutional guaranty, either initiated by act of
Congress) or through the medium of a Rational
Contention.

7. That the Republican party hat fully demon
ttrated its inability to conduct tie Got etnmeut
through its present difliculileH.

8. That we are utterly oppot-e- J to the twin
heresies, Northern sectionalism and Soathcrn
secession, aa inimical to the? Constitution; and
that freemen, as they value the boon of civil lib-

erty and the pe toe of the country, should frown
indignantly upon them.

9. That in this national emergency the Democ-
racy of Indiana, banishing all feeling of pMsaioti
and resentment, will recollect only their duty to
the whole country; that this war should not be
waged in the spirit of conquest or aubjugatlm,
nor for tlie purpose of overthrowing tar interferi-
ng; witli the rights or institution of the States.
but to defend and maintain the aupreavary of the
Constitution, and to preserve the Union with all
the dignity, equality and rights of the everal
Slates unimpaired; and that aa eoon aa thes ob-
jects are accomplished the war ought to cease.

10. That we will sustain, with all our energies,
a war for the maintenance of the Constitution, and
ol the integrity of the Union nauVr fA Constitu-
tion ; but we are opposed to a war for the easaacJ
pa tion of the negroes, or the aubjugalion of the
Southern States.

11. That the purposes avowed and advocated
bv the Northern disunionistt, to liberate ami arm
the negro aJavcs, is unconnuuuuuai, innniuitg to
loyal citizens, a disgrace to the age, ia calculated
to retard the suppression of the tebelllon aud mt eta
our unqualified condemnation.

12. That the total disregard of the writ of km-be- at

corpus by the aulltoritie over na, and the
seizure and imprisonment of the citizens of loyal
States where the judiciary is in full operation,
without warrant of law and without assigning any
cause or giving to the party arrested any opportu-nit- y

ofdefense, are flagrant violations of the Con-
stitution and most alarming acta of usurpation of
power, which should receive ihe ateni rebuke of
every lover of his country and of everr man who
pri7.es the aecurity and blessings of life, liberty and
propertv.,.

13. T hat liberty of speech an! of the pre- -t are
guaranteed to the people by the Constitution, and
none but a Usurper would deprive them of these
rights; they are inestimable to the citizen and
formidable to tyrants only. And the attempts
w hich have been made since our present unfortu-
nate troubles, to mnzzle the press and alifie free
discussion, are exerciset of despotic power against
which freedom revolts and which can not be tole-
rated w ithout converting freemen into slaves.

14. That the seizure of Slidell and Mason, on
liowrd a neutral vesel,on the high seas, was
cither in accordance with international law, and
so legal; or else in violation of such law, and so
illegal. If the former, we lament that our cation
has been humiliated by their surrender, under m

threat; if the latter.it was the duty of the Ad
ministration at once to have disavowed the act of
their officer, and instead of incarcerating the cap-
tives in Fort Warren, to have irnmediTlely ra
paired the w rong by placing them, as far as prwc
licable, in the same condition in which that offi-

cer had found them. Iu either event, the action
of the Administration wat vacillating and cow
ardly, and degrading to the dignity of a great na
tion.

15. That the action of the Republican lrty,
as manifested in the ptrtisan character of all ap
pointmenta of the Administration to civil office;
and, in holding party caucuses by the Republican
members of Congress for the purpe of impressing
upon the legi.lativeaction of that body the peculiar
dogmas of that party . have demonstrated that their
professions ol "sacrificing party platforms, and par-

ty organization, upon the altar of their country,"
are but so many hypocritical and false pretences
by which they Le to dupe the unwary into their
support; and we warn all loyal persons, as they
love their country, not to be deceived thereby.

16. That the disclosures made by the inveü
gating committee in Congre of the enormous
frauds that have stalked into the army and navy
departments, implicating the heads of those de
partments in a connivance at, if no an actual
participation in a ytem of corruption, and in
which our brave soldiers have been defrauded of
their proper supplier, and our Government threat
ened with bankruptcy, demands a thorough in
ret:gation into all ot.r expenditure, both Stale
and National, and that a speedy and marked ex-
ample be made of all auch "birds of prey," who,
taking advantage of the recessities of ourioun
try. have fed and fatter,ed upon public plunder.
