AThird Letter Addressed tothe Loyal
Citizens of Indiann.

[ Perhaps it well enough here 1o
stute to the Kind reader that the suthor ol these |
letters has, since the beginning of the present
unhappy war, been a correspondent of several
prominent loval papers published in the various
States, wl=o, ot several European papers. That
he has always in a great messure opposed the
war, beheving it to be out of plare, that this wur
will serve more to hril’u: about a lillﬂl :_'i‘ll!‘f‘-ll
di=solution of the Union—every State decluring
her independence—rather than to restore the
Union on a durable basis |

Gentlemen and fellow countrymen: With your
permussion I have come to the conclusion to ad
dress vou a third letter. At the commencement
I will say shame, shame! on the individual who
despises zood ated lawial counsel, that person is
no better than a fool I'he edirvorof the Journal
may with great propriety be considered a mem-
Ler of this class of citizens. Do you not think
so, gentlemen? If you do not, by the time you |
become as thoroughly sequamted with his past |
acts o8 | am, you will come to the conclusion at !
once that he should be ndmitted as an honorary |
member. Not that T wish to detract anything |
from that gentleman’s merits, or that he has been !
abusing me. The gentleman isa friendly kind- |
hearted maf, but not worthy of being an instrue |
tor, nor editor. He is very vaseilating in mind, |
and much wanting in firmness, he does not hesi
tate to say one thing one day and the next day
virtually deny the truth of his own nssertion, as
I noticed the other day in the Journal, the editor
remarked that abolitionism or the institution of
slavery had not occasioned our present national
dithiculties. When after spending a few moments
in perusing over some copies, printed some
four or five days before, 1 found in one of them |
an assertion in substance made precizely contra- |
dictory to the one above meuntioned. Given as
follows, that the institution of slavery is the
great life-giver of this present war. |

Which resolution I affirm to be true, it needs
no confirmation,it is seli~evident, the Republicans
and Abolitionists have proven and demonstrated
this to be the fact about seven million and a |
gquarter times already, and yvet Honest Abe seemed
to have believed that it required still snother mes
sage to give all the evidences of his designs, in
short, the finishing stroke came torth ou the 6th
of March. I do not find particular fault to his
resolutions contained in his message any more
than this, that he ought to have brought about
the abolition or emaneipation of the slaves in all
States tolerating slavery in a lawful and constitu
tional manner, and with much less cost of blood |
aml treasure,

So as to enable others not to misrepresent or
misunderstand me, I will explain my=ell fully
before I close, as | have already done i part. |
here insert a part of Lincoln's message, in his
own words:

“I recommend the adoption of a joint resolu
tion by the Senate and House of Representatives, !
which shall be substantially as follows:

“Resolved, That the United States ought to |
co-operate or fellowship any State which may
adopt a gradual abolishient of slavery.” |

How dare an honorable man deny that thecon- |
test is not over slavery, after hearing such a|
speech from the Executive chief of the War De- |
partment? Not to eo operate with a horder slave |
State, or anpnounce pesce to its troubled consti |
tational inhabitants, until they consent to initiate |
8 gradusl emancipation of their lawtul property,
their servants! |

Now [ should like to see all of thase black
creatures set free constitutionally, their owners |
being fully compensated for them, they provided
with the uecessary means of lite for a season,
and immediately banished to their native Africa,
to improve and cultivate the country which suits
their nature and barbarous mode of living, for |
they are cannibals by nature. There are many
amorg them who have become intellizent, and
deserve our sympathy, but they should all zo to
gether.

I mentioned that these things should be done
constitutionally and agreeably, or not at all
Now “Honest Abe” hus been a great while
learning what a child onght to have known and
put in practice, if right, in the commencement
Oune of the things he says is, “that a4 practieal
knowledge of the national authority would render
the war unnecessary.”  That as he is determined
to do all in his power to rid &lavery from the
Southern =oil, he said that “any member of Con
gress with the census tables and treasury reports
betore him, can reulily see for himself how very
soon the current expenditures of the war would
purchase wt fair valustion ali the slaves in any
named State.”

This makes known at once the purposes of the
war, as well as the unjustnessof the thing. They,
for the suke of freeing a tew would-be cannibals,
have sacrificed the lives already of twice as many
Americans as they will ever gain fieedom of the
