12. That the total disregard of the writ of Aü-bc- at

corpus by the authorities over us, and the
seizure and imprisonment of the citizens of loyal
States where the judiciary is in full opeaation,
without warrant ot law and without assigning any
cause or giving to the party arretted any opportu-
nity ofdefense, are flagrant violations of the Con-
stitution and most alarming acu of usurpation of
power, which should receive the atern reicke of
every lover of his country and of cvenr man who
prizes the security and bleinga of life, liberty and
prof-ertv- .
