That w arw 'unalterably attached to tht
Constitution, by wLt-.- a the Union of (best States
was formed ani established; and that a faithful
observance of it principe, can alont continue
tht exuteuct of tht Union, ani tht permantLt
Lappings of the peoplt.

3. That the present ciil war Laa mainly rt--

suited from t lonr continued, unwise, and f.
natical agitition, In t!e Xcrtb. of tJ. question of
dometic slavery, the consequent orcanixation of
a tTefjrajbicartrty, guided by tli sectional
platforms adopted at Buffalo. Pituburph, Phila-
delphia, and Cliicaro, and tbe development there-
by of sectional hate and jealousv, (aa
bad lone; beent foreseen and predicted by os) ita
counterpart in the South of secession, disunion,
and armed resiunce to tlie General Government,
and terminating in a bloody etrife tetwee-- n tboee
who should have been forever boacd topetber by
fraternal bonds, ti.ua bringing opun the whole
couiitry a calamity which we are iow to meet at
loyal citizens, striving for the aJ option of that
nude of settlement best calculated to acain re-

store union and harmony.
4. That In rejecting all propositions likely to

result in a satisfactory adjustment of the matters
in depute between the North and tbe South, and
especially those measures which would bae se-cure- d

the bordee slave States to the Union, and a
hearty co operation on their part in all constitu-
tional and ieptl measures to trocure a return of
the more Southern States to their allegiance, the
Republican party assumed a fearful responsi-
bility, and acted in total disregard of the best in
terci-t- s of the whole country.

5. That if the party in power had shown tha
same deire to settle, bj amicable adjutment,
our internal dissensions before hostilities had ac-
tually commenced, that the Administration has
recently exhibitel to avoid a war with our an-
cient enemy. Great Britain, we confidently tw-liev- e

that peice and harmony would now reign
throughout all our borders.

6. Tht the maintenance of the Union opon
the principles of the Federal Constitution thou'd
be the controlling object of all wh) prüfen Icy- -

alty to the Government and iu our juJ;ruent
this purpose can onlv be accomplished, by the
ascendency of a Union pr.rty in the Southern
Sutes, which hall, be a counter revolution, dis-

place thoj'e who control and direct the present re-

bellion. Th.it no effort to create or sustain such
a party can be successful which is not based upon
a definite settlement of the questions at issue be

' taeeu the two sections; and we therefore demand
tliJit some such settlement be made by additional
constitutional guaranty, either initiated br act of
Congress or through the medium of a National
Convention.

7. That the Republican party bss fully demon-
strated iu inability to conduct tbe Government
through its present difficulties.

8. That we are utterly opposed to the twin
heresies, Northern sectionalism and Southern
secession, as inimical to the Constitution; and
that freemen, aa they value the boon of civil lib
erty and the peace of the country, should frown
indignantly upon them.

9. That in this national emergency the Democ-
racy of Indiana, baniahing all I eel in r of pwaeion
and resentment, will recollect only their duty to
the whole country; that this war should cot te
waged in the spirit of conquest or aubjugati n,
nor for the purpose of overthroaing or interfer-
ing with the rights or institutions of the Sutes.
but to defeud and maintain tlie supremacy of tb
Constitution, and to preserve the Union with all
the dignity, equality and righu of the several
States unimpaired; and that as soon aa these ob-
jects are accomplished the war ought to cease.

10. That we will susuin. with all our energies,
a war for the maintenance of the Constitution, and
of the integrity of the Union under ike ConttUu-tio- n;

but we are opposed to a war for the emanci-
pation of the negroes, or the subjugation of the
Southern Sutes.

11. That the purposes avowed and advocated
by the Northern disunionists, to liberal and arm
the negro slaves, is unconstitutional, insulting to
loyal citizens, a disgrace to the age. is calculated
to retard the suppression of the tebelllon and meets
our unqualified condemnation.

12. That the toUl disregard of the writ of la-be-
at

eorput by the authorities over a, and the
seizure and imprisonment of the citizens of loyal
Sutes where the judiciary is in full operation,
without warrant of law and without assigning any
cane or giving to the party arrested any opporto-nit- y

ofdefense, are flagrant violations of the Con-it'tuti- on

and most alarming acta of usurpation of
power, which should receive tbe stern rebuke of
every lover of his country and of every man who
prizes the security and blessings of life, liberty ind
property.

13. That liberty of speech anu of the presi are
guaranteed to the people by the Constitution, and
none but a usurper would deprive them of these
rights; they are intrtimable to the citizen ani
formidable to tyrants only. And the attempu
which have been made since our present unfortu-
nate troubles, to muzzle the press and stifle ftce
discussion, are exercises of despotic power against
which freedom revolts and which can not be tole-
rated without convening freemen into slaves.

14. That the seizure of Slidell and Max)n, on
board a neutral vessel, on the high seas, was
either in accordance with international law, and
so legal; or cIm in violation of such law, and ea
illegal. If th '.'ormer, we lament that our nation
has been humiliated by their surrender, under
threat; if the latter, it was the duty of the Ad-
ministration at once to have disavowed the act of
their offn er, and instead of incarcerating the cap
tit es in Fort Warren, to have immediately re-
paired the wrong by p.laeing them, a far as prac-
ticable, in the same condition in which that oS-ce- r

had found them. In either event, the action
of the Adminitmtion wa vacillating aodcow-ardly- ,

and degrading to the dignity of a great na-
tion.

15. That the action of the Republican party,
as roanifestel in the partisan character of all ar- -

fiointtnerila of the Administration to civil office;
and, in holding party caucuses by th Republican
mernben of Congress for the purpose of ioprenln g
upon the legislative action of that body tht peculiar
dogmas of that part v. have demonstrated that tbalr
professions oi "sacrificing party platfoi ms.and par-
ty organizations, upon the alur of their c-m-a try,
are but so many hypocritical and falsa pretences
by which they hope to dupe the nnwary into their
support; and we warn all loyal persons, as they
love their country, not to be deceived thereby.

16. That tbe disclosure made by tbe investi-
gating committee in Congress of the enormous
traud that have sulked into the army and navy
departments, implicating the heads of those de-
part menu in a connivance at, if not an actual
participation in a system of corruption, and ia
which our brave soldiers have been defrauded of
their proper supplies, and our Govern meut threat-
ened with btnkruptcy, demands a thorough In-

vestigation into all our expenditures, both Sute
and National, and that a speedy and marked ex-

ample be made of all auch "birds of prey' who,
Uking advantage of the necessities of ounoun
try, have fed and fattened upon public plunder.

Retolt d. That the meritorious conduct of tbe
Inaiana troops, is every battle field where victory
baa perched upon the national banner, baa filled
Ihe peop!e of this Sute with the bigbt grati-
tude to her gallant sons, and that we tend our
best wishes tooScers and men,dirred through-
out the country, aid the heirtfeit greetings of
every Democrat for their further brilliant achieve-rsen- u

in the coming conteu for the ciiaUaaxce
cf the Constitution and the Union.
