State authority, ha always been a source of great incon-
venience to the Indiana Lawyer. Tbe revision of 1"J32, a?
well as tbe statutes passed since that year, miht almost
anvellhave been published without any index. C tc
th inime the lawyer has constantly been under the neces-
sity of turning over, leaf by leaf, the volumes o our
statutes to hud any particular enactment. Arid every one
kiiowsnow annoying and provoking this is. especially in
i he hurry of business as in our Courts. Hajipily for "the
profession, the publication under consideration promises
better state of thii:ir in the future. The first volume o
iiessrs. (ijvin A Hord's werk contains an excellent and
copious index, which to every practicing lawyer in the

late is itstlf worth the money which the volume coifs.
Th volume under review contains another excellence
llits paes are supplied with valuable marginal indice,

4o that a glance at tbe margin is suSicient to apprise tbe
eaik r of the content of the page.

Another matter of grest importance to the Liwyrrin
this volume is a good collection of the subjects of all leg-ilati-

since Is.' 1. Heretofore, the lawyer in examining
our legislation on any given subject had tlrt to find hat
wa relevant to it in the Revision of 152, and then to turn
over the pages of tbe volumes of subsequent Statutes, to
sc how far recent legislation may have repealed or m rl --

fied the provisions contained in that Revision, and even
then he would often feel doubt whether Le had found all
the legislation on the subject of his inquiry. Messrs. Ca-vi- n

.irid Hord Lave relieved us of all this trouble an I

doubt. They have collected together in conecutive pac:e
all the statutes made since 11. on tbe same subject.
Thus, on pajes 3T3 to 577 of their first volume they have
collfCted all our legislation, now in fotr, on the subject o
husband ard wife, includirg the at of 1V.2 and three act-o- f

1"07. And they have f 'Hawed the same mode o ev-
ocation, in appropriate consecutive pages, in regard to all
einer topics of legixiauou.

A still more valuable feature are the copious and accu-
rate notes contained In-th- volume in quev(,n. This vol-
ume includes the Constitution of the l'nited State, th.
Constiiuticn of iudiana, aiid several important acss ol Vir-

ginia and statutes of C.rire, and a large portion o our
own tatutes now in force. The numerous decisions o the
Court on the variou provisions contained in these Constis
tutioti and statures are f.ut.d at the bottom of the appro-
priate pages, in tae form of neat, brief and accurate note-an- d

references. tes;r-- . Gavin Horl seem to have per-
formed this part ot their work exceedingly well. It taust
have cost them much care and labor. By it they Lave
greatly lessened the labor of the practising lawyer, and
have well merited his grateful approval.

In every respect the volume under review lh!phly red-iiab- le

to the dilliirence, accuracy, talent aud the tte o
its editors, as well as to the mechanical skill and neatness
of its publi.-her- s, and ft must ra! the Just expectation ol
the profession, a to tLe value of the second volume, which
we understand will be forthcoming in a few month, and
which will contain tbe code rf pleadiag and practice o
l'2, with subsequent amendment and oiher statutes.
