tions in re fere nee to articles of food seems to
eonfinu in its literal sense the proverbial say-

ing, that 14 one man's meat another man's

esteem in one count rv in regarded with
abhorrence in others, which even liuuine can
hardly surmount.

In the Shetland Minds, it is sail that erabs
and lobsters abound, which tho peuplu catch
for the London market, but refuse to cat even
when lialf starved.

The John Dory is reckoned by epicures
one of the choicest of fih; but in Devonshire,
where it abounds, and also in Ireland, it used
to be thrown away a unfit for food. There
seems to be some ujertition connected with
tlii, as it is siid that a l)evouhire cook llatly
refused to dress it.

Dels, which are abnnlant and ofpool quality
in Cumberland and Westmoreland, and also
in Scotland, are regarded by the jieople
there with as much disgust as snakes.

Skate, which is in high estimation in Eng-
land, in Ireland is hardly ever eaten except
by the fishermen.

Scallops, on the other hand, which are
reckoned a dainty in Ireland, are hardly ever
eaten in England; and Although they are
abundant on many of the coasts, few of the
English have any idea that they are eatable.

The cuttlefish (that kind which produces
the inky lluid) although found on our coasts,
is not eaten by us; but at Naples it is highly
esteemed, and travelers rcjKru that it tastes
like veal.

Cockchafers are candied and served up
with other confectionery by the Italians.

The hedgehog no one thinks of eating in
England except the gipsies and some who hae
joined them, and who rcjwrt that it is better
than rabbit.

The sailors in the English and Dutch whale-shi- ps

do not eat the llcsh of the whale; but
those in the French whalers (with their well
known skill in cookery) are said to make a
palatable dish of it.

Ily almost all the lower classes in England
venison and game of all kinds are heul in
abhorrence, and so arc fresh figs.

liy the Australian savages frogs, snakes,
large moths, antl grubs picked out from the
wirmJ all of which the English cttlers turn
from with disgust are esteemed as dainties;
but they are shocked at our eating oysters.

Milk as an article of KhhI (except for
sucking labies) is loathed by the South Sea
Islanders. (ioatshae been introduced into
several of the islands; but the m ople deride
the settlers with u-i- ng the milk, and ask them
why they do not milk their fows. On the
other hand, 4ogs and rats are favorite articles
of food with tlu m.

These last, as is well known, are orten eaten
bv the Chinese, who also eat salted earth
worms and a kind of sea-slu- g, which most
Europeans will turn from with disgut.
