If the
Government vill appoint and employ men to
dole out amy news to the people, fur Heaven's
sake let them be persons who have tome regard
for human character and the honor of our gallant
troop.

The Janlc Increasiing.
The American Messenger, the organ of the

American Tract Society, pleased with the ab-

straction of emancipation, is greatly startled by

the actualit. Itsijs:
These men who have secured their freedom as

a result of the rebellion are increasing daily, and
may soon cumber hundreds of thousands; mil-

lions indeed will they number if the war is long
protracted. What can be done for them, especi-
ally for those sifting through the ranks of our
armies, and increasing in numbers in the cities
and towns which lie near the dividing line be-

tween the Northern and Southern States.
The breaking up of their former families tie

and church relations, their present homelessness,
their ignorance of the laws of the States into
which they come, their improvideut habits, their
want of self-relianc-e and foresight, their almost
unirers.il ignorance of the rudiments of an
education, and tneir consequent liability to be
overreached by gripping men and oppressed by
heartless men, al! urge upon th? benevolent
and Christian people of the nation immediate
and weil considered efforts on their behalf.
Yet the obstacles which lie in the way of
their elevation are numerous and almost appalling
to the considerate mind. In their enslaved condi-
tion they suffered some great wrongs, the fleets
ot which remain. '1 he duties and obliga-
tions of the marriage covenant they could not
be expected to fully understand and sacredly ob-
serve, nrr the respon Abilities resting upon pa-

tents to govern and restrain their children, and
upon children to obey and honor parents. Uod's
hoi word ia a scaled book to most of them. A
company of sixty adults which we recently ad
lre.ed in Washington, contained but three who
rould read.

Tlae Apresal f Arm
It is now mire than a yeu since the appeal to

arm was made. This appeal was for the de
cision of something. It was not for the mere
purpose of asserting a power on either side, but it
was inteude! to prove and establish a power on
one or the other. The nineteenth century is not
an age when force is the teat of right, or physic!
uperiorlty the title to governmental power. On

the contrary, in thi age, of all ages, the decision
of great questions is submitted to the arbitration
of reason, and of the laws which govern national
policy, ror ij it often, except in the case of civil
ization agalnt barbarism, that mere power is per-

mitte! to decide any question between two great
nations, in favor of the trongest and against
manifest right. Most national disputes are set-

tled by diplomacy, and although the extent of
commerce, and the outspreading interests of all
great nations, have led to more frequent collisions
than in former ages, yet wars are comparatively
unfrcquent, and a score of r ul jects of dispute are
now sttlel by reaou, which would lormerly
have led to battle. Uut the necessary result of
this state of society and of international practice,
is to make an appeal to war productive of more
definite and certain results than formerly. It
was not impossible in old times for two great na-
tions to remain hostjle for years, even for gen-
erations. The present century Las knowu such
nostilities extending over from the rat ages.
Hut we are in a different time now. The public
sentiment of nations forbids such wars. The
community of interest which all nations hare in
commerce is now understood as authorizing the
world to Interfere when war becomes a mere
hostility and cease to be the decision of a ere it
question. Thus it happens that war may now be
regarded as an appeal which like the ancient
combJt in the lists, decides in presence of the na-

tions of the earth w ho are umpire, the question
on which the contest has originated. It is not the
aj:e for long nnd fruitless wars of races or feuds
of factions. When the deciding point is reached,
when in the presence of the umpires the victory
Is won. then civilization uemanus that the war
close, and the peace of the world be retored.

This is not an absolute fact, but it is the ten-
dency of the century, and of the international
comit now established.

Applying it to America, and the present state
of our affairs, we notice that a part of the nation
are in rebellion, and that this rebellion manifested
itself in the establishment ot a nominal govern-
ment w ithin the bound tries of the American
Union. The United Sutes declared this Govern
ment of the Confederate States a fiction, denied
its existence and pronounced its upholders rebels.
The insurrection claimed to be a Government, to
be atile to establish a position as such, ami w hen
the United States refused to acknowledge or rec-
ognize it, the appeal to arms was nt once and sud-

denly made. Thi.s appeal was therefore in fact
intended to decide the qustion whether the insur
rection hid physical power to in int. tin a Govern-
ment within the boundaries of the United States.
If successful in the w ar, the nations ot the w orld
would recognize it; if unsuccessful, the appeal
must be regarded as decided against them, and
the judgment of the nations mu-- t be accordingly.
I?ut when is the question of success or failure de-

termined. There is no organized court, no tribu-
nal before which the parties rest, nnd ask judg-
ment. There must be ;i jioint at which the deci-sio- n

