platform adopted at Buffalo, PittAburgh, I'hila- -

delphia.and Chicago, and the development there-
by of sectional hate and jealous v, producing (aa
lad lou Icea foreeca and predicted by u.i) it
counterpart ia the) South of eces-ion- , disunion,
and armed resistance to the General Government,
and terminating in & tloodj strife between thoe
who should have been forever bouid together by
fraternal bond, thus bringt upon tie whole
country a cahmitj which we are now to meet a
loyal citizen, sU-trin-

g for the adoption of that
mode of settlement best calculated to attain re-

store union and harmony.
. 4. That In rejecting all projections likely to

remit in a satisfactory adjustment of ti c mitter.'
in dispute between the North and the South, ami
eyprcialljTlhose measures which would have re
cured the borvJee glare State to the Union, and a
hearty co operation on thrnr part ia all constitu-
tional and legal measure to procure a return of
the more Southern Sutt-- a to their allegiance, the
KepnLlicao party Mumel a fearful rerwni-bUit- j,

and acted iu total disregard of the best in-

teret of the whole country.
!.. Thvtt if the party in power hid shown the
me deit to settle, by amicable adjustment,

our internal dissensions before hostilities h.td ac-

tually commenced, that the Administration h:t
recently exhibited to aroid a war with our an-
cient enemy, ürent Britain, we confidently be-

lieve that and harmony would now reign
throughout all our bonier.

G. That the maintenance of the Union upon
the ptincinle4of the Federal Constitution should
be the controlling object of all w ho rufe loy-
alty to the Government and in our judgment
this purpose can only le accomplished, by the
ascendency of a Union prty in the Southern
States, which hall, b a counter revolution, dis-

place tho.3 who control and direct the present re-

bellion. That no effort to rrente or sustain such
a party can be successful which i not based upon
a definite etilenieni of the question at issue be-

tween the two section; and we therefore demand
that IK) me such rettlemeut be inade by additional
constitutional guaranty, either initiated by act of
CongreM or through the medium of a National
Convention.

7. That the Republican party hi fully demon-
strated Its inability to conduct the Government
through iu present difficulties.

b. That we are utterly opposed to the twin
heresies, Northern cctioimlism and Southern
eceMiou, as inimical to the Constitution; mid

that freemen, a they value the Isoon U" civil lib-

erty and the peace of the country, should frown
indignantly upon theui.

V. That in this national emergency the Democ-
racy of Indiana, banishing all feeling of passion
and resentment, will recollect only their duty to
the whole country ) that this war should not be
wn;;ed in the spirit of conquest or subjtigati n,
nor for the purpose; of overthrowing or interfer-
ing with the right or institutions of the States,
but to defend and maintain the supremacy of the
Constitution, and to preserve the Union witii all
the dignity, equality and rights of the several
States unimpaired; and that as soon as these ob-

ject axe accomplished the war oupht to cease.
10. That we will sustain, with all our energies,

u war for the maintenance of the Constitution, and
ol.the integrity of the Union under the Constitu-
tion ; but we arc opposed to a war for the emanci
pation of the negroes, or the subjugation of the
Southern States.

11. That the purposes avowed and advocated
by the Northern disuntonisU, to liberate and arm
the negro slave, i unconstitutional, insulting to
loyal citizens, a disgrac lo the age. is calculated
to retard the suppression of the lebellionand mtets
our unqualified condemnation.

. 12. That the total disregard of the writ of Ad-he-
at

corpus by the authorities over us, and the
seizure and imprisonment of the citizens of loyal
States where the judiciary is in full operation,
without warrant of law and without assigning any
cause or giving to the party arrested any opportu-
nity ofdefense, are flagrant violations of the Con-alituti-

and most alarming acu of usurpation of
power, which should receive the stem rebuke of
every lover of his country and of every man who
priz?s the security and blessings of life, liberty und
propertv.

IX That liberty of speech and of the press are
guaranteed to the people by the Constitution, and
none but a usurjer would deprive them of these
iighs; they are inestimable to the citizen and
fbrnudible to tyrants only. And the attempts
which have been m ule since our present unfortu-
nate troubles, to muzzle the press and stitle free
discussion, are exercises of despotic power against
which f reedom revolts and which can not be tole-
rated without converting freemen into slaves.

14. That the peizure of Stiilell and ilason, on
board a neutral vesel, on the high ea., was
either in accordance with internation il law, and
so le;al; or else in violation of such law, and so
illegal. If the former, we lament tint our nation
haa been humiliated by their surrender, umlrr a
threat; if the latter, it was the duty of the Ad
ministration at once to have disavowed the act of
their officer, and instead of incarcerating the cap-
tives In Fort Warren, to have immediately re
paired the wrong by placing thetn, as fir as prac-
ticable, in the same condition in which tint of!i-T- r

had found them. In either event, the action
of the Administration was vacillating fand cow-anilj.an- d

degrading to the dignity of a great na
t:-n- .

15 That the action of the Republican party,
as mtnifeted in the p irtisan ch iracter of all ap-
pointments of the Administration to civil office:
and, in holding party caucuses by the Republican
member of Cu.gress for the purp e of i mpreing
upon thelegiltti eacticnof that Innly the; eouli.ir
d'gm. ofthat party, have demon-trate- d that t!;cir
professions ol"sacrifi irtg party plat form-- ', and par-
ty organization, upon the altar of their c utitry,"
are but so many hypocritical and f.t!e pretences
bv which ther ho'e to du; the unwarv into tlieir
support; and e warn all Iol rons, as they
love their countfy, not to lie deceived thereby.

1C. That tlie disclosures made by the investi-
gating committee in Cons; re s of the enormous
fraud that have talked into the army and navy
dep.irtmer.ts, irop!ic:iting the heads of those de
part men is in a connivance at, if not an actual
participation tu a system of corruption, and iz
which our brave soldiers have beni delrauded of
their proper u:i!ie. and our Government thre it
enrl ith bankruptcy, demands a tlunnish in
vestiiration into all oir expenditures, loih State
anl National, and th it a speely and curkeil ex-

ample le made of all such "birds of i ey," alu,
taking advantage of the nevesities of our imm
try. have fed and fatteued upn public plunder.
