fcrrolv believing that the Union and the Constitu-
tion ctn be preferred alone by the restoration, of
that party to power, we In rite all true Union men
throughout the Ucd to unite with u in sustaining
iu organization and carrying out its principle:

here fore,
TeawrW, I. Tht we reaffirm and endor the

pofitical principles that from time to time hare
teen put forth by the National Convention! of
the Democratic party.

2. That we are unalterably attached to the
Constitution, by which the Union of these State
wan formed and eub!Lhed; and that a faithful
observance of iu principles can alone continue
the existence of the Union, and the permanent
harpincM of the people.

3. That the present civil war La mainly re-

sulted from the Ioti continued, unwUe, arnl fa-

natical agiution, in the North, of the question of
domestic larery. the con-eqoe- nt organization of
a reographical party, uileI b? sectional
pluforms tdoptH it Uu.falo, PilUburph, Phila-
delphia, and Chicaro, ani the development there-
by of sectional hate and jealousr, producing (as
lad long been foreseen and predicted by u.) iL,

counterpart in the South of accession, dwonion,
and armed rwtUnce to the General Government,
and terminating in a bloody strife betweeu tWe
wb should hare been forerer boui:d together by
fraternal bonds, thus bringing upon the whole
country a calamity which we are now to meet as
lojsl citizens, striving for the adoption of that
mot'e of settlement best calculated to acain re
store union and harmony.

4. That in rejecting all propositions likely to
result in. a satis factory adjustment of the matters
in depute between the North and the South, and
especially thoe measures which would have

the border slave States U the Union, and a
beaay co operation on their part in all constitu-
tional and leal measures to procure a return of
the more Southern States to their allegiance, the
KepuMican party assumed a fearful responsi-
bility, and tte" in total disregard of the bet in-

terest of the whole country.
5. That if the party in power bid Miown the

name desire to fettle, by aratnble adjustment,
our intemal diiteu9iotia before hostilities had ac-

tually commenced, that the Administration lias
recently exhibited to avoid a war with our an-
cient enemy, (Jre.it IJril.iin, we connMetitly be
liee that peue and hirrnoiir wouM now rcin
thr tughotit all our border.

6. That the maintenance of the Union upon
the principles of the Federal Con.-tituti- on should
be tle controlling object of all who profes loy-
alty to the Government and in our judgment
this purpose can onlr be iccornpli.-lie- d, bv the
ascendency of i Union party in tlie Southern
States, which shall, b n counter revolution, dis-

place those who control aixl direct the present re
hellion. That no efTWt to create or sustain iich
ft party can l!ucccful which is not baed u;hii
a definite settlement of the questions at issue Le-twee- n

the two sections.; and we therefore demand
that some 'ich settlement be made by Additional
con titutionjl guaranty, either initiated by act of
Conre-so-r through the medium of a National
Convention.

7. That the Republican party hss fully demon-
strated its inability to conduct the Government
through its present difficulties.

3. That we are utterly opposed to the twin
heresies, Northern sectionalism and Southern
secession, as inimical to the Constitution; and
that freemen, as they ralue the boon of civil lib-

erty and the peace of the country, should frown
indignantly upon them.

0. That in this national emergency the Democ-
racy of Indiana, banishing all leelinir of passion
ami resentment, will recollect only their duty to
the nhole country; that this war should not be
waged in the spirit of conquest or subjugation,
nor lor the purpose of overthrowing or interfer-
ing with the rights or institutions of the States,
but to defend and maintain the supremacy of the
Constitution, and to preserve the Union with all
the dignity, equality and rights of the several
States unimpaired; and that as soon as these ob-
jects are accomplished the war ought to cease.

10. That we will sustain, with all our energies,
a war for the maintenance of the Constitution, and
ol the integrity of the Union under the Constitu-
tion; but we are opposed to a war for the eraanci
pation of the negroes, or the subjugation of the
Southern States.

11. That the purposes avowed and advocated
by the Northern disunionists, to lilxrate nnd arm
the negro slave, is unconstitutional, insulting to
loyal citizens, a digrace to the age. is calculated
to retard the suppression of the I ebellion and meets
our unqualified condemnation.

