Let us see
the devotion of the coantry to our cause by their
willingness o fight its battles and if neaded to
poar out their blood in its sapport.

Third, we need the encouragement of the
people by u more liberal display of patriotism
than has yvet been made. The tame submission
yielded 1o the invader wherever ke appears is in
strking contrast to the boast we have hitherto
beard of the resdiness that prevailed on every
hand to welcome the hirelings with bor fires,
composed of the dwellings and property of the
peaple. If our land is to be overrun and our
people subjugated, et us leave our couGUErons a
smouldering waste to reward them for their toil
and pains.  Burn every hamlet, village and city,
Give the torch freely to your cotton and houses.
Let the produet of vour lives be laid waste I'Tf
yourselres before the invaders, where resistance
shiali no longer avail; thos display of determina
tion in the csuse in wineh we are all eulisted
that will give us enconragement v continne the
strugzle. Wherever the enemy achleve a victory
let it be a bootle-s one, so that their bands, nrow
led on by hope of plunder, may be disappointed
and discouraged, and we shall be cheered by the
manifestations of devotion and patriotism,

Once more, we expect you to awake—shake
off the lethargy that hangs over you—striko for
the freedom of yourselves, your families, and
vour homes—strike promptiy and poldly, and our
Confederacy may yet be firmly established. This
is our last and only recourse Those who re
ceive this circular will also be commissioned as
agents of the Gotemment Lo advance the pur.
