Therefore,

Rrtlrrd, 1. That we reaffirm and endorse the
politic! principle that from time to time hve
been forth bj the Xatiurul Corivcatione ol
tb Democratic partj.

2. That we re unalterably atuchfd to the
Constitution, bj which the Union of the Sutcji
waa forme! and established; and that a faithful
observance of iu principles can Jone cootinue
the exigence of the Union, anJ the
happine of the people.

i. That the present ciril wr haa mainly re-ult-

from the Ion continued, unwise, an 1 fa-

natical agitation, hi the North, of the cjuention of
domestic slaTerj", the conepient organization of

reorphicl partj.-puide- d b? the sectional
platforms adopted t Buffalo, PitUburgh, Phila-
delphia, and Chic co, and the development there-
by of fectior.! hate and jeAloim, producing (as
bad long been furen and predicted by us) it
counterpart ia the South of recession, disunion,
and armed resistance to tlws General Government,
and terminating in a bloody strife between those
who should have been forever boucd together bj
fratenial bond, thus briugine upon the whole
country a calamity which we are now to meet as
loyal citizens, striving for the adoption of that
mode of settlement beat calculated to acain re-
store union and harmony.

4. That in rejecting all proportions likely to
result in a satisfactory adjustment of the mailer
ia dispute bet ween the North and the South, and
especially those measure which would have e- -

cured the slave States to the Union, and a
hearty co operation on their part in all constitu-
tional and lejral measure! to procure a return of
the more Southern State to their allegiance, the
Ilepublican party assumed a fearful i.

bility, and acted in toUl disregard of the best in-

terest of the whole country.
5. Thl if the party in power had hown the

fame desire to settle, by amimble adjustment,
our internal diaention before hoatililie had ac-

tually coromenctO, that the Administration has
recently exhibited to avoid a war with our an-
cient enemy, Great Itrilain, we confidently be- -

lievf that pe w e and h trmony would now rcin
throughout all our bonier.

6. That the maintenance of the Union upon
the principle of the Federal Constitution fhould
be the controlling object of all who profe loy
alty to the Government and in our judgment
thU purpose can onlv be accorapliflied, by the
ascendency of a Union party in the Southern
Sutes. which hall, bv a counter revolution, tlis-plac- e

thwe who control ami direct the present re-
bellion. That no effort to create or Midtain such
a pi.rty can be successful which is not bascl upon
a definite settlement of the questions at fcxue le-twe- in

the two sections; and we therefore demand
that some such settlement be made by additional
constitutional guaranty, either initiated by act of
Congress or through the medium of a ?ation:il
Convention.

7. That the Republican party has fully demon-
strated its inability to conduct the Government
through its present difficulties.

3. That we are utterly opposed to the twin
heresies, Northern sectional ijtn ami Southern
tecessioo, as inimical to the Constitution; and
that freemen, as they value the Immmi of civil lib-

erty and tbe peace of the country, ßhould frown
indignantly upon them.

9. That in thia national emergency the Democ-
racy of Indiana, banishing all feelinz of mansion
and resentment, will recollect only their duty to
tbe whole country; that thia war hould not be
waped in the spirit of conquest or subju;ti n
nor for the purpose of overthrowing or ititerfD-

ring with the rights or institutions of the States,
but to defend and maintain the ?urrem tcy of the
Constitution, and to preserve the Un;on with all
the dignity, equality and rights of the several
States unimpaired; and that aj soon as these ob-
ject are accomplished the war ought to cease.

10. That we will sustain, with all our energies,
a war for the maintenance of the Constitution, and
ol the integrity of the Union under the Constitu-
tion; but we are opposed to a war for the emmci
pation of the negroea, or the subjugation of the
Southern States.

11. That the purposes avowed and advocated
by the Northern disunionisu, to liberate and arm
the negro slaves, U unconstitutional, insulting to
loyal citizens, a disgrace to the age, is calculated
to reran! the suppression of the lebellion and mt eta
oar unqualified condemnation.

12. That the total disregard of the writ of ha-Ar- m

eorput by the authorities over us, and the
seizure and imprisonment of the citizens of loyal
States where the judiciary is in full operation,
without warrant of law and without assigning any
cause or giving to the party arrested any opportu-
nity of deter.se, are flagrant Tiolationsof the Con-
stitution and most alarming acta of usurpation of
power, which should receive the stern rebuke of
every lover of his country and of every man who
prizes the security and bleings of lite, liberty and
pro pert v.

13. that liberty of jpeech ami of the press are
guaranteed to the people by the Constitution, and
none but a usurper would deprive them of these
rights; they are inestimable to the citizen and
formidable to tyrants only. And the attempt
which have been made since our present unfortu
nate troubles, to muzzle the press ami stifle free
diouikMi, are exercises of despotic power against
which freedom revolts and which can not be tole-
rated without converting freemen into slaves.

I I. That the seizure of Slidell and 31ason, on
board a neutral vessel, on the high seas, was
cither in accordance with international law, and
so legal; or else in violation ot such law, and so
illegal. If the former, we lament that our nation
has been humiliated by their surrender, undtr a
Uireat; if the latter, it was the duty of the Ad-
ministration at once to have disavowed the act of
their officer, and instead of incarcerating the cap-
tives in Fort Warren, to have immediately re
paired the wrong by placing them, a far as prac-
ticable, in the same cottdition in which that offi-

cer bad found them. Iu either event, the action
of the Aduiiuisiratiou was vacillating and cow-artll- y,

and degrading to tbe dignity of a great na-
tion.

15. That the action of the Republican party,
a manifested in the partisan character of all ap-
pointments of the Administration to civil oflice:
and, iu holding party caucuses by the Republican
member of Congress for the purpose of impressing
upon the iegi!tivectoo of that body thepevuliar
dogmas of that p.irty. Lave demonstrated that their
profe.ionsof "sacrifiviiigpariy platform. and par-
ty organizations, upon the .tlt.tr of their country,"
are but so many hypocritical and false pretences
by which they hoje to dupe the unwary into theL-suppo-rt;

aud we warn all loyal persons, 4 they
love their country, not to be deceived thereby.

16. That the disclosures made by the investi-gatin- g

committee in Congress of the enormous
1 rands that have stalked into the army and navy
depirtmentd, impli-atin- g the heads of those de
partnients in a connivance at, if not an actual
prtictiation in system of corruption, and ic :

clothing is allowed to every soldier. Quarters,
fuel and medical attendance are always provided
by the Government without deduction from the
soldier's pay. If a soldier should become disabled
in the line of his duties, the law provides for him
a pension, or he may, if he prefer it, obtain ad-

mission into the Military Asylum, which will
afford him a comfortable home so long as he may
wish to receive its benefits.

To the above pay for private soldiers must be
added the additicaal $2 a month to be paid du-

ring service, the $100 bounty at the end of the
war, which has already been provided for, and
the quarter section of land that Congress will
provide for at its coming" session. The bounty
and land apply to officers and privates alike.
