d. That we are uotterly opposed to the twin
heresies, Northern sectionalisrm  and Southern
secessinn, as inimical to the Constitution: and
that freemen, as they value the boon of eivil lib- |
erty and the peace of the country, should frown
indignantly upon them.

9. That in this aational emergency the Demoe
racy of Indiana, bnnishing nil feeling of passion

resentment, will recollect only their :Su: y to
the whole country; that this war should not be
waged in the spirit of conquest or subjugati w,
nor for the p of overthrowing or inter! r
ing with the rights or institutions of the States,
but o defend and maintain the supremacy of the
Constitation, and to preserve the Union with all
the dignity, equality and rights of the severa
States unimpaired; and that as soon as these ol
jects are accomplished the war ought w cease.

10. That we will sustain, with all our energies,
a war for the maintenance of the Constitution, and
ol the integrity of the Union under the Constitu
tion ; but we are opposed to a war for the emanci

tion of the negrves, or the subjugation of the

uthern States.

11. That the purposes avowed and advocated
by the Northern disunionists, to liberste and arm

slaves, is unconstitutional, insulting to
loyal eitizens, a disgrace to the age, is caleulated
to retard the su ion of the 1ebellion and m ets
our unguali condemnation.

12. That the total disregard of the writ of ha
beas corpus by the authorities over us, and the
seizure and imprisoument of the ecitizens of loyal
States whave the judiciary is in full operation,
without warrant of law and without assigning any
canse or giving to the party arrested any opportu-
uity of delense, are flagrant violations of the Con
stitution and most alurming scts of usurpation of
power, which should receive the stern rebuke of |
every lover of his country and of every man whe
prizes the security and blessings of lile, liberty and |

perty. I

13. That liberty of speech and of the press are
guaranteed to the people by the Constitution, and |
none but a usurper would deprive them of these |
rights; they are inestimable to the citizen and |
formidable to tyrants only. And the attempis
which have heen made siace our present unfortu |
nate troubles, o muzzle the press and stitle (ree |
discussion, are exercises of despotie power against |
which treedom revolts and which ean not be wle- |
ruted without converting freemen into <laves. |

14. That the seizure ol Stidell and Mason. on |
board a neutral vessel, on the high seas, was |
cither in accordance with international law, and |
s0 legal; or else in violation ot such law, and so
illegal. If the former, we lament that our nation
has been humiliated by their surrender, under a |
threat; if the latter, it was the duty of the Ad
ministration at once to have disavowe! the act of |
their officer, and instead of incarcernting the cup-
tives in Fort Warren, to have immedintely re
puired the wrong by placing them, as fur as prac
ticable, in the same condition in which that offi
cer had found them. Iu either event, the activn
of the Administration wus vacillating fand cow
ardly, and degrading to the dignity of a great na
tion,

which our brave soldiers have beea delriuded of
their sunplies, and our Government threat
ened with bunkruptey, demands a thorough in
vestigation into !l our expenditures, both State
and National, and that o speedy and marked ex
Am be made of all such “brds of prev,” who
tak £ l‘!’lmﬂ of the necesaities of our « ¢ "
