?m hat the mnpm ¢ civil war has mainly re
su'ted from the lrmg continued, unwise, and fa
natieal agitation, in the North, of the question of
domestic -Inurv. the oo uent organization of
A geograpiucal party, guided by the sectional
}hlf«m acke 5 at Buffalo, Pittshurgh, Phila.
delphia, and Chicago, and the development there-
b of sectional hate and jealousy, producing ( as |
hid long been foreseen and predicted by u=) it
counterpart in the South of secession, disunion,
wad armed resistance to the General Government,
and terminating in a bloody strife between those
who should have been forever bousd together by |
fraternal bonds, thuscbringing upon the whole
country a calamity which we are now to meet as
loyal citizgens, stniving for the adoption of that
mode of settlement best caleulated to again re
store union and harmony.

4. That in rejecting all propositions likely to
result in a satisfactory adjustment of the matters
in dispute between the North and the South. and
especially those measures which would have se
cured the border slave States o the Un on, and a
henrty co tion on their part in oll constitu-
tional and legal measures to procure a return of
the more Sauthern States to their allegiwnee, the
Republican party assumed a fearful responsi.
bility, and scted i total disregard of tha best in-
terests of the whole country.

5. Thut if the party in power had shown the
same desire to settle, by amiecalile nil: ustment,
our internal dissensions betore hostilities had ac
tunlly commenced, that the Administration has
recently exhibited to avoid a war with our an
cient enemy, Great Britvin, we confidently he
lieve that pesce and harmony wonld now reign
thraougnout all our bhornlers.

6. That the maintenance of the Upion upon
the principles of the Federal Constitution should |
be the controlling object of all who profess loy
alty to the Government—and in our jndgment
this purpose can only be ace omplished, by the
ascendency of a Union party in the Southern |
States, which lall, by a counter revolution, dis
place thase who conteol and direct the present re
bellion. That no effort to ereate or sustain such
n party can be saces<iful which is not based upon |
a definite settlement of the questions at issue be. |

d. That we are utterly opposed to the twin
heresies, Northern sectionalism and Southern |
secession, as inimical to the Constitution; and |
that freemen, as they value the boon of civil lib-
erty and the peace of the country, should frown |
indignantly upon them. '

9. That in this national emergency the Democ. |
rw‘ of Indiana, banishing all feeling of pssion |

resentment, will m:ofl«-t. only their duty to |
nn whole country; that this war ‘should vot be |
waged in the spirit of conquest or subjugati. -n.‘
nor for the purpose of overthrowing or inter! r-
ing with the rights or institutions of the Stutes,
but to defend and maintain the supremacy of the
Constitution, and to preserve the Union with all
the dignity, equality nand rights of the severa)
States unimpaired; and that as =o0on as these ob-
jects are accomplished the war ought to cease.

10. That we will sustain, with all our energies,
4 war for the maintenance of the Constitution, and
ol the integrity of the Union under the Constitu-
hon ; hut we are opposed to a war for the emanci
pation of the negroes, or the subjugation of the
Senthern States. i

11. That the purposes avowed and advocated
by the Northern disunionists, to liberate and arm
the negro slaves, is unconstitutional, insulting to
loyal citizens, a disgruce to the age, is caleulated
to retand the suppression of the 1ebellion and m« ets
our "}h.,. lifienl condemnation.

2 t the total disregand of the writ of ka
hu corpus by the suthorities over us, snd the
seizure and iwprisonment of the citizens of loyal
States where the judiciary is in full npemunn
without warrant of law and without assigniog any |
ecanse or giving to the party arrested any opportu-
nity of defeuse, are lagrant violations of the Con-
st*tution and most akuoming acts of usurpation of
power, which should receive the stern rebuke of
every lover of his country and of every man who
prizes the security and blessings of life, liberty and

woperty.
13 That liberty of Cr!vh anu of the press are
guaranteed to the people by the Constitution, and
nowe but & usurper would deprive them of these
rights, they are inestimable to the citizen and
formidable o tyrants only. And the attempis
which have been made siace our present unforty

nate troubles, to muzzle the press and stifle free
discussion, are exercises of despotic power against

which Ireedow revolts and which ean not be tole-
inted without converting freemen into slaves.

14 That sthe selzure of Siidell and Mason, on
board a neutral vessel, on the high seas, was |
either in scecondance with international law, and
s0 legal; or else in violation of such law, nnd so |
illnul If the former. we lament that our uation |
has been humiliated by their surrender, under a |
threat; if the latter, it was the duty of the Ad |
winistration st once to have disavowed the act of
their officer, and instead of inearcerating the cap-
tives in Fort Warren, to have immediately re
paired the wroug by placing them, as far as prac
ticable, in the same condition in which that offi.
cer had found them. In either event, the action
of the Admigistration was vacillating land cow- |
andly, and degrading to the dignity of a great na |
tion

15. That the action of the Republican party,
as manifested in the partisan character of all ap
puintients of the Administration to civil office:
and, in holding party caucuses by the Republican
members of Congress for the purpose of impressing
upou the legislativ e acuon of that body llu-;-wull.nr
dogmas of that party, have demoustrated that their
prolessions ol “sacrificing party plattorms, and par-
ty organizations, upon the altar of their country,”
are but so many hypoernitical and false pretences
by which they bope to dupe the unwary into their
support; and we warn all Joyal persons, as they
lmu their country, not to be dece'ved thereby

16 That the disclosores mide by the investi
gating committee in Congress of the enormous
frauds that have stalked into the arme and nary
departments, implicating the hewds of those de
partments in a connivance at, if not an actusl
participation in » -r!lem ol corruption, and ic
which our brave soldiers have been defrinded of
their proper supplies, and our Government threat
ened with bankraptey, demands a thorough in
vestization into all our expenditures, both Stuie
ani 'i*umlml atud that a speedy and morked ex
imple be made of all suc h “birds of prev,” who,
taking advantage of the necessities of vur onn
try. have fed snd fattened wpon public plunder
