Duel on the Tight-Rope.
The taste for rope-dancing which the cele-
brated Madame Violante brought into fashion
in the early part of the last century, flourished |
nowhere so much, or o long, as in Dublin,
where the agile iandy established herself, and
opened a theatre—the attractions of which
for a time saperseded every other place of
amusement. Madame Violante was the Blon-
din of her day, but more of an artist and less
of an acrobat. She treated the public to
scenic effects they had never witnessed be-
fore; she trained some notable actresses—
among whom was Peg Woflington—and ear-
ried rope<dancing to =0 a higha pitch, that the
beau monde of Dublin talked of, and attended |
to, nothing else for some years. Long after!
the day of her management had gone by, and |
her theatre passed into othey hands and uses |
(it issaid to have become a Methodist chapel), |
the relish for this species of performance was |
strong enough in the public mind to produce |
a kind of civil war regarding the merits of |
two rival rope-dancers, who establishe
themselves and their ropes at opposite ends ¢
the city. One astonished the natives of the |
then fashionable Liberties; the other amazed
the dwellers of the New Town, who had not |
then extended to Merrion square. They ar-
rived m Dublin on the same da:r, set up their
rival eamps, and sent forth their manitestoes
the next morning: and henceforth there was
nothing bat contention at dinmer<table and
tea-table, in tavern, coffee-house, and billiard-
room, concerning the moral, social, and acro- |
batic worth of Signor Sarfuico and Monsicur
Perote. |
As their names and titles indicate, the one
was an [talian and the other a Frenchman.
Sarfuico was young, muscular, and tall for a
gentieman whose business had to be conducted |
on the tight-rope.  Perote’s age could not be
ascertained ; his adversaries asserted that the
blackness of his thin hair was owing to dye;
he was small, slender, and wind-dried, pro-

' fessed to have been hmught up on the rope,

and considered it the grandest and most eleva- |
ting of human pursuits. Signor Sarfuico was
grave, silent, and even dignified. On the
iu-:u;- he danced the latest minuet, earried a
hemper of glass on his back, and balanced his
sword on his chin with a taciturn «tateliness
sufficient for a eardinal in full canomcals.

His Gallic antagonist talked with immense

volubility throughout his performance, gener-
ally in his own praise, and that of his own

science, as he was pleased to eall 1t: related
In.- t-\l‘»'rwlll't“‘, lh'Lh-rwl ln:é n}mininu on men

and manners, and exchanged repartees with

his Dublin andience.  Signor Sartfuico assured

the public that he was the last scion of a noble

Florentine family. Monsicur Perote boasted
his decent from a line of rope«dancers: and

took -Iuw‘i.ll “rille' in one of hig ancestors who
performed before Henri Quartre. Each gen-
tleman professed to know nothing of the other:
but their mutual hatred was sand to exceed

that of ordinary rivals: through their respee-
tive satelities a whisper oozed out that they

had travelled and danced together for years
on the continent: that their gquarrels had lat-
terly been such as to eall for imllim- interference;
and that tllt'}‘ had .«'p.‘-l?'almi with vows of
vengeance on each other: some intention of
that Kind was supposed to influence th

Frenchman’s movements in parti
wherever the ltaban went there hLe
him, and set up his opposing camp.

They were both excellent in, or rather on,
their peeubiar lines, As ropes were walked
or dancel ‘l.l'\ <, Mublin had not seen
thelr « -i-l.ll‘. and thev divided the town be-
tween them.

fee-houses, and next morning in the Phenix
Park, about them: family controversies arose ;

ken off, on account of Signor Sarfuico andd
Monsieur Perote. They got mixed up in
politics, as what in Dublin did not> The pop-
ular, or Irish *n.—:: , were the chief’ sapporters
of Perote; he bowed to the carmen. and wanted
olll.‘flt‘u‘ for l:'t‘lln*!. ‘[.iu' !-i_‘}i t-»rir- i'l'l]fi
fri‘*nc_ld of goy ernment, on the other hand. lent
their strength to Sarfuico: he was a reduced
gentleman, and, no doubt, of sound principles.
The Irish party being the most numerous,
gave Perote a considerable majority, and what
was still more in the Frenchman's favor. the
ladies threw their weight into the scale. In
spite of the better looks and higher preten-
wons of his rival, Monsieur Perote’s abundan:
compliments and general devotion to the fair
sex carnied the day; the ladies, voung and old,
vspoused his causes as ladies only can; and
their influence, great as it is and has been in

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all times and in all places, had a power on the
banks of the Liffey in those davs sufficient to
SWAmMp any nﬁnniiinn, Monsivur Perote’s
tame and cash-box went up at a rate which
threatened extmetion to his rival, tll the
Italian's ingenuity found out a mode of making
things more than even. Sarfuico raised hs
rope. The elevation was fall twenty feet
above anything Perote had ever attvmptn-d.
The bare advertisement drew a considerable
house on the first evening of exhibition, and
when it went abroad how he carred the sack,
balanced the sword and drank a glass of wine
to the health of the lord lieutenant, Perote’s
[u:]mlaﬁt} fell to the freezing point. In vain
1is most a«onishing feats were put in requisi-
tion—he stood on one leg to no purpose,
danced the minuet de la Cour with no effect;
notwithstanding the bows, the carmen ran to
see and shout for his daning antagonist: and
though his compliments rose, if possible, to a
higher key, the ladies deserted him and his
r‘.l[l('.

