2  That we are unaltembly attached o the
Constitution, by which the Union of these Sttes |
was formed and eatablshed; and that a faithiul |
observance of its principles can alone continue |
the existence of the Union, and the permanent |
happivess of the people.

g. That the preseut civil war has mainly re
sulted from the long continued, anwise, and fa. |
natical agitatiog, fn the North, of the question of
domestic slavery, the ronsequent orgamzation of
A& e pbﬂl- rty, guided by the sectional
p!nﬂ’a:r‘:: pni Buffalo, Pittsburgh, Phila
delphia, and Chicago, and the development there
by of sectivonl hate and jealousy, producing (as
had long been foreseen and predicted by us) it
counterpart (o the South of secession, disunion,
ard armed resistance w the General Government,
and terminating in a bloody strife between those
who should bave been forever bousd together by
fraterual bonds, thus bringing upon the whole
country a calamity which we are now to meet as
loyal citizens, stniving for the adoption of that
mode of settlement best CI|('ilIaltJ to again re
store union and harmony

4. That in rejecting «ll propositions likely to
result in a matistactory adjustment of the matlers
in despute between the North and the South, and
espocially those measures which would have se
cured the border slave States 10 the Unton, and a
hearty co operation on their part in all conustite
tioual and legal messures to procure a return of
the more Southern States o their alleginnee, the
Republican party assumed a fearful responsi-
bility, and acted i total disregard of the best in
terests of the whole country

5. That if the party in power had shown the
saine desire W settle, by wdjustment,
our internnl dissensions befure hostilities had ac |
tnally commenced, that the Administration has
recently ecthibited to avold a war with our an

. That we are utterly opposed to the twin
hedesies, Northern sectionalism  and Southern
secession, as inimical w the Con=titution; and
that freemen, as they value the boon of civil lib.
erty and the peace of the country, should frown
indygnantly upon them.

. That in this national emergency the Demoe
racy of Indiana, banishing all feeling of passion
and resentment, will recollect only their liuty o
the whole country; that this war should not be
waged in the spirit of conquest or suljugatim, |
not for the jurpose of overthirowing or interf o |
ing with the rights or institutions of the States, |
but'to defend and maintain the supremacy of the |
Constitution, and to preserve the Union with all
the dignity, equality und rights of the several
States unimpaired; and that as soon as these ob
jects are accomplished the war ought to ceuse. ‘

). That we will sustain, with all our energies,
a war for the maintenance of the Counstitution, and |
ol the integrity of the Union uader the Constitu |
tion ; but we are opposed to & war for the emanci |
pation of the negroes, or the subjugation of the |
Sonthern States.

Ii. That the purposes avowed and advocated
by the Northern disunionists, to liberate and arm
the negro slaves, is unconstitutional, insulting w
loyal citizens, u disgrace to the age, is enleulated
to rptard the suppression of the rebellion and mi ets
our unqualified condemnation. |

12, That the wtal disregard of the writ of ka |
beax corpus by the authorities over us, and the |
seizure aml imprisonment of the citigens of loyal
States where the judiciary is n full operation,
without warrant uf'luw and without assigning any
cande or giving to the party arrested any opportu
nity of defense, are flagrant violations of the Coun [
sttution and most alarming acts of asurpation of |
power, which should receive the stern rebuke of |
every lover of his country and of every man who !
prizes the security and blessings of life, liberty and |
property e

13 That liberty of speech an of the press are
guaranteed to the people by the Constitution, and
wonn bt a usurper would deprive them of these
rights; they are inestimable to the citizen and
formidble o tyrants only. And the attempts
which have been made stace our present unforty
onte troubles, w0 muzzle the press and stifle free |
discussion, are exercises of despotic power aguinst
whigh lreedom revolts and which ean not be wle-
tated without converting freemen into slaves,

1<, That the seizure of Slidell and Mason, on
boardl a neutral vessel on the high seas, was
eithdr in accordance with internationan!l law, and
so legal; or else in violation ot such law, and so
illegal. 11 the former, we lament that our nation |
has been humiliated by their surrender, under a |
threat; if the lutter, it was the duty of the Ad
