The- Little Rebel was won after-
wards struck by Federal shot and at once started
for the Arkabsa shore. The ReauregarJ, toth- -
ing liauuted by the disasters which had Nefallen
others, continued vigorously firing. As she
started towards the Point two or three of the
enemy's boat cloaed upon her, pouring in broad-si- d

after broadside. She was struck several
tims, raking her fore and aft. A Federal ram
coming up also dealt her a blow, when she sunk
rapidly in deep water opposite Jackson Mound.
The remaining Confederate boats rapidly moved
down the river. Oae of them shortly afterwards
was discovered in flame. A pursuit was made
by the Federal boats, but in a short time re-
turned.

.The conclusion arrived at wa that the re-
mainder of our fleet shared the fate of the oth-
er?.

The loss of life in the engagement cannot be
estimated with any degree cf certainty. A num-
ber ate known to have fallen by the enemy's
sharpshooters. It is supposed a great number
went dow n with the sinking vessels. The loss
to the enemy other than theimage to the ram
above mentioned, U not known.

Their boats altogether were superior to oars in
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
