Yon cannot shield |
vourselves too much against e jealousies wnd
heart-burnings which spring from these wisrepre-
sentations=; they tend 1o render alien to each oth
er those who vaght w be bouml twgether by fra-
terunl affection.

ADMONITION OF JACKSON.

“But the Constitution cannot be maintained,
nor the Union preservesd, in opposition to !mhlic |
feeling, by the mere exertion of the coercive
powers coufided o the General Government.
The formmlations must be bnd in the atfections
of the people; w the se urity whteh it gives 1|
lite, iberty mud properiv in every guarier ol the |
country ; and in the fraternal attwchments which
the ¢itizenus ol the several Suites bewr one to an
other az wembers of one politieal family, mu
iy contributing to promotesthe happness ot |
e.ch other. Hence, the citizens ol each State

It a country so extensive as the United States,
and in pursuits so vaped, the internal recsula-
tions of the several Sttes must {requently differ
from one auother in important particalars; and |
thi= difference is unavoulably increased by the
varying principles npon which the American col- |
omes were onginally planted; privciplés which |
had tken deep ruot in theirsocial relations befure |
the Revolution, amd therelore, ol necessity, in
fluencing then policy since they became (ree and
independent States. But each Suite has the un
yuestivuable right to regulate it own internal |
concerns according to its uwn pleasare; and while |
it dues not interiere with the nights of the people

State must be the sole judge of the measures |

in jeopuady their pesce and internal wanguiliny,
sre in direct opposition to the spirit in wloch the
Umion was lormed, and must endanger its salety.
Maotives of philanthropy may be assigned forthis
unwarrantable interierence, aml weak men may
persuade themselves, for a moment, that they are
Laboring in the cause of humnity, and asserting
the rights of the human race, but every oue,
upon sober reflection, will see that nothing but
mischiel con come hiom these improper assaults
upon the feelings and rights of others. Rest as
sured that the men found busy in this work of
discond are not worthy of yeur contidence, and |
deserve your stronzest reprobation.”
