The following is from spocial to the
Cincinnati Gazrtle, dated Washington, August

lth:
After Decniso.i, Gurlcy and the rest of the

Ohio delegation, fent on to repre-e- nt the condi-
tion of the Kentucky border, left here. Govern-
ment decided to extend the new Department they
had promi-e- d to create, so a to make it a com-

plete Western Border State Department, and to
include within its limits the States from which
troops would have to be dr.iwn to protect the bor-

der. Western Virginh regardcl as entirely
fe. Eist of that the borders fall within the

Departments here; and ro, for the new Depart
nient, there was left the border from the mouth
of Big S mdy, on the Ohio river, west to K ins is.
It wis deemed bet to include all thee States in
one Department, because their dangers are cjm-mon- ,

and because one common head would do
away with the necessity for tedious consultations
among the Governors of tho several State-- , at
everv fresh alarm of danger to any t of the
bonier. There was long hesitation about se-

lecting a General for he new Department. Cas-si- u

M. Clay was talked of, but Ktutuckians pro-totte-

and Clay himself expressed his unwilling-
ness to run the risk of being helved, as he said
other auti slavery Genends had been. Ii inks
was suggested, but he could not be spired from
his position iu Pope's army, and Lew. Wallace,
but Halleck and other regulars didn't like him.
It was necessary that the one selected should be
Mjor General, tint he might hive control of the
several Brigadier Generals alreidy holding com-
mands in different parts of the new Department.
Finally Halleck selected an old army officer, al-

ready serving as Brigadier of volunteers, and had
him promoted to a Major Generalship for the
purpose.

Gen. Wright only arrived here last right from
Boston. .This evening he is off on the five
o'clock train to assume coram md of his new
department. Since his appointment as Brigadier-Genera- l

struction of fortifications, auiutig which :iretho-- e

at the Tortugas and several other jviints on the
Southern coast. He was senior Brigadier under
Port Royal Sherman in the South Carolina expe-
dition, an J is said to havf been very popular with
his command. Western Men will fie glad to
learn that he is reported to have very little red
tape about him, and to have common sense as
wall us science.

The President on Colonization.
President Lincoln in his recent interview with

the deputation of colored men in Washington,
undoubtedly expressed the American ideas on the
subject of colonization. He freed the subject
from the cant and false sen i mentality with which
it has been surrounded, and told the deputation
firmly, yet kindly, that the insuperable prejudices
that existed between the while and black rnces
precludes the idea ot their living together on
terms of equality. The war, he told them, was
occasioned solely by their presence, and the im-

possibility of reconciling the radical difl'ercnce of
races, and hence it were better for both that they
should separate at once and forever.

This is "letting our people go" with a ven-
geance. If we could accuse the President of
joking on ao solemn a subject it would seem as
though he were only intent on catching the radi-

cals in their own trap. The President tells
them they may go to Central America md
even offers to pay their fare. The Abo'-itionisl- s

can scarcely complain of theacon.trhciion put up-

on their war cry, though they are likely lo be but
li'.tle satisfied with it.

Yet this spectacle of a Chief Migistrateof a
treat nation urging the expatriation of four mil
lion of hs of his people must forever remain
one of the chief marvels of history It has had
no , arallel in the past, and is likely to have none
in the future. Mr. Lincoln himself seems to have
been conscious of this, and as he explained the
causes that Impelled his action, and the difficul-
ties that surrounded the subject, his language
assumed a tone of apology suitable for the occa-
sion, and his words seemed to spring from a heart
filled with mingled emotion of tenderness and
sorrow.

After all, we doubt whether the true solution
of the negro question lies in the scheme of colo
nizitbn. It i- - doubtful, also, whether the inter-
ests of civilizttion and humanity would be pro
moted by the emigration of the blacks, even if
they would deoart voluntarily. The people of
Maryland and Delaware exhibit less repugnance
to free negroes than the eople of Illinois and
New Voik. The subject involves vast issues,
and it is lamentable that its solution be
forced upon us amid the phreuzy of civil war.

Evacuation af the Vtninxuli Future Movements

of the Army of the Potomac The end of Segro
Rryimrnl General McClellan's ordtr against
Villaging The President's Plan of African
Deportation.

Washington, Aug. 1G.

