A Tagr from the Stcrortl.
In 186, John W. Forney, now the leader of

the Republican party in Pennsylvania, was Chair-
man of the Democratic State Central Committee,
and issued an address to the people, in which the
following passage occured:

ric of freedom on the Globe. They invite our
countrymen to support their cause in the midst of
the most irreverent blasphemies of the Constitu-
tion. They prate of exclusive Americanism,
while they except as leaders men who prol ine the
gaj;es of the past with inconceivable calumnies.
But they de-er- v e credit for their boldness. They
do not attempt to conceit the fearful end which,
should they succeed must crown their efforts.
True to the history of all sectional pal ties, they
unite men, not by a love of country, but by hatred
of national principles. Their bond of action is a
sympathy of antagonisms not a harmony cf pat-

riotic sentiments; and to corisutnale their pur-
pose they would sicrifice every yreat material
intei est of society. They h ive already succeed-
ed in dividing the Christian Church, and now

We aie authorized to state that Mr. Sandels is

the bearer of the draft of a commercial treaty,
which the Confederate envoys will propose to the
chief European powers, irrespective of recogni-
tion or intervention. Recognition without iutcr-veiitio- n

is considered by Pi csident Davis as prac-
tically valueless to the Confederacy, :md inter-
vention itself is not regarded as a necessity in the
present position of affiirs. lie believes that no
solid and durable peace can be obtained except
by the concurrence of the United Stales; andihat
this concurrence can be won by an aj peal to its
material interests, au . the resulting pressure by
the Northern people upon tluir Government. In
tins view the Confederate envoys will propose to
the European owers a treaty of commerce, to
take effect on the recognition of the indcpei!enc
of the Confederate States by the United State,
or the opening of the ports by ther means, guar-
anteeing absolute free trade, wi.h participation in
the coasting trade and internal navigation to the
pow ers accepting it, on certain conditions ; and
the same advantage wiil be proffeted to the Uni-
ted States. leaving the latter to choose, between
a prolongation'of the war, w ith its doubtful issue,
and the immediate restoration of the benefits of
the reciprocal trade Canada papir.
