Fiit, on Tuesday, caoje the news cf luh

of Lee's cavalry u,von the railroad between here
and the Rappahannock. Thi, however, was
mp;oed to le a mere raid by a smill force
of guerrillas, more aniiou for plunder than
to effect a ferious result; hence mere-

ly at the daring impudence of the
rebels, and allowed the matter to have no undue
we:ght.

The next day a force cf Federals went up to
repair the track and drive oif the small b ind of
marauders, and people awaited confidently the
Bucce.nS of the enterprise. About the time we
expected to hear th.it the road was open, the in-

form Uion came that our troops, in attempting to
drive the enemy oil", had met with heavy losses
and indifferent success; opening our eyes to the
fact that the "raid" wa not a mere aqua 1 of
reckless plunderers, but the veterans of Jackson
in force.

Ascertaining this, McDowell and Sigel were
pent in behind the enemy to cut olT his only
means of exit, which was through the Bull
Run Mountains, by Thoroughfare Ciap. All day
Friday, from daylight till d irk, the battle raged
with terrific fury, with a general advantage on
the part of our forces, but not to an extent that
forced the capitulation of the enemy or drive
him from the field. Eight thousand of our gal-

lant fellows were placed, Aor de combat, and it
is a fair presumption that the enemy's loss was
at least no less.

Siturday morning, II eintzelman's corpt d'armre
moved upon the enemy from Centreville; Fitz
John Porter and other columns also went into
action, and nil that day the battle raged with a
fury unequalled. During the day, Longstreet,
with immense reserves, swept down from White
Plains through Thoroughfare upon Si:el and
McDjwell, who separated him from Jackson,
and, by the mere weight of numbers, rolled them
away from before him, and, ere night, the two
tt-be-l armies had c I as pel hands upon the banks of
classic I!ull Run.

At this point our information becomes misty
and undecided. That Siel lost lour batterias;
that McDowell lost heavily in cannon and prison-ers- ;

and that the Ius of both in killed and
wounded was immense, is about all that we know
to a certainty.

At the niht of Saturday the curtain fell upon
the bloody tragedy and hhut out its Heenes fruin
the anxious eyes at Washington that were strain-
ing to get a glimpse of what it had hidden.
During the night a heavy rain tet in, and, when
Sunday morning came, it seemed ns it nature.
draped in deepest mourning, was weeping over
the bloody eveuts of the past two days.

Yesterday was an exciting, feverish day. In
spite of clouds and rain, people thronged the
streets all day to learn something of matters
from the belligerents. Through the streets am-
bulances were tearing hither and thither at a gal
lop, and regiment after regiment, in grim silence
and in quick time, went through the avenue to-

wards the scene of conflicts. Mud stained order
lies tore through, every instant, at a fierce gallop;
long trains ot feupplv wagons, with a noise like
mutlled thunder, tiled iricess.-tntl- along in the
direction of Long Bridge, evidently bound lor the
field of battle.

Toward noon long lines of ambulances bean
to make their appearance, passing carefully along
filled with the bruised and shattered victims of
the fight, hacks began to come in, and, stopping
before Home hotel, revealed as their contents
pallid, blood stained otlicers, whom kindly hands
bore tenderly to their rooms; a weary mud stained
soldier occasionally made his appearance on the
street, and was instantly surrounded bv crowds,
who heard his story that "all of his regiment were
cut to pieces save him," and forgot his cowardice
in listening to his details of the conflict; well
founded rumors tint rur forces had fallen back
on Centervil'.e, lering many of our gallant
wounded in the possession of the enemv, began
to be current; and when, iu addition to all these
circumstances, there came up in the afternoon,
the roar of artillery in the direction of Center-ville- ,

the excitement reached a bight painful in
Us gloom and intensity.

1 went to the telegraph office, and there fouud
a crowd of reporters exchanging their experiences
in suppressed voices and with anxious faces, the
enemy massed before us in turce, knowing that
now is their last opportunity ; our own columus
scattered, with no more reinforcements available,
and worn down with two day's fighting, this was
about all the comfort to be obtained here; and,
finding that the authorities would allow nothing
to be telegraphed, I went home, half convinced
that the mot row would witness our complete an
nihilation.

