By the 14th chapter, 14th verse, it appears
that Abraham had three hundred and eigliteen
“trained servants, born in his house,” and how
many “bought with his money™ is not stated.

Now. if buving men with money, and hold-
ing them in slavery be a sin, Abraham was
im his age ouc of the greatest sinoers; vel
Godd, instead of rebuking him and requinng
him to put away his sin, not only prospersd
him, but, on account of his special faith and
holiness, selected him to be the tather of his
chosen pmph'. and an cxamph- for all gener-
atuons.  Could this have happened if <lavery
bad been a sin in the sight of God ?

It does not appear that the Hebrews held
any slaves when they fled out of Egvpt, or
that they acquired any while wandering in
the wilderness. Flying {rom slavery them-
selves, they were a new nation without con-
stitution or laws, and all their institutions

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The leading objects of this chapter are to!
establish and regulste the Sabbatical Year
and the Jubilee.

The first seven verses vide that every
seventh year shall be “a Sabbath of rest unto
the land.” “Thou shalt not sow thy field nor
pruné thy vinevard.”

The sixth verse declares that “the sabbath '
of the land shall be meat for vou: for thee
and for thy servant; and for thy maid, and for
thy hired servant, and for the stranger that so-
journeth with thee.” '

Frow the eighth verse,inclusive, tg the end
of the chapter, the main subject is the jubilee,
recurring once in fifty years, and its bearings
on the various interests of the Hebrew Com-
monwealth, The 10th verse is in the follow-
ing words, viz: * And ye shall hallow the
fittieth year, and proclaim liberty throughout
all the land unto all the inhabitants thereof:
it shall be a jubilee unto you; and ye shall re-
turn every man unto his possession, and ye
shall return every man unto his family.”

This pagsage so oflen quolw] as evilence
that slavery ceased amoung the Hebrews every
fifty years, whercas, taking the whole chapter
together, it proves exactly the reverse. In
the first place, the bond servant, not a le-
brew, never had a possession to which he could
return. In the next place, the jubilee was an
institution for the benefit of the Hebrew only,
from which the bond servants of forcign blood
are expressly excluded. The 39¢s and 43d
verses, inclusive, read as follows:

“And it thy brother that dwelleth by thee
be waxen poor, and be sold unto thee, thou
shalt compel him to serve as<a bond servant.
But as a Linwl servant, and as a sojourner, he
shall be with thee, and shall serve thee until
the yemr ol l'm-‘illlr‘ift'-'

“And then he shall lIl"I:IT'I from thee, both
he and s children with him, and shall return
unto his own family, and unto the possession
of bis fathers shall he return.

“For they are my servants which T brought
forth out of the land of Egypt: they shall not
be =old as bondmen,

“Thou shalt not rule over him with vigor;
but shall fear lll_\ Croed”

Then comes the 44th, 45th and 46th verses,
in the following words, viz:

“Both the bondmen and bondmaids, which
thou shalt have, shall be of the brethren that
are round about you; uf lllvl.n b!lﬂ“ ye Iau‘\'
bondmen and bondmaids.

“Moreover, of the children of the strangers
that do sojourn among vou, of them shall ve
buy, and of their familics that are with you,
which they begat in vour land, and they shall
be your posscssion. ‘

“And ye shall take them as an inheritance
for }‘nlll‘nhlldl‘vln alter you, to inherit them
for a possession; they shall be your bondmen
forever: but over your brethren, the ehildren
of Isracl, ve shall not rale one over another
with vigor.™

Is it possible for language more clearly to
declare, that, while the Hebrew servant was
to be set free in the yearof jubilee, the bond-
men and bondmaids of foreign blood might be
be held as “bondmen forever?”

If' there were any room for donbt on this
subject, it would be solved by the 4th verse
of the 21st chapter of Exodus, in which it is
]lﬁl\ili'"l that if the master of the Hebrew
servant “have given him a wife and she bave
bore him =ons or daughters, the wife and her
children shall be her master’s, and he shall go
out by himself” But if the husband and |
father prefer remaining in servitude with the |
wife and children, it is provided (verse 6) that '
“his master shall bring him to the door or|
unto the door-post, and his master shall bore
his car through with an awl; and ke shall sorve
him forever,” :

It hence a pears that when a master had
given his Hebrew servant a wife, the wife and |
children were not to be free with the hushband |
and father, who might, if he choose, remain a
servant with them, nol to the year of jubilee |
nnlj . but “forever.”

A |1r;u-lf»-.ll illustration of the meaning of
these provisions is found in the 34th chapter
of Jeremial, It seems that the Jews had (al
len into the practice of disregarding the law |
amd holding their Hebrew brethren in bon-
dag: more than six vears.  On being required
to comply with the law they had done so, and
sot their Hebrew servants free.  Afterward,
however, they resumed control over them and |
again reduced them to sla\'rr.\. For this vio~ |
laton of the law the prophet denounced |
against them the most terrible judgments,
The erime, however, did not consist in holding
a Hebrew in bondage six years or the stranger
forever: but hnllliug the Hebrew more than
six vears, The class of servants to which the
erime was confined, is explicitly stated, in the
Oth verse, to-wit: “That every man should let |
his man-servant, being an Hebrew or an He-
brewess, go tree; that none should serve him-
sclt’ of them, to-wit, of a Jew his brother.”

In Abraham’s time, the power of the matter
over the slave appears to have been absolute;
nor was it very malerially modified by the
laws of Moses,
