At the common law there nre
various writs, eniled writs of habens corpus.  But
the particular one hefe spoken of is that great
aud celebrated wiit, used in all cases of illegn!
coufinement, known by the name of the writ of
habeus corpas ad Juﬁy:ﬂrudum that you bave the
bady to subanit,) dirested to the person detaining
avother, and demandiug him o produce the body
ot the prisvner, with the day and eause ol lus cap

tlon and detention, ad faciendum, subjiciendum,
el recipiendum, to do, subit to and receive what-
sosver Whe Julge or cowrt, awarding such writ,
shall consider 1 that behall. 1t s, therelore,
justly esteemed the great bulwurk of personal
liberty; since it is the spproprinte remedy to as

certain whether any person s rightiully in con

tinement or not, and the cnuseol his conlinement,
apd i po suffictent ground ol detention appears,
the party is entitled to Lis immediate Jischarge.
This writ s most benelicially coustrued; and s
applied to every case of illegal restraint, whatever
it may be; for ever. restruint upon a man's liber-
ty s, inthe eve of the law, sn imprisonment,
wherever may be the place, or whatever may be
the mauner, in which the restraint 1« eflectea.

Mr. Justice Blickstone has remarked with
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great toree, that ““to bereéave & man of life, or by |

vivlence w conliscate his estute without accuss

]

tioa or trial, would be 30 gros and notorious an |

act of despotism as must «t ouce convey the
alira®Or tyraany throughout the who'e kingdom.
But confinement of the person by secredls hurry
ing bim w jail, where his sufferings are unknown
or forgotten, is u less public, n less striking, and
therelore a more dangerous engine ol arbiteary
force” While the justice of the remark must
be felt by all, let it be remembered that the right
to pass bills of attainder in the British parliament
sull enables that body 10 exercise the summary
and awiul power of tuking a man's life, and con
fiscating his estate, withvut accusation or tral,
The learned commentator, however, has slid over
this subject with surprising delicacy.

In England this is a high precogative writ,

issuing out of the Court of King's Bench, not |

oaly
into all parts of the king's dominious; for it s
said, thas the king is entitied, at ull umes, 1o have
an account, why the liberty ol any of his subjects
is resteained. 3t is graotable, however, ns a matter
of 1ight, ex merite Justifiee, upon the spplication
ol the subject
ol it was otten eluded prior to thereizn of Charles
the Second; and especinlly during the reign ol
Charler the First.  These pitiful evasions gpave
rise to the fumous Habeus Corpus Act of 31 Car
2, ¢ 2, which has bewn frequentiy considered ns
another magna charta in that kingdom; aud bas
reduced the gevers! method of proceedings on
these writs to the true standard of law and lib
erty. Thut stutule has been, i substance, incor
porated into the juri»pl’mll'lu'e of every Stule in
the Union: and the right to it has been secured
in most, if not 1o all, of the State Cunstitniions,
by a provision similar to that existing i the Con
stitution of the United Ssates. It 15 not without
reason, therefore, that the common law was
deeme] Ly our sncestors a part of the Inw ol the
landd, brought with them upon their emigration,
so far, as it wad saited to thele cireumstances;
since it affonds the mmpiest protection lor their
rights and personal hiberty. Congress have vested
in the Cuvuarts of the Upited States all authority
to i-sue this grest wnit, in cases falling properly
within the jurisdicuion of the Nutivnal Govern
ment,

It is obvious, that eases of a peculiar emer
gency may artse, which may jostify, nay, evenre-
quire, the lemporary suspension ol any rnght to
