Every horse in the battery
was killed and there weie onlv eight men left
uuwounded and til tor duty. Every officer waS
wounded and one Lieutenant killed. It was sup--

or"ed by the bth Iowa, who fought like timers
their first battle, too they met the rebels every
time they clurgel, and fought them at clo.-- e

qu li ters.
1'he desperation of the enemy w:is nstnnishing.

Several of tiiem emleavored to tear our colors
from the hand of the tuen by main strength and
either perished in the attempt or were Liken pi is
oners.

On one spot next morning I counted seventeen
tebel lying de id around one of their Colonel.
Sixteen f?ei mju ire would cover the whole space
where they died with their commander. Between
two caissons uf the 11th Ohio battery lay sixteen
dead horses, and the battery lost ninety three in
the fiht. In one place lay n rebel and a Union
soldier, the Unionist shot through the breast, nnd
in falling he had plunged hi bayonet into the
breast of the man who shot him, and they (ell
together, the rebel clutching our hoy by the
throat. They lay in this position on the field
next monrng, and it was with difficulty they
weie separated. Wounded and dead lay in all
directions during the whole of the day succeed-
ing the battle, it being impossible to remove them
sooner. Price left hi dead and woun led ou the
field, paying noattentio whatever to them.
