We copy the following from the Fort Wayne
Times (opposition ) :

A day or twg since we were informed that Dr.

At the close of the
meeting a recruiting officer present made an
effort to obtain volunteers, but failed to obtan

Horton commenced addressing
erowd in attendance, and said among other

things, that the people although eutively loyal
and in favor of & vigorous prosecution of the
war, were reluctant to volunteer since the Presi-
dent’s emancipation proclamation.

He has sus
pended the writ of habeas corpus in regand to all
persons who have been or may be imprisoned
by military authority, and thus destroyed the
right essential to the liberty of the citizen, aright |
