Wood,
proceeded to the river bank, wheie, with infantry
supports, an attempt wa made to tlirow three
bridges across the river. A dull haze so obscured
ihn movement that for a time it was not discov
ered by the rebel pickets. The ontooiuis had
succeeded in partially constructing the bridges,
when Ihe rebels suddenly opened a brisk and
deadly fireof musketry from along the banks of
the liver and IromlTie win-low- s ot ho'tses, com
pelling a costtion of the work. Our men, retir-
ing to the cover of tlie surrounding hills, again
formed; and, about four o'clock, thoroughly
moused, and with reinforcements of sharp
shooters, swarmed on the opposite river bank.
Nothing daunted by the hot lire which they
loured in at the i eapearance ol our troops, the

pontooners went gill antly t work, but iu a rain
Mot mot bullets, which kiivel ;e.i them Pi inks
und boats were needed by everybody. Our troops
were once more compelled to withdraw, and fell
bat k to the cover ofthe lidre of hills runni g
parallel with the river.

Washington, Dec. 12. Otlicial information
just communicated warrants the assertion that
the French Government has no idea of prosecu-
ting any further their propositions for an armis-
tice or mediation.

No propositions of any kind, in any form,
from any insurrectionary quarter hre been re
ceived by the Piesident or any of his Cabinet.

No discrimination iu regard to the press was
made at the State Department in regard lo the
foreign correspondence. A remedy will doubt-
less be applied to prevent further com daints.

The Nary Department has received a letter
from Lieutenant English, dated coast of Florida,
stating that the boata belonging to his vessel bad
captuied, in Marion river, the English schooner
Agnes aad Ellen, and seut her to Key West for
adjudication.

Much has recently bten said about the inven-
tion of First Assistant Engineer Whituker'lor
firitur guns under water. A dozen person have
brought similar plans to the attention of the
Navy Department. It is no invention or secret,
having been successfully applied by Fulton, and
no practical iiuirtahce seems to be attached to
the subject.

The Navy Department has received dispatches
from Rear Admiral Farragut, enclosing a report
from Lieutenant Commanding McKean Bu-

chanan, of the Ut-'tt-- States gunboat Calhoun,
dated off Bmzos City, Nov. 30, stating that on
an expedition, Mat ted from the Calhoun on the
2bib ult., up the lc!l river, ami returned on the
morning of the ÜT'th with a launch mounting a
PJ pounder Dahlgten howitzer and two prisoners
The remainder ot her crew escaped. Site bad on
board b0 tents and a lew worthless shot guns.

Commander Buchanan states that he learned
the rebel sleimer Victoria was set fire to mi l

blown up oft' Lost Island aliout two weeks before
ihe date of the report. It appears she broke her
piston rod and sent a boat up for assistance, w hen
hearing that our foices were in fssession of the
place, they went back, set tire to and deserted
her. Captain Buchanan learned from a rebel
ofiiccr, who came up with a flag of truce, that
her crew had arrived in Frank linoka, and that
the steamer was loaded with arras, ammunition,
clothing, A:e.

Acting Masler Frederick Crocke, commanding
liieUniU'd Slates er Kensington, iu Pcnsi
cola Bay. rejtirts lo the Navy Department on tlie
25th of November, that, on ihe 12th ultimo, the
Br;ti-- h Maria, from Balize, Honduras,
and, on the 1 1th. the rebel schoonerOai ue, from
1 1 iv; n i , were taken in the attempt to run the
block-id- at Sabine Pass, and sent to Key West
for adjudication.

Commander Caldwell, uf the iron clad gunboat
Essex, reports lo the Navy Department at New
Orleans, under date of the 3d, that he seized, at
the dciot of the Baton Rouge & Opelousas rail
road, f.G barrels of molasses and delivered them
on board the steamship Fear, agreeably to order
ot Bear Admiral Farragut. He states that the
molasses ore the product of the enemy's country,
und were transportel to Baton Rouge for ship
metit up the river by a steamer which was ex-

pected the day niter his ni rival.

After occupying the river in front of the city
I .st nig lit, we lost about 100 men in killed and
wounded while driving the rebels through the
city. They liiedoii our men s they advances!
through the streets, while secreted in and behind
house. Not much mercy was shown to those
who were caught.

This morning a dense fog hid everything from
view, but now it is pincticalty cleared uway.

The troops commenced moving nt an early
hour, Maj. Gen. Sumn?r's grand division leading
tlie w.tv over in front of the citv, to be followed
bv M 'j. Gen. Hooker's grand division. General
Franklin's grand division, which emsse nenrly
three miles below the city, is nearly over.

At a qu itter as 9 the fiist gun was fired. The
engagement 1 isted nlout h ilf an hour, the rebels
pot making a very spirited reply. It is thought
the troops will all be over at noon.

Information reeeived during Jie night and this
morning from deserters at.d prisoners shows that
the rebels have two strong lines of batteries in
the rear of the city, the first one being one mile
back, and the Mvtwid a mil from the tirst.

The whole army is in rapid motion. Themen
ore in excellent spirits and anxious to be led on
the enemy's woik. The enemy h.u concen-
trated hi? t'otces n i id it is believed will give hat-ti- e.

Tin o'cl' ck. V. M Thi' morning tlie fog
bejiitn to cieir .uv:n, but before 11 o'clock the
air was auaiii thi'-k- , which continued until ii
o'clock, when it entirely disappeared. At quar
ter pist two the rebel opened wilh all their guns
po-te- d on the first ridte of hills. Their main
fire was directed upon the city, w.ioh was filled
with our troops. I hose gut. which were posted
on the left ot the ridge were opened on the large
body of troops whic'i crossed on the lou er bridges
und h oi formed in line of battle and were moving
obliquely down the river.

Although several of iheir shells exploded over
our troops, none were injured. Gen. Bayard'a
cavalry, which crossed on the lower bridge, had
live men killed while endeavoring to ascertain
the enemy's position. The troops which crossed
below are sleeping on their arms to night the
advance being within thte quarters of a mile of
the Massapaiua Creek, their left testing on the
Rapahanoek. The army occupies the opposite
side of the creek in force. The guns posted on
the bank this side of the river silenced the ene-
my 's after an artillery dwell of half an hour.
This ended the Bring for the day.

The only damage done by the rebel shells
throw n into the city was to add so much to its
destruction. Twentj-fiveo- f our men were killed
1 ist tiiiiht on tho streets while driving the rebels
out. Nearly every bouse in the city has been
damaged more or less by the firing of the pa-- -t

few days. Several splendid lestdencesi htcve been
completely ridoled. as also nil the churches. The
fire seemed to be directed on the most prominent
of the editices. Several eases of wanton destruc
tion ol propei ty o.--t uried by our troops, where
they enteret! houses which couM lute betn of no
u.--e to the enemy. In many houses the furniture
all temiined.

Some of our troops mistook the British flag
for a seeesh fi an'i tore it from the rekience
of the British Consul. This morning the owner
cime over to recover it, and it was d to
hici.

The main body of the army is now over the
river, the balance being in a position to cross at
any time. There is no indication of the etcmy
evacuating. If they remain a btttle mu.t im-

mediately ensue.
