EciToa SestiXIl: It may perhaps) be interest
inp to your reiders to follow the tnirch of (Jen
eral MeCook' corpa through the mountains.
With that consideration I submit you the fol-
low inj:

It ia of the 21 brigade of Johnton'a (21) divis-
ion that I would speak more particularly. We
left the little county town of Bellefonte, AU ,
(from which pUce I last addretned you.) ou the
30th of Augut After a march of thirteen mile
under a scorching sun, we reached the banks of I

the Tennessee river, thre mde south of S'even
s'n, where a pontoon bridge had Hen thrown
acios redv for our passage The river at thi j

point i about thre hundred yrd wide, with
high snd s.iii.J bu k upon each side. The rebel

tions consisted in a veneral curtail of all kinds of
baggage, by which operation the officers were
deprited of some trifling luxuries. Dut three
whoops were allowed to each regiment Eighty
pound of baggage (iiiclud'nsr me. chest, pro
fiion, clothing nnd bedding.) wis allowel to
ollicer The men were compelle I to throw awsy
all the clothing thev could not carry with ten
days' rations. One tent to a regiment, and five
hundred pound were allowel for hospital store.
Under thi new regulation we commenced the
scout of the mountain. It wa nece.ajary to
double he team here, a in cro.3ng the other
moui.tait.t, which occupied the greater part of tbe
day, betöre the bik'ade reiched the summit.
Abut halfway up the distance heingaboutorie
and a hilf miles a fine little rivu'e' of excellent
cool w..ter run across the ro id the most retresh-in- j

luxury, by the way, in this buisnes, i gooll
water; and when met with opportune! it is
doubly valuable.

The few citizens encountered here were much
aurpri-e- l at the appe trance of the Yankee in
such a de olate region, and they will doubtle-- s

be much more surprised when thev discover tint
many of their hidden delicacies were carried ofl
Some of our boys hid beii plundering a hone
on the mountain aide, and when the provost tu ird
m t le a descent u;on them, they made their e
cape in the woods and took -- hel'er from the pur
suinz gtiard in it cave, where they found a cask
of brandy, preserve, peache. apple and a va
ri"ty of choice dell: trie, of h ch fe'e t ib'e ntti
de, in auch a wild place, the partook aumptu
ouly.

A party of aome twenty or thirty rebel cavalry
hung upon our liont and flmk whilst we were
cro-in- g the mount tin, tmt they kept at a very
respectful d stance, allowing themselves to lie
roportid by the citizens rather than to incur ihe
risk of reporting in person.
