K|inee the date of our last weekly review, the
dewand for money has increased somewhat, and
with a decresse rather than an iucrewse of the
volume ol cuarreney, marker is somewhat
closer, and rates of interest femer than on last
Tuesday. The dealts of depositurs have been
heavy, and there not being a corresponding in
crease in receipts, balinces are lower than they
were a week ago. In rezard to the supply of
money, therelore, the situation 1= such that any
gre:t increase in the demand fur loans would be
attended by a degree of closeness, not so great
perhaps as that which characterized the market
three weeks since, but sufficient to embarrass
borrowers. With reference to the future, how-
ever, it may be eaid that the prospects point to a
larger supply of currency. The Secretary of
the Treasury is now paving out freely to credit-
ors, aud =elling ¢ ;::11-‘.:|‘ the interest In“;llin:.:
legal tender notes It is assumed by the Treasury
Department that these securities will noc increase
the volume ol currency, since they will be held
as investments rather than eirculated as money
To some extent, this result will be reslized; Lut
in an importaut degree the theory will prove fal-
lacious. DBanks and bankers, for ex.mple, will
put their reserves mainly into the<e notes, and
thos over $100,000 000 of greenbacks, previously
held, necessarily, will be set afloat. The same
rule will be adopted by the people, who are in
the habit ol hoarding money. Thus, it is safe
to conclude that ﬁfl_\' per cent of the new jasyes
will eause an actual addition 10 to the currency.
The first effect of this will be to ease up the
money market; the next will be to inflate prices
and theu currency will be practically as searce as
it is now; for one of the teatures of an irredeem—
able currency is, the more of it is issued, the
more is required  Mr. Chase’s object, we sup
pose, is to ease up the money market by these
issues, and then to open the 10 40 joan, which
under these circumstances he hopes to ve able to
place at five per cent interest.  Inthe meantime,
however, prices of all commodities advance, and
without takieg iuto cousideration the evil conse-
quences of thus inflating and unsettling the
markets, the increazed cost to the Government of
the commaodities it is so largely consuming, will
neutralize the ndvantages to bhe gained by the
lower rite of interest on the permanent debt.

It must be apparent to every experienced
financier that the interests of the country just
now require. not an increase, but a contraction
ot the currency, and every dollar added now, di-
rectly or indirectly, 10 our paper issues, drifts us
farther away from a specie standard, and renders
more difticalt a retura o that basis.  Itis very
pleasaut, we are aware. to glide along on the
smooth surface ol an easy money market, and to
accamulate large profits by what is popularly
supposed to be an advance in prices, bat it should
be borue in mind that we must come back to the
point from which we are steering; and while our
outwnrd pissayge 12 ealm and pie:want, the inward
trip must ba through rough and stormy weather,
that will geprive us of that pieasure now experi-
enced, and render our passage very dangerous be-
gides.
