Red RNiver Expedition -
Great Battles

The Two

Bpecial Correspondence of the 8t Louis Kepablican,
Graxp Ecorx, April 13,

The grand expedition up Ked river, which
promised such beneficial results, hasx met with an
unexpected nnd disastrous check

On the 6th of April, the Union army, under
command of Majior General Franklin, moved
from Nachitoches (pronounced Nackitosh,
wand Shrevepor:.  Nachitoches s four miles
frurn Hﬁl Fiver, the pearest pu'r.' aon the rniver
being Girand Ecore, the place trom which this
letter is dated. The road from Nachitoches 13
throough a dense forest of pine wonds, the sur-
face ol the country being broken and hilly.
There are but few plantations opened, and noth
ing upon which to subsist nn army On Thura
Gay night, the Tth the army camped near Pleas-
ant Hill, « small town in the pine woods, about
thirty milea northeast of Nachitoches, on the
road to Shreveport. The wagon road lewves the
river to the right some 15 or 20 miles, rendering
the co operation of the gunboats impossible,
Before encamping ant Pleasant Hill. there was a
gharp cavalre skirmish, about two miles bevond
that nlace, resulting in no important advantage
to either side.

The cavalry encamped about seven miles in
sdvance of the main army Nest morning
{Friday, the 8th,) the army started toward Mans
tield, u distance of 17 mules from Pleasant Hill
About noon, while the enemy was in the line of
march, arrived at the front, st a smll bavou,
where a bridge was being built.
