The resolutions or platform sdopted by the
Obio Republican Couvention peither favored or
opposed negro suffrage in the reconstracted
States. The Convention gave this issue a wide
Serth, but in gevers! terms endorsed the Admin-
istration of Presideat Jouxsox. Oa account of
the immense patrooage at bis disposal, the Ubio
Republicas Convestion maintained a pruodent
silence in regard 10 all questions upon which the
Prosident had indicated opisions which were not
in Barmony with those entertained by the leaders
oi that politieal organizstioo, but they were care
ful 10 nominate candidatos who were ulira Repub
lican in their partisan seatiments. The powtion
of President Jouwsox, as we understand it
is, that the question of negro suffrage in the
South must be derermined by the people of the
Southern States themselives; that they have the
same right to determioe the qualifications of vo
ters withia their limits that the people of the
Northern States have exercised and still cun-
tinue to exercise.  He holds, that if the people
of any State confer the elective franchise upon
pegross that it their right and privilege so to
do, bat, at the same time, if they s0 slect, they
Bave the right to forbid them the ballot; in
other words, each State has the right to deter-
mioe the qualifications of voters for themselves
The laiter is the Demoeratic doctrine, to which
the President laclines, if we may aocept his pub-
lic declarations as evidence of his sentiments
upon the question

It is evident, bowever, that 1o secure the Ex-
ecutive patronage, and to perpetaate the rule of
the Republican party, s strong effurt will be
made to avoid an fssus with sny of the peculiar
sentiments of the President not in harmony with
Rapublican ideas The action of the Ohio Re
publican Couvention confirms this view of Re
publican tactica. The object of the Republican
leaders is to maintain their party organization
aad perpetuste their party rule,i possible, without
breaking - with the Fresident. A letter [rom
Joux W. Founxy, who is kuown to be a sorewd
pariisan mansger, mwusl ihe
schemes and purposes of the Republican leaders,
and for that reason we give it in full. He writes
from Washiogton to his paper, the Philadelphia
Press, sa follows

of their late masters to restore the horrors of an
accursed system. It is cheering to notice that,
however a very few may object to the practica
bility or sufficiency of his suggestions on the
reorganization of the seceded Siates, the over.
whelmiog msjority of the Union masses are with
Presideut Johoson Eveu those who ins'st thas
the ballot shall be placed in the bands of the col-
ored mamses, are content to give his recommend
stions a fair trial.

Mr. Jay Cooke, of Philadeiphia, bas employed
some literary Bobemian o0 write, aod has induced |
the Tribune Bobemiau# to pubiish, s lopg artele |
endeavoriog 0 prove that the pational debt ia a

'oational blessing. To Mr. Cooke the debt may
be & blessing, since it gives him a good income
| from per centages on e sale of United States |
boads, and it is quite natural, therelore, that he

| should object to baving it paid off oy subscrip
tion. The Bokemisp who wrote the artiele |
may also be in favor of debts, both personal and
patiousl, aud, doubtiess, if Lis tailor, landlady or
washerwoman could be coosulted, we should dis |
cover that, like sli otber Bobemisns, he had |
made a practical application of bis peculiar finun
sial views. Dut pevple who pay they debis, and |
who are heavily taxed to pay ibe large nnoual |
intergst upon the national dedt, take guite a dif- |
ferent view of the subject, and would be very |
wuch pleased —Mr Jay Cooke 10 the contrary |
notwithstanding—to have the wast debt of the
country removed at once.

Mr Javy Cooke and bis Dobemiatn assure ue |
that '*it was not the industry, persistency and |
frugality of ihe British peuple—it was not their
coals nor their iron stove—thal gave them su
premacy on the ocewn aud in the money markets
and trading exchanges of both hemispheres,” but
it wag their immense uationa! debt.
