THE RAILBWOAD MEETING

The railroad meeting beld yesterday, couvened
#0 organize & company to construct an air live
road from this city to Chicago, was largely at-
tended by substantial men from the counties of
Marion, Boope, Clinton, aud Jasper.
The delegates present were sanguine of the sue-
cem of the undertakiug. The arguments urged
in favor of the proposed line were, that it was
the shortest between Chicago and Cineinnati by
thirty-two miles, which would always give it an
advantage over any other, and that it would
pass through & rich aud fertile country, uow
without railvoad facilities, the local trade of
which would not only sustain, but make it a pay-
ing investment, The company wus organized
under the laws of the State, and committees ap-
pointed Lo at once obtain stock and reloases for
right of way along the route.

Assurances were given by gentlemen present
that il stock enough was taken o grade and tie
the road from Indiapapolis te Delplia, there
would be no difficulty whatever in placing the
eatire line in running order io & sbort time. The
distance from bere to Delphin is about sixty
miles, and the cost of grading and tieing this
portion of the line cannot exceed $200 000 Cer-
tainly this amount can be raised ou the line for
80 important & road to the city snd the country
through which it passes, without anv difliculty.
The enterprise is inaugurated under the most

zens to reconcile themselves 1o the new order of
things, ordaived in the providence of God; to
concentrate what is left of strength, resource and
energy, to meke new capital out of the wreck,
for the commencement of a new career."

Simme bas a number of “‘urdent” [riends in
this city who will be delighted to learn that he
bas weathered the rebellion and retains his gift
of advisory eloquence. Nowme six or seven years
| ag0 Simms was eogaged to lecture before the
Young Men's Association of Buffalo, and the
Atheneum here, on **South Carolina in the Hey-
olution.” He appeared at Buffulo, delivered hia
leoture, aud was hissed and hooted by the un
manuerly Buflalonians, and pitched into without
gloves by the unmerciful Buffalo papers.
