According to one historian, she was boru of an
Eoglish mother, Mrs. Capet, in the eabinof »
French frigate, waich, in the year of our Lord
1769, was carrying troops to the West Indies
from La Brest. The mother died as the child
drew the first breath of life. Somewhat embar

rassed by the tender charge the Captain con

aod devoted herselfl to the recuperation of htr”
Lusband's fortupe with such sigual success thai
when . (o 199% o1t the age of 64, Le returned 0
this country, bhe found bimeelf of
means &t onoe abundeut and satisflactory. They
lived Iy together until his death, whieh re-
sulted in bie yoar, from an sceidental fall
At this time Colonel Burr was ciog 4w
with great success in New York. His legal
position was (o the f(rout rask, triumph seoceeded
triumph, aud although old 0 years, he seemed
butin the prime of life. There was ik of
cholera i the city, and Madame Jumel, who
bad large imterests in real estate, determined
upon a carrisge tour intothe country. Desiring,
boweres, to lake lcrl Mvice on some matiers
before leaving, she determined to consult Colonel
Burs, whose pte eminence in real estale law was
universally concedad. It was & long timesince
she had seen bim. Years bad changed them both;
cceans and events had separated them, marriage
and ite consequences had turned the thoughts of
each in other directions; apd now,6 when the oue
wag anold man and the other a well advanced
woman, they were to meet.  He was perfect in
all the subiieties of social life; she was the ex
ponent, ne plus ultra, of fashionable life.  The

Many of Hia Britannic Majesty's officers
dwelt in Newport. Amoug them was a certain
Colonel P. Croix, whose personal sppearance is
reported to have been most taking—whose posi-
tion in society was excellent. The Colonel met |
Misa Capet when she was about seventeen years
of age, and fell in love with her pretty face and
plessant figure. She reciprecated the tender |
passion, which eventuated in an elopement, the |
indiscreet but entirely bappy pair proceeding to '
New York, where the lady lodged at a “‘band- |
some wooden structure,” but recently standing
where now rests the north wing of Stewart’s mar
Lle palace

Brought at ouce into contact with the best
people in the city, the lady became a cultured
woman of the world, fond of its plessures, versed
in its intrigues, interested in the cabals of politi-
cians, and espousiog with ardor one eside or the |
other of the cootinual military emeutes wilh
which the latter days of the eighteenth century
were so cursed in New York city. She was

t at the opening of the first session of
Cocgress at Philadelphia, in September, 1774,
and at the inauguration of Washington as Presi-
dent, she created a decided impression by her
besuty and general air of savior faire. She was
about twenty years of sge theu, and very ele

t in perscn and distinguished in bearing

me. Jumel frst met Aaron Burr when hLe
ranked as a Captain in the army, and was greatly
impressed with his power and expression. She
was even then intimate with Benedict Arnold,
whose wife she fancied her best friend, and with
Patrick Henry, in whose bresst of reserve she
started a dangerous fire of love and passion; but,
forgetful of those noted men, and of the scores
who bent willingly before her shrine, she wrote
thus of the mau who, in after years, wan des-
tined to be her lord, if not her master. She
BAYE:
“Captain Asron Burs, in the heyday of his
youth, a8 he now was, appeared to me the per-
fectiou of manhood personified. He wus beneath
the common size of men—only five feet and a |
balf high—but his figuore and form had bcenl
fashioned in the models of the graces. ["etite as |
he comparatively was, he had a martial appear l
asnce, and displayed io all bis movementa those |
sccomplishments which wre only acquired in the
camp” and embellished in the boudior of the
graces. In a word, be was o combined model
of Mars and Apollo. His eyer were of thcl
deepest black, and sparkled with an incompre. |
hensible brilliancy when he smiled, bat if en- |
raged their power was absolutely terrific. luoto
whatever femalo society he chanced, by the for
tunes of war or the vicissitudes of private life,
to be cast, he conquered all hearts without an
effort, and, until he became deeply involved in |
the affairs of State, and the vexations incideat
t0 the political arena, | do no. believe a female
capabis of the gentle emotions of love ever |
looked upen him without loviog himm. Wher
ever he went he was petted and caressed by our
sex, and hundreds vied with each other in a con
tinuwous struggie to offer him some teatimouisl |
of their adalation. Aud yet, with ull bis popu-
larity iu the polite circles, he never took advan-
tage of his position, and | do not believe that
any female ever had cause to complain of his|
seductive wiles, perfidy or injustice.”’

The casual meeting between the two ook
place at the rooms of Lady Sterling, and resulted |
in Miss Capet's uccepiance of an invitation to|
accogppany Captain Burr that eveniug to the|
theatre. On the way to the honse Burr asked
permission to stop for & friend, and so doing
be brought into the carriage and introduced to
Miss Capet as Lis friend the afterwards cele
brated Margaret Moucrief A desperate flirta
tion followed, but bevond that nothing of any
moment occurred between them, and he soon al
ter was called away, so that for years they did
uot meet.

Continuing her gay career, Miss Capet met
and kpew intimately the great leaders of the
revolutionary struggley Thomas Jellerson was
a frequent visitor at he? house, and a friendship
formed between them that ceased with his death, |
in 1826, Old Ben. Franklio called her his
“Fairy Queen,” and was on such intimate terms |
with her as permitted him to salute ber lips iv
the presence of friends Geveral Knox was
l'kewise & worshipper before her, and Lafayette
was greatly charmed.  That such a woman as
this should have gone through escapades and
adventures is but natural; that she should take
pleasure and pride in bringing men of lofiiest
:oliliont to her feetl ia quite understandable; that

er reputation should materially suffer by the
seandal of her rivals and the je« ous tattiings of
ber female frieads is what one wo.'d expect; but
that she should finally sccept t}e hand of, and
marry, & quiet, hard working, sdsenturous tea
der, ia & vagary difficult of explanation.

Madame and her party began their journey,

To him, |
accordingly, it was paid, and he had it sewed up
iu bis pecket—an enormous bulk—and brought
it to New York, and deposited it in his own bank
to his own account.
