GRAVES OF 5 UTrHERY PRISONN.

Much bas been said recenily of the rebel cre-
elties 1o the Federal prisoners of war, and L3e
borrors of Andersonville sre cited in proef
thereof Who are responsible for the tortures
that were sulfered ia the South by the soidiets
who went forth in the service of the couniry
with the sslemn sssurance thet they should bave |
the sympathy snd protection of the Government?
The sufferings of tbe men who were conficed in
the Southern prisons were well known 1o the
Administration, sod especially to Epwiv M
Brawrox, Secreiary of War, and it was jo his
power to relense them atany moment, but this
be steadily and doggedly refused As one
of the prisoners remarks, the people of
the loyal North are indetted to bim “for
the cold blooded and needless sacrifiec of
their fathers and brothers, their busbauds
sod sops.” It was in his power o bave
prevented these suffericge by
an exchange of prisouers, which the rebels were |
anzious to effect, st any time withiu two years |
previdus 1o the close of the war, but tLis men
Sraxrox objected on the ground, as there
is abundant evidence tp show, that “the
Governmert could pot  alford to  ex-
change able bodied men for * sheletons;”
Bence the “digger of unnamed graves™ permit-
ted these occupants to suffer all the terrible cruel-
ties which he is now so anxzious to prove, until
doath relieved. He finally consented to an ex-
eiange Of prisoners, but not wuntil thosands bad
been sacrificed by his cruel policy.  Every new
development of the sufferings of the Federal sol
diers io the 8 uthern prisons ouly adde to the in-
famy of the Secretary of War, for bis own de-
clarations are evidence that he was fully nivised
they were subject,
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consenting to

of the crueliies 1o which
Enowing all, he cooly and persistently refused
every appeal made o relieve the sufferers by an
exchange of prisovers, until public sentiment
finally forced bim to recede from his barbarous
position. The followiag commuaication from
Juwive H. Baowse, which we find in the New
York Tribane of last Fadsy, and who was
a ciptive in rebeidom for twenty monihs, demon

strates most couclusively that Mr. Stavrox is
especially respousivie for the tortures our pris-
onera suffered in the Soath:

“ Tue Excuaves QUuesTiOoN AND SECAETARY
Sraszun.— Lately, Mr. Charles A Dung, aliu
ding. in the journal of which he is the editor in
chief, 10 a statement in my recently-published
volume—'Four Years in Secessia’—that Edwin
M Suanton is responsible for the failure to ex-
change the thousands ol prisoners of war heid in
the South, avoided the guestion at isaue, and
enterel inte an eiaborate explapation to show
that she swenty monihs’ detention 1o captivity of
my conlrere, Mr. Albert D. Richordson, and
myself, was in no manuer sttributable to the
Secretary of War. Neither of the correspondents
of the Tribune haa ever made any complaint,

ivately or publicly, of his loog caplivity; and

should be deeply mortified to =uppuse that any
one would thunk thar, alter we had escaped, we
were 80 lackiog 1n good sease and humanity «3
to mavnder or make sccosations against an offf
cer of the Government from mere personasl leel-
ing, when tens of thoussnds of captives were
perishing by systematic cruelty in ihe rebel
prisons of the South.

“ Mr. Duna, as | have said, does not under-
take to meet the main and only important gues
tiou beyond the general and jocidental declara
tion that not one of «li the prisoners could make
Mr. Stanton respousible tor the tortures he suf
fered in the South. This is simply vot true, s
all who had soy acquuotance with the adminia
tration of affiirs in Washiugton during two years
previous to theclose of the war must, [ should
think, have been awure

“ Mr Richerdson and mysell apent nesrly a
week in the National Capusl alier our e-cape,
endeavoring to do all thet was possible tor the
relesse uf the brave men iu the hands of the
enemy; and every one we met there 10!d the same
story, that the Secretary of War was the ob
stacle in tie way of the resumption of the ex-
chaige

*Moreover, General Butler, in bis speech at
Lowell, Massachusetts, stated posttively that he
had been ordered by Mr Stauton to put forward
the negro question to complicate and prevent the
exchange. Colonel A D Saeghe, of lndisnap
olis, ludiana, a fellow orisoner with us in the
Libby, told Mr. Richardson, after our return to
freedom, that, in an interview between the See
retary aud himsell, the former declared to him
that the Government could not affurd to esx-
change able bodied men for skeletons Oiber
officers and civilians, whose names [ canvot now
remember, have assured me that he had used to
them the same language i effect; and there is
no doubt whatever that that was his policy and
his determination until the clamors of the peo-
ple compelied him to retire from hLis barbarous
position.

WHEAT.

The wheat ctop bas been the most marked
failure. In Northesstern Iodiana it has been
mostly destroyed w the red weevil, while lower
down the Upper Wabash it has beeu badly af.
fected by rasi and smat  In Qdio it bas been
either injured by the frosts of Inst winter or been
eaaght by the honey.dew,
correspondent saw large fields uocut some even
unfit 10 turn sock into, vihers laid open for the
revel of bogs and other farm animals  He also
learned of other fields which, though cut and
shocked, were alterwards determined 10 be too
poor 1o pay for the taking in and theashing. For
example, of the quality ot that taken in, he may
meution oue instance where sisleen dozen, when
threshed out, yielded only & busbel and a peck
grain by measurement, which would be, proba-
bly a bushel by weight This was in Guernsey
county Ohio, lo svother instance, ten dozen
yielded a bushel. This was Iudiana wheat. In
some localities such wheat s wes saved proved
to be sick wheat, and, therefore, was not fit for
man por bess!. lu fine, it is not an exaggera-
tion to state that the present wheat crop will uot
yield more thao a third of the zonusl average
product.

OATS

The oats crop bhas not been in & number of
years 80 large ae the presect season. Without
turther detail, we may state that
we shall have full garners

CORN.

The corn, & crop 20 forward and promising in
the early part of the season, has been retarded
much by the incessant rains, which, | should
have presumed, prevailed throughout the entire
extent of country under consideration. Some of
the corn has thus been so much retarded that it
will have a tight race to escape the clatches of
the early frosts of autuma. This is more parti-
cularly the case with the second and third plant-
ings, which became necesaary in some sections
on account of the ravages of the cut-worm among
the first planting. lu some localities, also, the
grasshopper is now doing damage to this crop,
but still 1 do not think it eccasions any general
aporehension

Oa the whole, however, in  =pite of the esrly
frosts of autumn, in spite of the ravages
of the grasshopper, it is safe to say of
the ecorn crops of la#t season and of this, “‘from
one extreme to the other,” from the tota!l ab-
sence of hoe cake aud corn dodger and mush
aud milk daring the past year to a great abund
auce of the same during the year o come
