It will be remembered thal a prisoner, sup
posed to beJ H. Surratt, was brought from the
southwest to Washington in the mouth of July,
under very mysterions circumstances. It seems
that after enduring great suflerings there he has
been seut back to Vicksburg, where Le is now in
prison. He tells bis own story:

We are in receipt of a letter from Captaia J
C. Ryau, whom our citizens romamber, giviog
an account of his mysterious arrest and incarcera-
tion in prison. The narrative reads more like a

romance than the ovcurrences of every day lile

Capiain Ryan writes us from Vieksburg jail,
under date of Sept. —, 13605, and savs:

] left Jackson for Arkapsas or Uswada about
the 10th of July, arrived at Memophis, ou the
19th, and put wp at the Gayoso Hotel

“Oa the 221 he was arrested and takeu Lefore
General E  Burton, who demanded bis papers,
asked bim a few guestivos, and sent bim o Ir
ving Block Prison, where he was kept, heavily
ironed, uutil the 26th of July, when he was
placed on board the steamer City of Alton, un-
der command of Captain Louia B. Smith, of the
United States army. All aloog the route public
curiosity was excited by the strange mystery
which was threwn on the aflair; and newspapers
and people immediately apnounced the arrest
ol Johu H. Surratt in the persou of this myste-
rious prisoner.

“Captain Smith treated him with all kinduess
possible under the circumstances, but neither
he por any one ¢'se informed him why he was
thus strangely dealt with,

“QOa the 24 of August he reachied Washington,
where he passced wuder the inspection of countless
detectives, while Jetained st General Augur’s
headquarters

“*After this be was remanded to the Old Cupi-
tol Prison, & solitary occupant of a cell in the
third story, spd ina few days removed to one
sull smaller, e was not allowed to commuui-
cate with any oune, nor o receive books, paper or
writing materisl,

*Surreptititiovsly obtaining a newspaper and
pencil, be wrote a po'e on Lhe margin of the
papor to the British Minister, which be sent to
the post-office. It was opesed by the prison
officials, howerver, and Captaio Ryan was ordered
to tell by whose aid he procured the facilities,
which, oo refusing to do, he was coundemned to
the ‘sweat bex,” which he thus describes:
