All persons falling to comply with the foregulng re-
quirements are liable to be fined twenty dollars, aud it
is lawful for any porsen to kill, and it is the duty of the
policemen Lo kiil, nil dogs found ranning st lerge without
wearing a muzzie as above mentioned.
