First-A Mayor, who should be elected by the
luclified voters of the whole city, and who
shound hold his office for two years ; but who,
after having served two yes rs, should not be
eligible to re-election until after the intervention
of one term. He should have a general super.
vision over the atfairs of the city; have a limit-
ed veto on the legislative department; exercise
a controlling influence over the police, and do
and perform those things under the ordinances
of the Council that they may point out and di-
reet. To secure the responsibility of this officer
forhhe good order and police regulations of the
city, sufficient power and independence must be
given him to effect this object. As the posses-
sion of power generally engenders a thirst for
its retention, care should be taken, in clothing
the Mayor with the necessary power fir the pro-
per discharge of his duties, to check the ldevel-
opment'of this feeling: and thus it is thought
by limiting the eligibility to this office to two
terms, the motive to make it subservient to self-
ih(o. puroposes, rather than public good, is taken
away.

Seeondly-There should be a Recorder for
each section, elected by the qualified voters of
the respective sections; they should perform
and discharge all those duties which properly
belong to committing magistrates, and should
hold office for two years. They should appoint
their own clerks; should have power to impose
limited fines for petty offence' ; enforce the va-
grant laws, by commitments to the Work-house
and House of Refuge; and should have ipower
to punish petty crimes, by the infliction of such
adequate penalties as the law shall prescribe.

Thirdly-A Comptroller, a Treasurer, a Sour-
veyor and a Chief of Police should be elected by
the, qulified voters of the city, and hold their
oflice for two years. The Comptroller should be
the chief accounting officer of the city, keep a
set: gf booksi utider such regulations as the
Coftiton Council may prescribe, and in which
shall appear the whole fiscal transactions of the

I city, and should once a year, and that just pre-
I ious to the fixing the annual tax, make out,
and publish in pamphlet form, a full and de-
tailed statement of the fiscal transactions of the
past year. He should appoint his own Clerks,
subject to the approval of the Upper HIouse or
Board of Aldermen, and he should be liable to
removal from office by a two-thirds vote of the
two Houses; but previous to such action, he
should be furnished with the written and specific
charges upon which such action is to be basod.

The Treasurer shoult he the custodiian of the
Spublic funds, under such rules and regulations
as the Common Obuncil may prescribe. lie
Sshould have a general supervision of the coller.
tion of the revenue, should have a ttached to his
ilepartment a revenue bureau for collecting the
dues of the city, so guarded by a system of

'jehecks, established by ordinance, that the strict-

Dougherty was Informed. at the time, by Stuart, that
the four notes sold were the property of Ktrkland. and
explained to him the whole matter. lie therefore knew
of Kirkland'e Insolvency.

The evidence of Stuart fully establlihes the allegations
of the opponents.

"When we add." says Judge Buohanan. "that of a list
of twelve or thirteen judicial mortgages upon the proper-
ty of Kirkland, sliown by the certifleate in evidence. that
of the present plaintiff figures as tiLe firt, I cannot View
the transfer of Kirkland's notes to Dougherty in any oth-
er light than an a scheme to defeat the loonefide creditors
of the former.
