Ross had witi
hirm 41100 veterans. As ighlit have been ex-
pected, the Americans were soon routed, the only
serious olppositioln which the enemy met with
having been offered by t'rnm. lrnerr , and a few
soldiers under his conmmnndi. Oni thile e same day
ien. Rloss, accompanied hy Admiral t'ocklurn.

whor had already rendered himself iniiamous iy
his plunderingr excursions on the t.'hesapeake,
arrived at Waishington in the evening, at tlhe
head of 1000 men. The remainder of the army
soon followed and encarmped in sight rt the Capli-
tol. They conmnenced the work of destruction
by burning tihe house of a Mr', Sewall, a valley
of musketry fired ftromt which had killed (ern.
iRoss's horse under him. They soon afterwards
set tire to the Capitol, which contained the Senate
Chramber, the IRepresentative Hall, the Court
Rloom of the Supreme Court, the Congressional
Library, and the Legislative archives.

the street. In the mean time a terrible accident
happened to the party which had been tent to
destroy the public store at Greenleaf Point.
The Americans, an abandoning the f~ahess had
thrown a large quantity of powder into a dry
well. By accident it took flre and blew up, kill-
ing the commander of the party (a Capt. Blan-
chard) and forty others, andl w•tlding r~ny
more, most of them so badly as t"rendder tem
for ever after unfit for service. The eyes of
some werebursted, the, a of others li• ,
and the limbs of many •en, diso o
mangled in the most ahbeking manner. From
eighty to one hundred went to the Point: not
more than twenty who returned wnerever ft forservice afterwards.

The British retired from this maraudinge epe-lition on the 24th, in the greatest disorder.Had they been pursued by$ivlgorons general,

with a competefnt force, they must have been
lestroyel to a man.
