the American people is now worse than it was d
before. Mr. Owen was drawn out on the last A

occasion by some remarks made in the Union.
relative to the statement of Mr. J. S. Thrasher,

drawn up while he was in prison, but which did
not reach this country until a convenient time ti
after Gen. Concha's letter had been received,
and lMr. Webster's communication on the nub-

ject written. The explanation which Mr.
Owen gives of this unfortunate circumstance, so
far from clearing him of the charges of supine- b
ness, and even willful neglect of the calls of a

common humanity, will excite a deeper indigna-t

tion against him. Tile following is an extract
from Mr. Owen's communication to the Union :

"In reply. please allow me to give you the
fat ." The letter of Mr. Thrasher, appealing to
the Government and the people of the United 0
States, was written on the 21st of November.
lie attempted to have it conveyed to me secretly
and without the knowledge of the prison police.
It was found by an officer on the person of the
negro to whom its delivery was intrusted, and
fell into the hands of the captain-general. Mr.
Thrasher, learning what had happened, made a
secondl and sucessful effort in conveying to
nme, in a similar way, a copy of the letter. I
immediately went to see him, and told him thats
Secould not consent to receive from him commu-
nications in writiqg in violation of the condi- t
tions upon which I and others, at my.interces-
sion, had been permitted to visit him. I told
him that I would see the captain-general upon
tile subject of the intercepted communication;
and if he would allow its reception, 1 would
:ttend tolhis request concerning it. This I sub-
sequently did.

" Tie captain-general delivered the eommuuui-
cation to e10 unopened, and 1 forwasrdled it to the
Department of State on tie 2d of December.
This was the first opportunity I had of sending
the original. The copy I did not send, fbr thes
reasons stated. All tile papers pertaining to
the case with Mr. Thrsasher's grounds of defence
had been forwarded before."

We are at a loss to find any feature in the
above, on which the writer can congratulate
himself. Mr. Thrasher is thlrown into prison in
so foreign lanos, his life in peril from the summnary
action of a military tribunal. Hie claims to be
illegally detained, and draws up a protest
and statement to his Government, which the
representative of his country refuses to trans-
Init, because, filsooth, tie victim has violateds
some prison rule isl placing it in his hands.
instead of at once writing himself, and layings
all the facts before his iGoversnoent, he visits tllh

prisoner, after receiving Ihis cotanununicatsionl. aend
tells him that he cannoat consent to receive any
thing in writing from hitm, under such circum-
stances. Hlere is an explhnation to be proud of.
Mr. Owen received Mr. Thrasher's statement on
tile 23d of November, and on tile o2th, the Pro-
inetheus sailed from IIavana for NewYork. Mr
Webster's letter was not written unil tile l•th of
December, but up to that time, nothing but the
carefully prepared, one-sided letter of Gseneral
I'oncha, had been recived at Washington on ttshe
subject of Mr. Thrasher'simprisonment.
