THE UNEDUCATED ElIDE.
The Chambellans were an old Yorkshire fam-

ily, which had once held a high place among
the landed gentry of the country. A knight of
that family had been a crusader in the army of
Richard Cteur-de-Lion. and now he lay, with
all his insignia about him, in the parish church,
while others of his race rep•sed in the satde
chancel, under monuments and brasses which
spoke of their name and fame during their gen-
eration. In the lapse of time the family had
become impoverished, and gradually merged
into the class of yeomen, retaining only a rem-
nant of the broad lands which had once be-
longed to them. In 1744-'5, the elder branch
of the famoily, consisting of the father, two sons,
and a daughter, resided at what Ifad once been
the mansion house. It had been built originally
in the reign of Stephen, and was a curious spe-
cimen of different kinds of afehitecture, hear-
ing traces of its gradual transformation from
the stronghold of the days when it was no met-
aphor to say that every man's house was his
castle, down to the peaceful dwelling Of law-
ful and orderly times. It had now fecome
little more than a better sort of farm-house.
What had been the tilt-yard was filled with a
row of comfortable barns, 'cart-sheds, hay-
stacks; a low wall of rough gray stone enclosed
a small garden; a narrow gravel walk, edged
with currant trees and gooseberry bushes, led
up to the fine old porch, embowered in the ivy
and creepers which. covered nearly the whole of
the building with its luxuriant growth. The
old gateway at the entrance of the yard was
still surrounded with the "coat armor" of the
family, carved in stone; but the gates them-
selves had long ago disappeared, and been re-
placed by a common wooden farm-yard gatd.
The '" coat armor" itself was covered with moos,
and a fine crop of grass and house leek grew
among the stones of the walls, to.which it would
have commnunicated a desolate appearance if
the farm-yard errangements had been less or-
derly.H.tlstead Hall, as it was called, was six miles
tirom the city of York, and stood about a mile
fiom the smain road. The only approach to it
was by a rough lane, so much rut up by the
carts and cattle that it was alnost imipassaple
to taot passengers, except in the height of sum-
mer or depth of wihter, when the mud had been
dried up by the sun or the frost.

The fhther and brothers attended the differ-
ent fairs and markets, in the ordinary course of
business; their sister, Mary Clhambellan, man-
aged the affairs of the house and dairy. She
led a very secluded life, for they had no neigh-
bors, and of general society there was none
nearer than tihe city itself. Mary, however,
had plenty of occupation, and was quite con-
tented with her lot. She was nearly seventeen.
iall. well--fiormed, and with an air of position

which was of great responsibility for so young a
person. Her mother, who hald been dead rather
more than a year, had been a ioman of superior
edneatirn and strong character. To her Mary
owed all the instruction she had ever received,
and the tinge of refinemenut which made her
manner very superior to those of her father or
brothers. She, however, was quite unconscious
of this, and they all lived very happy together
in the old out-of-the-way place. It happened
that, in the spring of 1745, an uncle of her
mother's, who resided at York, was about to
celebrate the marriage of one of his daughiters:
Mary Chnmbellan, with her father and brothers,
were invited to the febstivities. The father would
have sent an excuse for himself and Mtary; he
was getting old, and did not like to be put our
of his usual way. The brothers, however, plead
earnestly that their sister might have a little
recreation. F~inally consent was obtainedl, and
she went with her arothers.

it was a very fine wedding, and a ball anrd
supper finished the rejoicing. Some of the offi-
cers, quartered with their regiments in York,
were invited to this ball. Among others was a
certain Captain Henry Pollexfin. lie was a
young man of good family in the south of Eng-
land, heir to a large fortune, and extremely
handsome and attractive on his own necount

