The next year he published " A Manual of Ar-
tillery," describing the details of the science is
all its branches.

" Napoleonic Ideas" was published in 1889,
subsequent to the affair of Strasburg, his voy-
age to America, his return to Europe, the de-
bates relating to him between Switzerland and
France, and his residence in England.

The same year was published " Extinction of
'auperism," in which he maintains the policy of
Mtablishing agricultural colonies in all regiso
yet uncultivated. In reply to an address of
hanks froman old working man, Louis Napo-
eon says: "An expression of sympathy on
:le part of the people is a thousand times morerahtable to me than all the official flatteries
which are lavished on those in power by the par-

tiesns of every Government. I shall always
Labor in the interest of the masses of the people.
which, although the source of all righti and of
all wealth, is without political ribhts as well as
without a secure position."

" The Past and the Future of Artillery" was
pulblished in 1848. This treats of the effect of

artillery on militnry operations since the inven-
tion of1 gupowder, a nd on the technical details
'f the science.

Besides these, there is a multitude of his fugi-
tive productions: Letters on Politics, History,
etc., Translations tfom the German, especially

trom Schiller, and various articles in periodi-
cals.
