The Serfs of Russia.

Theo Russian correspondent of the London
Ch'ronicle communicates the following interesting
account of the serfs of Russia:
Into tile inherent character of the serf system

in Russia, it woull be foreign to my purpose to
go. This monster institution (1 cannot be said
to misuse the name when I remember that out
of' 54,000,000 of whom the RIussian population is
understood to be composed, 42,000,000 are serfts,
and but 12,000,000 free-about one in five) hs
been for years the great object upon which the
pens of European philosophers have been exer-
cised. Its vices are known to the world; nr
have those interested in preserving it failed to t
set forth its alleged alleviations. The opinions,
too, which the respective rulers of Russia have
entertained upon it, are also on record. It is
even no secret that the earlier convictions of 1
the present Emperor of Russia (whose political
education was confided to abler hands than
usually direct the studies of continental royalty,)
were in favor of modifying the system, and ele-
vating, if not of enfranchising, the millions.
Nor is it concealed, among the few who dare
speak at all, that the Czar's feelings on the sult-
jeut of serfdom did not exhaust themselves in
mOre words, and that his majesty actually as-
suiled the initiative in a course which would
h•ve l ed toserli-emancilpation. It is considered.
in certain circles, the reverse of a matter fir
regrct, that resolute :ald implacable opposition,
m.snifested not in overt act, but in dogged and
ldeal-weiglht inaction, succeeded in causing the

discomfiture and .bandonment of tile attempts
in question. Nor is it probable that such at-
temlpts will be renewed tromn the same quarter.
The Emperor's chief attention is now given to
the soldierly educaltion of myriads of plumed
aod glittering serfs of his own. A taste for
military detail and display has succeeded at St.
'( tersburg to any effort fisr the settlement of
graver questions, and for the present serfilom ill
Russia must remain what it is. The difficulty
of iany interference with it, is still further en-
hpnced by the examuple to which its defenders
have been enabled to point, through the un-
paralleled ferocity and barbarity of certain
serfs, who (it was said under some misconcep-
tion of the pleasure of the Emperor hiimself,) set
to work to muancipate themselves. The atroci-
ties they comunitted-which caused them to be
hunted down like wild bteast,-ar- e pointed to us
as warnings how you entrust with liberty men
who are not suited for it. Murders, violations,
muttilations. of the most horrible kind, were
amlong the first sacrifices of these men at the
alisar of freedom, and are it powerful, if not al-
together silencing, argument in the mouths of'
th,,se who would keep barredl the gates of the
temple.
Veory far indeed is it fromi my intention to in-

dulge in any apologies for the system. An Eng-
lishsman can have but one feeling as to the posi-
tion, of a mtn whom he finds orn ia level witll the
horse lie flogs. But it is not so very long since a
sinilar state of things existed in our own colo-
nies; and let us, therefore, quietly examine the
working of the system, leaving the reader to in-
stitute his own comparisons and deduce his own
conclusiaons.
1 have spoken of a certain species of serfs as

an exile, and I propose to glance at his position
before referring to that of his resident brothers
in bondage. It is this: The serf of aproprietor
whoi reside rhaps, eveaps, l Itilhundred miles froml
a certain large town. conceives that he shall
," Letter himself" by leaving his native soil and
trying his fortune in te ltown in question. lie
is a carpenter. or tmiason, or has it knowledge of
some trade, though he nmay be engagedi in gri-
cutural pursuits. lIe proposes to his lord to let
hiult go. Possibly his lord refises, ailn there is
an end of the matter ; for the special case of the
soer's taking leave without permission-in other
words, escaping-is not now very frequent.

