and 4ggest modifiations. The President and i
the Senate'have a mutual veto upon one ano-
ther. Heretdtore, nothing stood between the
President and the immediate representatives of
the paople, and the slightest contlict between !
theps w s the signal for a revolution, or, at
least, r an esceute. Louis Napoleon, in his
Senate has combined the elements of ourSupreme
Court and Senate. This is an excellent check
upon hasty revolutions, snd will largely school
the people of France to calm deliberation upon
political subjects.

Nor is the Constitution of Louis Napoleon
without other restrictions, though they may be
irnly p seeming show of moderation. For in-
stahol4 if the President prorogues the Legisla-
tive corps, he must summon it to meet again in
six months.

The restrictions of the Constitution are mani-
festly provided with a viey to suppress excitable
inlunences upon the mass-to check machina-
tions against the Government-to bar the path
to further revolutions. When we refleot upon
the confessedly unprepared state of the French

two yer in the enitentiary, for fraud ; and finally, that

the proceeds of said sales shall be a speial fund for the
drainage and spretlion of lands subject to inundation
In eonfasrilty with the terms of the donation.

Mr. Ranney interposed objections to Mr:Richardson s
bill. and introduced a bill on the same esuject. which was
made the special order for Wednesday. The whole subjest
was postponed to that day.

Mr. Ranney's ill provides for lIyiug the State out into
three districts, and the appointment of one commissioner
for each district to give a penal bond for the tnithful ilis.
charge of duty undo' the provisions of the acot. They
shall divide the lands into clases: 1st, such as can he
reetaimed by levees anti drins ; 2, suceh as can be re-
deemed by artificial drainage or the use of steam power :
and shall also fix the ratoof value by section.s quarter
sections etc., and estimate the ost of location, drainage.

ing and leveeing necessary for the reclanmtion ; and that
Safter ontracts are entered into, they shall rte and elaoeify

The commissioner is
authoreied to issue land esript representing sections,qoer-
ter Sections, or other legal divisions, which any contrac-
tor may demand; which ecript shall be transferred by as-

signment, and may be located on any of the unsettled
lands. The commissioners are empowered to employ the
necessary surveyors, engineers, ad other persons neces
sery to aid in carrygout the provions of the bill.

Mr. lichardson's bill is much less complicated than Mr.
Ranney's, and will probably meet with more favor. The
subject is one fraught with the best interests of the State.
ands exerting very mature dellbehtoions. The reclaao.
tlon of those lands will invite emigration. incroease our
population, and protect our present agricultural districts
from the annual disastrous overflow. There is however,
a serious conideration for the city.
