beast, he dre a a brden and rushed amid
the fight. y were his arms, face and

seat deliged'*ith iblood, and now his knife at
every thrust Yib deeply painted with its gory
color. On he fth•ed to the very centre of the
enemy, and, in despite of the wounds and blows
he received from an sides, he grappled with the
chief, and bore him, writhing and struggling, to
the blazing fire that still roared and hissed for
its victim. With a bound like that of a panther,
he sprang with his enemy fullain the midst of
the roaring, column of flame that shot forth its
forked tongues foryards around. For a moment
a cloud of ashes and smoke obscured the view;
then thousands of bright sparks ascended and
fell again like hail on the green sward around.
An instant more, and Coshatte-his whole per-
son, even to his lob;eg elpleoo k, on fire-burst
forth, with his hitaing shloud, like a tortured
devil loosenedfit~minis'chains, and feebly sound-
ing his war-cry, dtahed again among them. His
enemies-the ftwCaolmnqueways that were left-
fled in terror bfile this blazing, frightful ap-
parition, and A is day they believe that the
white men wereguided and assisted by a super-
natural being at the fight of " Indian Hole."

Coshatte lived buta few hours after the battle.
His body, as ell as that of the Indian girl, were
taken some three miles from the creek, and laid
side by side at the edge of the prairie-his war-
club and knife bemng placed with him-nnwl a
strong enclosure of young trees and brush built
around them, which can be seen to this day.
