Attempts of an extravagant character are being
made to disfigure, or rather to metamorphose
the object of the contest, now presented to the
consideration of the people, which render it
necessary that we should take an accurate view
of its real nature and form,in order to ascertain
its true aspect and genuine appearance, to un-
mask the disingenuousness, and to expose the
counterfeit representations which have been so
insidiously, as well as industriously, circulated
in connection with the pending election. In
the execution of this work there is no man
who would not find it an arduous effort either
to behold with moderation, or to treat with
seriousness, the devices which have been re-
sorted to. They so far exceed the usual,
though unjustifiable, licenses of party artifices,
that even a disposition the most candid and tol-
erant must modify the sentiments which form
an indulgent construction of the conduct of
political adversaries, to give place to a voluntary
and unreserved indignation. It is impossible
not to denounce the deliberate imposture and
deception upon the gross pretence that in eleva-
ting independent men to office you thereby puri-
fy the political atmosphere. It is still more im-
possible to withhold that imputation, from tihe
absurd and barefaced expedients which have
been employed to give success to the attempted
imposition, that men liberated from party obli-
gations will ensure more fidelity and ability in
the discharge of their duties. Hence, the writers
against the whig party seem to have taken pains
to signalize their talents at misrepresentation.
Calculating on the aversion of the people to the
elevation of men to office who recognize party
obligations, they have endeavored to .enlist all
these jealouses and apprehensions in opposition
to the ascendancy of thewhi g party, to break
up their organization, and thus secure a tri-
umph to their opponents.

In these views we cannot coincide. In the
first place, they are at war with the history of
all parties-men who have succeeded in elevat-
ing themselves to power through the influence of
a third party, have always been seduced by
those who thus aided them in their aggrandize-
ment, either to lend themselves to the selfish
purposes of a bank clique, or in furtherance of
some corrupt designs. In arguing in favor of
the abandonment of party considerations in the
selection of officers, and rallying around a can-
didate destitute of all political principle, or the
deluded victims of some fragment of a party, our
adversaries establish one or the other of these
objections. Indeed, in some cases ta candidate
merely throws around him the habiliments of
independent action, with the view of acquiring
power, and then renounces his association and
assumes the character of a pairty man. Hence
it is that men who have settled views of policy,
and are sustained by party organization, should
be preferred.

Now. in 1852, not one cent of either principal or
interest has been paid. It is with regret I feel compelled
to say this much. but I say with truth that this is the
only interest I have in the finances of NewOrleaaos. and
any gentleman in this house can now have those bonds at
five per cent. discouot. [Deafeninog cheers for several
seconds.]" [Mr. Ilohbb's speech--rider True Delta.

The above extract, from Mr. Robb's speech,
(as reported by the True Delta,) delivered in
the American Theatre on Tuesday evening, we
place at the head of this article, in order that
public attention may be directed to it, in con-
nection with a simple statement of facts, (as a
history of the " bonds" referred to) whichl we
propose now to submlit to a candid public. In
1845, Mr. James Robb loaned the Second Muni-
cipality $150,000, for which he received the
notes of the Municipality at twelve months,
bearing seven per cent. interest, and also a
bonus of either one and one-half or two per
cent. In 1846, a democratic administration,
singularly disastrous in its character, as our
citizens will long (to their cost) remember, held
sway among us. Our credit was completely
crippled and paralyzed-all confidence was de-
stroyed, and our Municipal affairs never after-
wards fully righted themselves. During this
disastrous period-with other obligations of the
iMunicipality-Mr. Robb's bonds went to protest.
Mr. Robb, finding that he coulr not collect his
money, brought suit for the amount and inter-
est, (in the Fifth District Court of NewOrleans,)
say for $162,298 87, and judgement was ren-
dered for this amount on the 3d day of Novemn-
ber, 1846. At Mr. Robb'sinstigation, execution
was issued against the property and assets,
Sinking Fund, etc., of the Municipality, anor
that terrible sacrifice of property was made-
the effect of which drove the democrats en rmasRse
from the Council in 1847. Notes of James If.
Caldwell, to the amount of $24,000 or $28,000
sold for $5000, and notes of other citizens-all
secured by bond antd mortgage upon valuable
property-were equally sacrificed. Who made
the purchases-who enriched themselves by this
shameful sacrifice, the writer does not know. In
this manner Mr ltobb satisfied about one-half rof

his debt. In 1847, a unanimous whig Council
succeeded the democrats. On the 12th January,
1847, (in order to relieve the Municipality of a
further sacrifice of its property,) Saml. J.
Peters, a member of the Council, and of the
Finance Committee, through his influence, nego-
tiated a transfer of the balance of Mr. Robb's
judgement to the City Bank, as collateral secur-
ity, upon which Mr. Robb received a loan of
$95,000. Matters remained in thisposition (we
believe) until October or November of 184.r,
when Mr. Itobb paid the City Bank the loan,
relieved his judgement, and demanded payment
thereof from the Second Municipality. Soot
after, a settlement was effected by tihe payment
of over one-half of the amount, together with
all the interest (and that at an advanced rate,)
and Mr. Itobb received for the balance forty
bonds of $1000 each, hearing date Feb. 1,
1850, and having three years to run, with 7 per
cent. interest, payable semi-annually. The in-
terest has all been settled, and the bonds fall
due Feb. 1, 1853.
