Mammoth Gave in Calfornia.
Our latoest Calitiloa. papers say that in the county of

Calaveraso there eoxl's 1n immense cavern, under solid
stone. wtich bhas been called by the mlners of that district
for some time, Solomon's liole. A mining claim has been
located at the spot. the cave having been explored to the
depth of three or four hundred feet. The cavern is situ-
ated on Wadie's Creek. one of the tributatries of the Cooti
Creek, and is six miles distant from Carson's 11ill. Mr. J.
B. Trak, whols now engaged in a tour of scientific observ-
ations and geological survey of the State, thus writes to
the Sacramento Times :
"It is situated to limestone, and the descent is from the

side of a hill on the west side of the creek. The opentng
0s about three feet in diameter. and tbe descent vortical
for 3 feeto at this point a mass of limestone rock forms
l plltform some six or eight feet in length; the next de-
ounF t i to of the ie plat some five feett and eighteen

feot vertical ; at this platce a smalhlr stage occurs sonfictent
only for one man to stand (the above two points cannot
be shown in the plat from darkness and position.) From
the second plat you descend in it space some fifteeno feet tn
diamo'tro to that point, at which you notioc the first and
upper-landle placed on your eft; this line of deocent isoeventy flet.

This point from its form. it called the Liberty Cap; it i
of a staloactite formation and 15 feot high. being composedl
offou or ive of these, apparently cementen d together, and
resting as you 0ee. on a table jutting froon the main .ldge
with circular stalactite hging peondent front its sides ; the
other lights on the left were placed for n better view of
interior and sides. Brom the cap the deoeut is nealr 100
feet. and you go in your first footing some 30 feet in the
dark space in froont nearly opposite the two figures in
the centre ctdon an incltned plane of .5 degrees.
The shape of the first chamber is that of a bishop's

mitre, the space between fire on the right to tthe narrw-
est point on the left, in a line of two figures in the centre.
is 50 feet. and it expands to a width of 300 feet in diame-
ter, covered with drapal ourtains of sotlactites.
A large omond ocelpies the centre of this room 5o feet

in height. and 70 in diameter, composed of loose stones
and eurth. that was woohed in from tho top. and contains
gold. Behind the figoure. sitting byh til fire. on the right
y ou will notiee a triangular space. in distance 40 fott in
tbe scale. This is the aperture to the next chamber be-
low. and directly onder the first; it cannot bu shown it
the plate. The vertical depth of this room is 1tO) feet,
and is composed of the fragoents of the rock forming the
cavern : in this chamber the most interesting feature of
the whole presonts itself. whioh was the appearance of
portions of o human skeleton. One o large flat rock. oil
One site of this room0 .lay It portion of the skull : the skull
was not entireo the entire base was wanting ; all that re
nmoned wts theoofrontos. the palrota' booos, and oort of
the occiput. One of tle compfany. Itr. Philips. attempted
to pick it up. in doing wshib it crumblltd and fell to
pieces. No vestige is as yet fonnd of these r1emains: th0
optning of thb eav,0 ext seooon will probably develop
them. I wilt not attm.pt to speculate oi these remains.
or the age in which they hIvel been dlllsited. but thI siot-
uation. or peculiarities attlendant,. to say the least, it
is strongly presumptivo of high aotiq(nity.
Tlhs cave is now explored to thll deptl of 450 feet. but

as yet the bottom is not. fionnd. Two oter apertoures of
greot deptth are still known to exist, below those 0named.
and until more efficieont etaonso are sed, they must o oo
uiin onkuown ; o iut thto eoopoolonp who have now located
it. are deterrmined to find its bottom.