is rendered, and at that point, according to
the received rules of the age, the prosecution of
the war by the unsuccessful party ceases to be
any longer an appeal to the w orld's great national
arbitrator, War, and becomes a desperate mani
festition of hostility, and nothing more. When
the contestant is a revolutionary body, seeking to
establish a recognized Government, and the re-

sult of the experiment is pronounced by the clear
voice of the nation, to be a failure, then the rev
olutionists must submit, or be regarded thence
forward as outlaws and distuibers of the peace of
the wot Id. If they continue to fight they fight
as rebels, rei-tin- g law, not as men engaged be-

fore the world in the trial of a question of univer-
sal interest. They in fact ce te to tie national
belligerents, and become individual rebels.

The appeal to arm, therefore, which was made
' a year ago, is on the point of a final decision.
Yictory at Yoiktown will determine, perhaps
finally, certainly with great apjieirance of finality,
the ability of the rebellion to become a Govern-
ment. If the decision is against the insurrec-
tion, the nations of Kurope will so signify their
opinion, and this opinion will necessarily stamp
future resistance on the part of the revolutionists,
as th desperate struggle of men who are, in the
eyes of the world, to be regarded as prosecuting
a useless and murderous strife.

It must be remembered that thc.--e are someQ
what new point of consideration in international
law. Hut the course taken by European nations
in our quarrel makes it necessary to discuss and
determine some novel principles. When Kngland
and France acknowledged the Southern Confed-
eracy as a belligerent power, they did it on the
principle that we have stated. They regarded
the appeal to arms as. in some sort, an appeal to
European decision. They accepted the anpeal,
and stated their acceptance by saying, "We re-

cognize this as a war between two peoples, to
decide a question, in which wc as nations have
an interest, and we wait the decision." Hut hav-

ing taken this position, they nre compelled to a
further step, not wholly settled by international
law. as yet. They must at some time acknowl-
edge Ihe belligerent as a nation or withdraw all
knowledge and recognition of him whatever.
When shall they take the latter course? The
former practice has well enough settled the ques-
tion when they may acknowledge; a new nation.
Hut this new system of acknowledging belüger
ents, raises a new question a to the proper mo-
ment in which to decide that the belligerent has
ceased to be such and become an outlaw and a
pirate.

Supposing that victory rests with the Union,
and battle after battle is fought until the rebel-
lion is absolute! v crushed bv force, vet a few
privateers remain on the ocean, and a few ves-
sel continue to carry the unknown flag. It is
plain that there nrat be a jioint. in the course of
events, at which the Kuropean nations must
withdraw their acknowledgment of the rebels as
belligerents and begin to tre it them as outlaws,
and their privateers as pirates. It is a subject of
intcre-- t to know v!nt jxiint that is. In other
word, when wilt Euroi-ea- nation render judg-
ment that the rebellion has failed to estibiish a
government? This question not only interests
those nations, but i? of manifest importance to
our own government, and of vital import to the
rehels themselves.

We can readilv imagine that this Question be- -

gin to assume inij-orlatic- e in the eyes of the
French and English jovernments. It is some-
what new. and the practice is not settled. The
moment tn y h at hind when England and
France mu-- t refuse asylu'ti to Contcderate ves-
sels, and give them wiie treatment, on the broad
ground that they are pirates. That moment will
have arrived wl tenever,

They force us to pay
them large profits, and receive our productions at
the first co!--t of thehard labor which produces
them and the freight which transports them. The
old and poor who have spent their lives unre-
quited in their service they cast into their pauper
bouses and rob them of their civil rights, or farm
them out verily as slaves. The white oppressed
ol other lands they w elcome to their shops and
mills, conferring upon them the boon of bard la-

bor and cheap wages, but allowing them no rights
of suffrage for many years after they reach our
shores. To day the are urging through Con-

gress a grievously unequal tai upon the West to
pay the expenses of a war instigated by them-selves- ,

and flora which they are reaping gigantic
ums growing wealthy and strong upon the

afflictions of the nation, while thev endeavor to
e-ca- the main portion of the burden. They
desire disunion, that they may more thoroughly
control the government.

They desire a permanent
national debt, that the rich may own the nation,
dictate its pnucipies, mould its policy, and con-
trol it agents.

If the West respects itself, it will soo begin

bor, and the grasping ambition and selfish domi-
nation of an arrogant uionied aristocracy.

Waa Irtiu. The special dispatches to the
Cincinnati Gairite of yeterday contains the fol-

Caiko, April 27. The steamer Ar.telope has