12. That the total disregard of the writ of Aa-be- at

corput by the authorities over us, and the
seizure and imprisonment of the citizens of loyal
States where the judiciary is in full operation,
without warrant ot law and without assigt.ing any
cause or giring to the party arrested any opportu-
nity of defence, are flagrant violations of the Con
stitution and most alarming acts of usurpation of
ower, which should receive the stent rebuke of

every lover of Ins country and of cverv man who
prize the security and blessings of life, liberty and
pro pert v.

13. That liberty of speech and of the press are
guaranteed to the people by the Constitution, and
none but a usurper would deprive them of these
rights; they are inestimable to the citizen and
formidable to u rants only. And the attempts
which have been nude si;:ce our present unfortu-
nate troubles, to muzzle the pres and stirie free
discussion, are exercises of despotic power againt

hieb freedom revolts and which can not be tole-
rated without converting freemen into slaves.

14. That the seizure of Slidell and Mason, on
!oard a neutral vessel, on the high seas, was
either in accordance with international law, and
so lojral; or cle in violation ot such law, ami so
illegal. If the former, we lament that our nation
has been humiliated by their surrender, under a
thrtat; if the latter, it was the duty of the Ad- -

ministraticn at once to have disavowed the act of
their oth" .er.and instead of iucarceratinj: the cap-
tives in Fort Warren, to have immediately re
paired tie wrong by placing them, as far a prac-
ticable, in lue same condition in which that offi-

cer had found theiu. In either event, the action
of the Administration w;is vacillating (and cow-

ardly, and degrading to the dignity of a great na-
tion.

15. That the action of the Kcpub'.ican party,
as nuaite-tt- e

1 in the partisan character of all
of the Adminitrutioii to civil othce;

and, in holding party caucues by the Republican
members of Congress for the purpose of impressing
upon the legislative action of that body the peculiar
dog taas of ü at prt v, have demonstrated that their
profession ot "sacriticing party platforms, an J par-
ty organizations, upon the altar of their country,"
are but so many by rcriikal and false pretences
by which they hope to dupe the unwary into thei.-suppo-rt;

and we warn all loyal persons, as they
lote their country, not to be deceived thereby.
- IS. That the disclosure made by the tuveti-gatin- c

committee in Congress, of the enormous
frauds that Lave stilked into the army and navy
departments, implicating the heJs of diose de-

partment in a connivance at, if not an actual
participation in a system of corruption, and ic
w.uch our brave soHiers have been defrauded of
tHrir proper up;!ic. and our Government threat
eed ith tvtnkruptry, demands a thorough in
vestijfatioo into all oi.r eit-ertditure- both State
and National, and tht a speedy and m irked ex
ample be made of rII m'ch "birds of prey," who,
taking advantage of the net esities of our on;
try. have fed and fattened upon public plunder.

JltflrrJ. That the mertoriou conduit of the
Indiana troops, in every battle field where vinn
has perched upon the national banner, has tiled
the jop!e of this State with the hi&het i;r.ti
tttrle to her gallant sons, and that we send our
besl wishes to officers and men, dispersed through-
out the country, nd the heartfelt greet inj; of
every Democrat for their farther brilliant ichie e
ment in the coming contents for tlio maintenance
of the Constitution and the Union.

In addition to the pay as above stated, one ra-

tion per day and an abunaant supply of good
clothing is allowed to every soldier. Quarters,
fuel and medical attendance are always provided
by tlie Government without deduction from the
soldier's pay. If a soldier should become disabled"
in the line of his duties, the law provides for him
a pension, or he may, if be prefer it, obtain ad-

mission into the Military Asylum, which will
afford him a comfortable home so long as he may
wish to receive its benefits.

To the above pay for private soldiers mut be
added the additioaal $2 a month to be paid du-

ring service, the $100 bounty at the end of the
war, which has already been provided for, and
the quarter section of land that Congress will
provide for at its coming session. The bounty
and land apply to officers and privates alike.