At this epoch it became public by their
joint advertisement, that Sarfuico and Perote
had mmde friends. Why and how, their most
confidential advisers could not declare, but it
was generally believed that, as became his po- |
sition, Perote had made the first overtures,
and Sarfuico remembering former days; and
not willing to rule over his enemy, ai.:n-wl to
let by-gones be by-gones, and receive him
into his service. '.["h«-.\' were both henceforth
to act ahn:,'t-lh-_'r. and the surmises, specuia-
tions and reports that went throngh ;luhliu.
when that announcement was issued, were un-
exampled. Would the Italian bring down
his rope? Would the Frenchman elevate his?
Would the stage admit of two ropes?  Would
there be anything more than old tricks?
Heavy bets were taken on those important
quvstiun-'. and a full house before its doors
were opened, a crowd that might have filled
a building twice the size, had collected in
front of Sarfuico’s theatre. The }!t'llill,L' inand
getting places was a considerable business; and
when no more seats could be found for the la
dies, and no more standing room for the gen-
tlemen, the curtain rose.  Then what suprise
for eager faces—what a disappointment of
shrewd conjectures—what losing of heavy
bets appeared, for there was Sarfuico’s rope
alone, at its highest elevation. and there were |
the rivals both upon it. The Italian looked
more than usually grave and grand: the
Frenchman determined and unﬂim‘hing. as if
his courage had been serewed up for some
desperate purpose.  The one bowed solemnly
to the boxes, the other to the whole house, but
it was carelessly done, and Perote'’s hand was
not even laid on his heart when he turned to
the ladies.

A= soon as the house recovered from its
amazement, it made the roof ring, and the
rope tremble, not to speak of those on it, with
thunders of applause. Sarfuico’s theatre, it
must be premised, had been an ancient wind-
mill of more than common height, which al-|
lowed room for his present elevation, and
there Be and his former nval stood some forty |
feet above the stage. Most people expected |
the Frenchman to fall, but he did not. The
Italian had evidently no notion of the like;
he received the ovation of his due; and the |
little dark man who acted as his erier—by the |
way he called him Manifesto—came forward
and announced that the ladies and gentlemen
were that evening to ‘'witness a performance |
never before exhibited on any stage; it was
called the dance of r!'il‘ﬂ'l."h:[l imvented by
Monsier Perote, and unmeusely approved by
Signor Sarfuico.

The two on the rope immediately tried to
mt themselves in dancing position; they were
lmh in full dress of the period, with lace ruf-
fles, bagwigs, and swords. The eves of the |
whole house were fixed upon them. Signor
Sarfuico was still grand; but, in beginning the
dance of friendship, he seemed to have some
diffieulty with his teet.  Perote had perceived
this, and made some remark, which nobody
conld hear: but it roused the Italian’s angni‘.f
e raised his hand as if to strike him; the
same instant, Perote’s rapier was drawn, and
before the andience could comprehend that |
they had actually quarrelled, Sarfuico’s anger |
was out also, and they thrust at cach other on
the tight-rope. A pin might have been heard
falling in the crowded house, where every-
body sat still in his place, gazing up at the two
fighting in the air.  Ilow they kept their foot-
ing, the genius of mischief only knows, The
concentrated hatred and malice of their faces |
was fearful to see, up there in the flickering
lamplight. Pass after pass, lunge after lunge,
they made at each other with the rapidity of
lightning. Both were good swordsmen; but
Perote was the betterof the two. e warded
off’ the Tralian’s thrusts with his small rapier,
and positively seemed more certain of his
footing than before the guarrel began; until
Sarfuico, making one desperate lunge, re-
t‘t'i\.‘ml a h.’l"k-!rulh', “hi-‘ll threw him off’ his
balance, and at the same moment attempted
to grapple with his enemy. Down he went,
and down went Perote. A ery of horror rose
from the spectators. But some power had in-
terfered in their behalf; for there was the
Italian hanging to the rope by his feet: and
the Freachman holding on to it with both his

hands.

“ Look, ladies and gentlemen,” he cried,
with a face of triumph sufficient for having
saved Christendom, “behold now 1 have per-
iled my Dife, and, sull more, my fame, to un-
maszk deceit and vindicate science!  Look at
the straps attached to his shoe-soles, and
Imm-.l over the rope; there is how he made

vimsell safe, and dared to surpass me, whose

life was spent on the rope—whose great-grand-
father performed before Henri Quatre. |
guessed it—1 knew it, through the inspiration
of my science; and 1 die happy since the
vilian is unmasked.”

Mounsier Perote did not die hﬂlll‘l_\‘ or other-
wise on that occasion. Before his part'mg
speech was done, the spectators had recovered
their senses sufficient to give the alarm, and
rush to the rescue with ladders, fire-escapes,
and feather beds to be fallen upon. He was
got safely down: so with Sarfuico, though it
proved a more diflicult business, and the doc-
tor never could understand why he did pot
die of apoplexv. From that evening, how-
ever, his glory had departed—a fact of which
the last scion of the noble Florentine family
were so sensible, that he clrl.s.'n‘to-tl also without
sound of trumpet, and to the great regret of sev-
eral tradesman. His now successful rival
made a longer stay and a good deal of noise
about the lz:m‘.:ul;in;:; but the whole scene
cured the Dublin world of fashion of its fancy
for such performances.