The evacuation of the Peninsula by Gen. Mc-
Clellan's army is now taking place. The army
at Harrison's Landing has Ken divided into to
portions, oue marching to Yorktown by the way
of Williamsburg, and the other embarking on
hoard of transports and sailing down the James
River. The gunboats covered the retreat of the
latter detachment. The former started first, and
were out of all danger of pursuit before the lat-

ter detachment embarked. The evacuation of
the Peninsula had become a military necessity,
because of the inability of the Administration to
send McClellau the reinforcements that he need-
ed in order to en able him to hold his position.
The Administration organs during the whole of
a month past have been constantly asserting that
McCiellan hid been strongly and sufficiently re
iiiforced. Perhaps this ws done only to deceive
the enemy. The object completely failed. The
rebels do not defend upon the Northern r.ewsna
pers for their knowledge of McClellan's
and movement. They knew very well that Mc-Clell.- in

had nor been re nforced.
Thus ends the PeniiMul.i campaign; and th is

i- - abandoned the secon i ntsemt to capture Rieh
mond. That the Peninsula campaign is a fail-
ure, it were idle to deny. The object of the cam
piin was the capture of Richmond. It lus been
found impossible to effect that object with the
army of the Potomac, the fleet of iron mailed
steircers, and Comraodjre Potter's raortir fleet
all combined. This is a fact asrsinst which it is
impoitle to close ourHnes. Nor is it ditficult
t assign the causes of the failure of the earn
pain, or to fasten the blame where it betone.
The tr biinil of history will acquit General Mc-Cie'I- m

of any shire of blame for the defeat, and
w ill award hini high honor for extricating his
army successfully from their peril. His reitera
ted demands for reinforcements are on record in
the War Department. He dia all tint could le
done with the Utile force at his disposal, but he
could not work impossibilities.

He takes
for the ue of the army whatever forage, Ac,
miy fall in his way, but he prescribes the m inner
in which alone this shali be done ; not in any case
by untulhorize l individuals, but bt the proper
officers, and onlv by them when they civereceipts
for it, iu order tint it may be paid for bereifter.
He denounces pillage and theft by the soldiers,
und declares that any offence of that nature will
be severely punished. And be declaies that
guards will always be posted, as heretofore,
around houses in which there are women and
children, for their protection. All honor to the
noble foldier, who so well understands the proper
war of conducting war.

You will have seen before this the details of
the remarkable interview which took place the
day befoie yesterd ly, between,'he negroes of the
Di-tri- ct and the President. The President had
sent for them, m order to persuade them to per-

suade their fellow-negroe- s to go to the colony in
Central America, which, he haid, he was going to
provide there for them. There were some sensi-
ble remarks tu what he said to them. Whatever
effect his remarks may have on the men who
heard them, I fear they will have very little on
the mass of the negroes, either in this District
or in the North at large. From a very early
period of my life, I have observed that the most
remnrkable feature about the character of the
American negroes is tl.eir strong, tenacious, und
unaccountable attachment to this country. It is
a trait common alike to fiee negroes and
slaves. I have converged with hundreds of both
kinds, particularly during the last three years. If
theie is anv idea, regarded bv them with peculiar
antipathy, it is that of being deportel, colonize I,
b miihed from the scenes that have become fa-

miliar to them. This is the prednminaut idea
with the thousands of negroes now her. '1 he
"free negroes," in many cases, have acquired a
little property, and are, iu a measure, comfort
able. Most of those who were slaves would do
anything in their sjwer if they could get back to
their kind masters and comfortable homes. Yes-

terday, in passing through the negro quitter, I
witnessed a scene that inexpressibly shocked me.
Disease, filth and neglect are causing great mor
talitv among the negroes here, and it is impossi-
ble, I suppe, to alfordthem the necessary med-

ical aid.
In a wretched cabin, the hot, stifling air in

which felt like that of url'liven, and the thin
boards of the walls of which were no protection
at all against the burning sun, a young negro
woman knelt on the tloor, with clasped hinds
and streaming eyes. Before her, on a miserable,
dirty quilt, lay the dead bodies of two negro
children, I should suppose five and seven years
old. One had died the night before, the other
that morning. I cannot record the expressions
of the grief of that poor womtn, but they eem
el to bo less on account ot the death of her chil-die- n

than on account of her i wn loneliness and
desolation. Oue thing that she said to me that I

willreiveat: ''Ah. massa! It was not so at home.
When mv other baby died, old missus came and
laid her out herself, and I had a clean bed to lay
her on, and Miss Einilv put (lowers in her little
coffin."