Thus passed Sunday a gloomier day than I
hope ever to see again.

To day nothing has beeu heard from the field.
Our late.-- t intelligence assures us that, having
fallen back, our army is resting its center upon
Centerrille, and awaiting the approach of the
enemy. Speculation as to results is Useless we.
can only bote f r the bet. Our armv has been
heivily reinlorcitl since Siturday, but to a great
extent with h. experienced troops.

Taicti,

The newly appointed Tax Collectors and As-

sessurs for this city will meet during the present
week, and confer relative to the regulation of de-

tails for the uniform .nd harmonious discharge of
their duties. The tax law is voluminous, and
was intended to leave very little unsaid, but
there are some joints which it does not touch
upon. These are left to the discretion and ex-

perience of the official. One point which will
undoubtedly be agreed upon by all concerned,
will be the establishment of an ollice in the cen-

tral portion of each district, to be occupied jointly
by the Collector and Assessor, and their respect-
ive staffs'.' To bring the two departments of the
business thus together, ullhough not required by
the law, would be a decided convenience to the
public.

With regard to the appointment of deputies, it
is plainly the jolicy of both the Collectors and
Assessors to take none but skillful, practical ac-

countants, men ol temperate habits, sterling
honesty and pleasant address. The temptations
for making false assessments will be great; and
it will be impossible, in many cases to detect the
fraud. An unscrupulous Assessor, acting in col-

lusion with unscrupulous property owners, could
keep millions of dollars worth of taxable articles
otf the books, and nobody else would be the
w iser. There is a small fine fur the

of the duties enjoined upon Assessors; but
no special punishment, either by fine or imprison-
ment, for malfeisance in oface. The law docs
not even require bonds of Assessors or their as-

sistants. Everything is left to their honor; while all
sorts of penalties are judiciously contrived to
force assessed parties to tell the truth, the whole
truth and nothing but the truth. It is, therefore,
important that none but men of immaculate,
proved integrity, should be placed in these re
sponible positions. Collectors ure authorized to
require bouds, it they choose, from their depu-
ties; ami both Col lector? and deputies may be
punished for extortion or wilful oppression, by a
fiue nut exceeding tw ice the amount of damages
accruing to the party injured, ou the suit of that i

puty. and dismissed from ollice. It is under-- J

stood that the Collector's bonds have been fixed j

at $300,000 subject to increase at the direction ;

of the Secretary of the Treasury. Five .approved j

sureties are reuuiicd.
The compensation to collectors is quite liberal.

Then
again they remind me of geese following you in
the road not dangerous, but exasperating.

"But the most singular thing, and one which I
do not remember to have heard mentioned here-
tofore, is the effect of these balls upon the atmos-
phere through which they may pass. The pass-
age of one immediately accross your face is fol-

lowed by a niomeutary sensation of deathly sick-

ness. The air seems thick, stifling and putrid,
like that of a newly opened vault, accompanied
bv an odor of certain kinds of fungi found in the
woods, and never willingly disturbed by either
manor beast. I should like to know if any one
else ha i felt this, or if it is a peculiar fancy of my
own.

"The rebels were provided with percussion
shells, fashioned like those used in our rille can-

non. It is supposed they were intended for ex-

ploding cassions."
Mischief has arisen from the habitual dispar

agement of the rebels as regards their euip
mentof arms. There is no doubt but they are
amply supplied, as represented in the above ex-

tract.
A gentleman from Cairo, Illinois, extensively

employed in running steamboats, and whose op-
portunities for information are very good, says
the chief source of supply has been through Mex-
ico; that enormous quantities of ammunition have
come by that channel, and that one reason for
the desperate defense of Yicksburg was to pre-

vent these resources being cut oft". The delusion
so long cherished that the rebels were without
arms, was strengthened by the fact that in every
defeat of the Cnfederate forces msny arms were
thrown away, which proved on examination to be
shot guns, Hint-lock- or otherwise inferior. This
is explained by the supposition that the lleeiug
soldiers availed themselves of an opportunity to
exchange bad arms for better ones, as the Gov
eminent became better supplied. Certain it is
that as a general rule the rebels are well armed
often with revolving rules. 1 he r rench block
ade of the Mexican ports probably interferes
with the arrangement which has worked so well
heretofore.