5independent of these advantages.
lie was, by all accounts, a type of the fine,

high-spirited young man of those days-good-
tempered, generous, and overflowing with wild
animal life and spirits, which he threw off in a
thousand impetuous extravagances. He could
lance all night at, a ball, ride a dozen miles to
meet the hounds the next morning, and. after a
hard day's sport, set down to a deep carouse,
and be as fresh and gay after it as if he had
been following the precepts of Lewis Cornu re.
The women contended with each other to attract
his attentions; but although the was divoted to
every woman he came near, and responded to
their universal good-will by flirting indefatiga-
bly, his attentions were so indiscriminate, that
there was not one belle who could in tter herself
that she had secured him or her " humnble ser-
vant," as lovers were then wont to style them-
selves. Mary Chatmbellan was not, certainly,
the belloe of the wedding ball-room, and by no
means equal in fortune or social position to nmoat
,of the Ialies present, but whether from perverse-
ness or ca:prite, or love of novelty, Henry Pl-
lexien was attracted by her, and devoted him-
self to herI exclusively.

The next York Assembly was to take place in
a few days, and this youag man, who did not
know what contradiction meant, made Mary
promise to be his partner there. Old Mr. Cham-
bellan, however, who thought his daughter had
been ftrom home quite long enough, fetched her
back himself on the following day; and Mrary
would as sosn h•ave asked to go to the moo(t as
to remain to go to the assembly. lenry Pol-
lexfen was extremely disappointed when he
found that Miss Chambellan Ihad returnedhome,
but he was too much caressed and sought after
to think aboutt the matter, and so Iis sudden
tancy soon passed away.

In the aututmn of the same year he met one of
her brothers in the hunting hield. Accident
threw them together towards the close of a hard
day's run ; wlhen, in clearing a stone fence,
some loose stones were dislodged and struck
Captain Pollexfen's-horse, laming him severely.
Night was coming on, it was impossible for him
to return to his quarters on foot, and young
Chambellan invited his fellow-sportsman to go
home with him--Halstead Hall being the near-
esf biktation. The invitation was accepted.
A tgh old Mr. Chambellan would as soon
have opened his doors to a dragon, yet even he
could find no fiult under the circumstances, and
was constrained to welcome his dangerous guest
with old-fashioned hospitality. He soon be-
came so charmed with his visitor thathe invited
him to return, and the visitor gladly did so.

His almostfiarotten admiration for Mary re..vivel in foil foreethe moment he saw her again.
He ooni fell desperi.tely and seriously in love
with her. Mary's etrong apd gentle character
assumed great influsence over ss mercurial and
impetuous disposition. That she meesme deeply
att:ched io hiim, was nothing wonderful; she
sarcely cotld have helod it, even if he hadnot
oonght to win her affeetions.

in a short time he madeproposals ofmarTs
for her to her father, who willingly consented,
feeling, if the truth must be told, very mnch
flattered at the prospect of such a son-in-law.

loTary Pollexfen then wroteg dutiful letter to
his own father, telling him how much he was in
love, and how earnestly he desired permission to
follow his inclinations. Old Mr. Pollexfen had,
like many other fathers, set his heart upon his
son making a b'rilliant maitch, andw athm
after' consulting the " History of Yorkshi'e,

•;

where he found honorable mention made of the
Chambellan family, lie eould offer no objeettion
on the score of birth, yet be thought his son
might do better. He was too wise to make any
direct opposition; on the contrary, he gave-his
conditional consent, only stipulating for tiine.
He required that twelve months should elapse
before the marriage took place, when his son
would be little more than two-and-twenty,
whilst Mary would be not quite nineteen. lRe
wrote paternal letters to MBi

rs nd
epistles to her -atber. IR even appli
headquarters for leave of absence for this o on,
whom he immediately summoned tijondbn,
where his own duties as member of Plltamo nt
would detain him for some time.

Under any other circumstances, Capt. Pollex-
fen wvould have been delighted with this arrange-
ment; but as it was, he would infinitely hive
preferred being allowed to marry Mary at once.
However, there was, no help for it. Oti sr":
Chambellan himself urged the duty of imiee
diate obedience to his father's summons, and
Pollexfen departed.