Solne time since, whllen overntnent was desir-
ous that tihe population of certain districts should
be increased, the system of running away, on the
parti of the serfs, and hiding it those districts
(where ultimately they became "inscribed")
was winked at; but I helieve tile case is now
difilrent, and that unless the serf is almost
miraculously lucky in evading all the network
of the police system, he is unceremoniously
seized, packed off to the military depot, mtade a
soldier, and " accounted tor" to his owner,when
the latter has to pay his next instalment of serfs
to the military authorities. But if the serf have
a humane and liberal owner, (and 1 am informed
theat there are hundreds of such,) who can afford
to part with himn, tile adventurer departs. lle
previously nmakes his bargain with his owner as
to how much of his earnings shall be remitted to
the latter, and the necessary passports from his
proprietor are thrnished to thle police of tihe dis-
trict in which le proposes to settle.
'lThe police system is so dliffused, and lihas such

manifold ratmitications, that it is atlmost impos-
sible to evade it long, and hence the owner Ias
a sale hold upon the trlaveling serf, even ait the
distance of five, six, or seven hundred miles; for
nobody is allowed to live in Russia without
leaveosthat is, without a billet de sejour, which) has to be renewed every year; but in the case of
tile serf, and ilndeed of others, as the police may
see tit, at the expiration of a much shorter period.
lit the serf's case, I believe, six months is usually
the time. If the nmn has his lawful billet, which
is strictly local, it is evidence that he has not run
away ; if he has it not, he is liable to be instantlyI seized. I aum supposing, however, that lie pro-
poses to keep faith. lie obtains his policebillet,
andl he then seeks for what work he can get.
Often, indeed most frequently, does he not leave
o his native place, except in company with a
" gang " of olmtnnionsi similarly situated, who
engage tihetisethi o t e)nssi, under an arrange-
me it to which all must be parties, and who
h15v, , ltOat5IP, ht iosnduAdts tho bhusinss for

them, and receives and divides their earning`.
In this case they usually live together, and you
meet them returning at night, in a body, to thr
large room in which they sleep, and in whirlh
they always indulge the Russian habit of eter-
nal singing, to the no small dissatisfaction of

Involuntary audiences of neighbors.
The serf remains and works. His rate at

wages of course varies with his trade and with
his skill. A carpenter's wages will, forinstance,
vary from two rubles copper (about Is. 10d) to
one ruble silver a day (3s. 4d), or he may be so
excellent a workman as to be hired by contract
for forty-five rubles per month. He has to pay
his lodging, and he has to remit his paymente
to his lord. And, if he has left behind a wife,
and his inclination be to assist her effortsat
self-support, he has the same means of remit-
ting to her, namely, by the post-office, a very
important department of which is appropriated
to this kind of business. The rest of his earn-
ings he may apply as he pleases.

The bare necessaries of life are remarkably
cheap in Russia. The workman's living costs
him the merest trifle.

The Bath of Blood.

From the proof sheets of " The History of c
hungary, in le Puy's Kossuth and Iis Gener-
ale' now in the Press, the Buffalo Commercial
extracts a most thrilling tale of romantic his-
tory: i:

About the year 1810, Elizabeth Bathori, sister P
to the King of Poland, and wife of a rich and "
powerful Hungarian magnate, was the principal
actor in the most singular and horrible tragedy
mentioned in history. She occupied the castle i'
of Csejta, Transylvania. Like most other ladies J1
of that period, she was surrounded by a troop
of young girls,generally the daughters of poor,
but noble parents, who lived in honorable ser-
vitude; in return for which, their education
was cared for, and their dowry secured. Eliza-
beth was of a severe and cruel disposition, and
her hand-maidens had no joyous life. Slight
faults are said to hlav been punished by the I
most merciless tortures.