For many weeks his letters were as frequent
as the post would carry them. He was very

,n ioerable under the separation, and, mnuchas
she loved him, Mary could not wish him to be
otherwise. His regiment was soon ordered
abroad. The necessary hurry ofpreparation, and
the order to join his detachment at Canterbury
without delay, rendered it impossible for Capt.
Pollerfen to see Mary before his departure. He
wrote her a tender farewell, sent her his pic-
ture, and exhorted her to write frequently, and
never to forget him for a moment, promising, of
course, everlasting constancy for himself.

There was little chance that Mary should for-
get him in that old lonely house, without either
friends or neighbors.

AUSTRIAN 'knar:,Tr'E -- Itr. C(. L. Brace, who
has recently returned frem Europe, isdetiiering
a series of lectures at NewUaven, upon Hun-
gary. The Palladium gives the following notice
of portions of his first lecture:
"Mr. B. related several instances of crietdy

on the part of Austria towards Hungarian men
and women, which almost made the blood of his
listeners curdle in their veins-and his appeals
in behalf of that suffering but gallant and
warmhearted people, were solemn, touching,
and in all respects most affecting.

"Among the instances of Austrian cruelty
related by Mr. Brace. were these : AyoungUann-
garoan lady was imprisoned at Gross Wasd,
while he was confined there. He had often seen
her looking out from the gratings of her win-
dow. Her offence was loving Hungary more
than Austria. She was a high bern and accom-
lished lady, who had always lived in affluence.

Since the lecturer had reached this country, he
had learned from a correspondent at Vienna,
that the woman had been tried after the Austrian
fashion of trial, and been condemned to twenty
years' imprisonment in the horrid place which
she had previously occupied!

Another case was that of a married woman
who,^br a similar offence, was compelled to run
the gauntlet through a file of a hindred
soldiers. Each soldier was armed with a stick,
and compelled to strikea heavy blows as she
passed, she being stripped to the waist, and
allowed only to step as the drum tapped. The
effect of the degradation and punishment was
such as to make a maniac of her. The husband,
finding his feelings insupportable after such a
family sacrifice to the vengeance of the tyrants,
blew out his brains with a pistol, and their only
son was drafted as a common soldierin theAus-
triar army.o

Auother ease of murder was that of a soldier
who had been ordered 'to receive twenty.fire
lahes for shouting a hurrah for Kossutit. It is
a custom of these tyrants, in their whippings,
to make the victim thank the person who lays
on the blows! Oh. the depths .f meanness to
which tyrants will deseewl to gratify their fiend-
ish malice ! The soldier refused to thank his
whipper-iwhereenpon he was ordered to receive
twenty-five more !ushes; lie still refused, and
twenty-Oive more were given. At length the
thanks were extorted from him: but hq added,
at the same time, t" My back belongs to the Eim-
peeor. but moy heart belongs to Kossuth."
Kiossuth, said Mr. Brace, is the idol of thena-

tion, and all classes are devoted to him with a
c••nstancy and respect and love that amounts to
almost frenzy. They believe that he is destined
to lead them to vintgry and independence: and
f, said the speakere were to appear in Hun-

gary, hacked only ty a hundred men, he could
instantly set the entire nation in the whirl of
revolntion.

PA.RAcrlY.- Now that there is a prospect of
the opening of the Parana river for free navi-
gation, attention has been turned to the re-
sources tand productions of this country-a sub-
ject on which, owing to the exclusive character
of the Gtovernment for lmany years, :uI little
anthentic intlbrrttion hits hitherto been elicited.
In a lecture on Paraguay, delivered in New
York by Mr. llopkinus, before the Gwi, i.tphican
and Statistical Society, which is fulls reported
in the NewYork Evening Post, we find the fol-
lowing interesting account of the vegetable pro-
ductions of that country:

The vegetable kingdom of Paraguay presents
therichest attractions, not merely to the profes
<;onal botanist, but to that important relss
which is devoted to mercantile enterprise. The
medicinal herbs which abound in tie greatest
profusion are rhubarb, sarsaparilln. jalap, bry-
,,nin. indica, sassafras, hlllywoc.i, dragon'.
blood, balsam of copaiba, nux vomica, liquorice
and ginger.