One day, as the lady of Csejta was admiring
at the mirror those charms which that faithful
monitor told her were fast waning, she gave
way to her ungovernable temper, excited, per-
haaps, by the mirror's unwelcome hint, and
struck her unoffending maid with such force in
the tlce as to draw blood. As she washed from
her hands the stain, she fancied the part which Ii
the blood had touched grew whiter, softer, and
as it were, younger. Imbued with the credulity
of the age, she believed she had discovered what I
so many philosophers had wasted years in seek-
ing for. She supposed that in a virgin's blood
she had found the elixir vitwe, the fountain of
never ftailing youth and beauty. Remorseless
by nature, and now urged on by irrepressible
vanity, the thought no sooner flashed across her
brain than her resolution was taken; the life
of her luckless handmaiden was not to be com-
pared with the precious boon her death prom-
ised to secure. Elizabeth, however, was wary,
as well as cruel. At the foot of the rock on
which Csejta stood, was a small cottage, inhab-
ited by two old women; and between tile cellar
of this cottage anl the castle was a subterra-
neon passage, known only to one or two per-sons, and never used but in times of danger.
With the aid of these old crones and her stew-
ard, Elizabeth led the poor girl through the se-
crct passage to the cottage, and after murdering
her. bathed in her blood. Not satisfied with the
first essay, at different intervals, by.the aid oI
these accomplices, and the secret passage, noI
less than three hundred maidens were sacrificed
on the altar of vanity and superstition.

Several years had been occupied in this piti-
less slaughter, and no suspicion of the truth was
excited, though the greatest amazement per-
vaded the country at the disappearance of so
many persons. At last, however, Elizabeth
called into play against her two passions even
stronger than vanity and cunning. Love and
revenge became interested in the discovery of
the mystery. Among the victims of Csejta was
a tleautiful virgin, who was beloved by and be-
throthed to a young man of the neighborhood.
In despair at the loss of his mistress, he followed
her traces with such perseverance, that. in spite
ofe the hitherto succeesful caution of the nite,-
deress, he penetrated the bloodly secrets of the

j casle, and, burning for revenge, flew to 'rees-
burgh, boldly accused Elizabeth Bathori ofi
tltu:rder, before the Palatine, in open court, and
dlemanded judgment against her. So grave an
accusation, brought against a person of such
high rank, demanded the most serious attention.
land the Palatine undertook to investigate tile
aflltair in person. Proceeding immediately to
Csejta, before the murderess or her nacomplices
-had i any idea of the accusation, he discovered

the still warm body of a young girl, whonm they
tohad been destroying as the Palatine approached,
and had not time to dispose of before hIe appre-
heotled thenm. The rank of Elizabeth mitigated
her punishment to imprisonment for life, but her
assistants were burned at the stake.

Iegal documents still exist to attest tile truth
of this apparently improbable circumlstance.
Paget, a distinguished English traveler, a-who

Iiei;d (. iejta about twenty years ago. says:
" W\ith thist tale fresh in our miinds, we asecended
tile long hill, gained the castle, and wandered
over its deserted ruins. The sh'ades of evening
were just spreading over the valley. the Iare,
gr'y walls stood up against the red sky, the
soleam stillness of evening reigned over tlhe

I scene, andl as two ravens, which had made their
Snests onl the castle s highest towers, came to-
warods it, winging their heavy ftight,and wheeling
Once round, acht cawing it hoarse welcome to
the other, alighted on their fiavorite turret. I
could have fancied them the spirits of the two
crones, while their infernal mistress was cursed!
by some more wretched doom."

A WONDERFUL I'RESEtYo'.tTION..-The following
very interesting story is taken from a Devonshire
(England) paper :
" Dudleigh Salterton has been the scene of a

most thrilling incident. Six little children, on
Wednesday morning, got into a boat on the beach,
and amischievous boy shoved it off. The boat
drifted away to sea before the children were'
misted. Terrible was the agony of the mothers
wheen bhey knew it. A nulmber of men went
off in all directions; every boat was on the look-
out until far into thle night. tay-light returned
andl still ntthing was heard about them--they
wer' lest either in the expanse of the wide ocean,
or buried within its insatiable depths. A Ply-
miouth eereen fisherman shing early in tihe morning.
saw something floating in tile distance; he bore
down to it, anud discovered it to he a boat--and
ill tle bottom the six children, all cuddled inl
like ac nest of birds, fast asleep, Gol having mer-
cifully granted them that solace after a day of
terror and despair. lie took them aboard.
feasted themt with bread and cheese, and glad-
dened their despairing hearts with a promise to
take them home. Between three and four in the
afternoon, tie fisherman was seen in the otfing
with the boat astern. All eyes were turned
towards hiin; the best spy-glassin the town was
rubbed again and again, and at last they fairly
made out that it was the identical boat. The
news flew through the town-the mothers came
frantic to the beach, for there were no children
discovered in the bout; nonle to tbe seen in the
sloop. Intense was tile agony of suspense, ande
all alike olcaredit witlh the parents. A.t lIst the'
hoat came in, and the word went round. " Tl'hey
are all safe," and many stout-hearted smen burst
into tears, women shrieked with joy, and became
ablost frantic with their insupaportatle happi-
ness. It was, indeed, ia memorable day; and a
prayer, eloqaelnt for its rough sincerity, was
offe•red up to Almighty God, who, in his infinite
mercy, had spared these innocent children firom
the perils and terrors of tile sea during that
fearful night. Five ofthese ehildren were unler
five years of age ; tile sixth is but nine years old."

PsRecmsr ! In my proclamation of the 24 d

December, when I loyally explained to you what,
according to my ideas, were the vital conditions
of Government in Franee, I had not the preten-
sion, so common in these days, of substiting a
personal theory for the experience of centrees.
On the contrary, I sought in the past for exam-
lies that might beatbe followed, and consulted
the benefits that resulted from them.

I have thought it reasonable to prefer the
precepts of genius to the specious doetrinee of
men of abstract ideas. I have taken an moded
the political institutions whIch already, at the
commencement of this century, under analoguns
circumstances, have strengthened tottering o.-
ciety and raised France to a lofty degree of
prosperity and grandeur.
I have taken as models theinstitutionswhich,

instead of being destroyed by the first breath of
popular agitation, were only overturned by the
might of all Europe coalesced against them.

In one word, I said to myself, since rances
has made progress during the last fifty yess,
in virtue alone of the administrative, mtaiteiy,
judicial, religious, and finascial organization of
the consulate and the empire, why should nt
we adopt the political institutions of that•epoe ?

Created by the same thought, they must bear
the same character of nationality and practical
utility;

In tact, as I recalled to mind in my procla-
mation, it is essential to demonstrate that our
present state of society is nought else than
France regenerate by the revolution of '89, and
organired by the Emperor. Nothing remains of
the old regime, but great souvenirs and great
benefits: all that was organized under it was
destroyed by the revolution, and all that has
been organized since the revolutiop, and that
still exists, has been the work-of Napoleon.

We no longer possess provinces, or statee, or
parliaments, or intendants, or farmers-general,
or feudal rights, or privileged classes holding
exclusive possession of civil and military em-
ployments, or different religious jurisdictions.

To all such things, so incompatible with its
spirit, the revolution applied a thorough reform,
but it founded nothing definitive. The First
Consul, alone, re-established unity, hierarchy,
and tie true principles of Government. They
are still in vigor.

Thus, the administration of France was en-
trusted to prefects, sub-prefects, and mayors,
who substituted unity in the place of directing
commissions. The magistracy was rendered
firm, and justice more easy, by the clear defini-
tion of attributes from those of the justice of the
peace, up to those of the Court of Cassation. All
this remains.

In the same manner our admirable financial
system, the Bank of France, the establishment
of the budget, the court of accounts, the organ-
ization of the police and our military statutes,
date from the above mention&l epoch.

For the last fifty years it is the Code Napo-
leon that has adjusted the reciprocal interests
of citizens; it is still the concordat that regu-
lates the relations of the State with the Church.

Lastly, the greater portion of the measures
which concern the progress of industry, of com-
merce, of literature, of science and of the arts,
from the statues of the Theatre Francais to
those of the Institute of France-from the insti-
tutios

1 of " prud'honunes " to the creation of
the Legion of Honor, have been fixed by the
I decrees of that time.
