The elections of last Monday have resulted in
the hoioe of a whig Mayor, A. D. Crossman ; a
whig Comptroller, Ovide DeiBuys ; a whig Treas:
urer, Wm. H. Garland; a whig Street Commis-
sioner, James Jells; a whig Surveyor, Louis Ii.
Pilte; thr~e dehoceratic Recorders, J. L. Win-
ter, First District ;hJoseph Genois, Second Dis-
trict; and W. W. Vaught, Rlcorder of the
Fourth Dfistrict. In the Upper Board, Con-
verse and Stockton, Clark and Giquel, pre
elggted upon the regular whig ticket. Harris,
bewell, Gasquet, Labutut, and Lugenbuhl
eon the democratic ticket. Messrs. ltobb and
W. C. C. Claiborne on the Independent. In
the Fourth District, Mr. J. M. Burke was
elected on his "own hook." This gives five
whigs, five democrats, and two Independents.
The two Independents have heretotbre been re-
cognized as whigs; and if, as we hope, tlhy
continue to act as such, the whigs have a major-
ity of two in the upper Board of Aldermen.

The returns show that Mr. tobb's name wces
scratched on one thousand and sixty-eight
tickets. Mr. J. B. Slawson, in spite of his per-
emptory refusal to run, announced in the mucs
positive and prohelibitory terms, received fire
hundred and eighty-four votes. Had it not
been for this, Mr. Slawson might thave easily
been elected and Mr. Robb defeated. As it was
Mr. Robb, exceptionable to both parties, chiefly
owes his election to the fact that his name wa.c
en all the three sets of tickets, and there wtts
not time left to combine sufficiently against
him. Hundreds to whom he was distasteful
voted the regular whig or democratic tickcts
without thinking or noticing that he was oil the
ticket. That, under all the circumstanees, ris
name was erased, shows how decisively, with a
little more time, his defeat might have been
effected.

And there is another point yet to be noticed,
andits this. The higsa have succeeded oganist
the most extraordinary combination of political
hostility, of moneyed power and tersonal ani-
mosity we have ever known in political history.

The recent elections were held up to both pat-
ties as the turning point in the history of poli-
tics in Louisiana. The leaders of botl partir.,
bestirred themselves with every energy to secure
a triumphant result upon their own sides. This
alone was a tremeduous opposition for the whigs
to face. In the next place there wits an im-
mense moneyed power at work. From all we colt
learn the independents spent not less than ten
thousand, the democrats not less than eight
thousand five hundred, and both through their
money and their influence against the regular
whig nominees. Money isa strong thing in elec-
tions. We do not believe, and we have the beet
Opportunlties of knowing, that the whsigs had oit
hand during the whole election more than enough
for the current expenses of the election, such as
hand bills, advertisements, election tickets,
lights of public buildings, and so on.

In the next place, the whigs had to contend h
against the most extraordinary personal hos-
til•iy-not to say personal malice-we ever
hefil of in political history. Against three ,t i
the candidates, Messrs. Crossman, Garland anti
Marks, no possible insinuation was left unut-.
terd. It is creditable to these gentlemen that
none of these slanderers dared make a direct
charge against them; and that their great ands
only clime was untiring energy in behalf of tl•e
whig party, and sagacity, experience, andi
utility above what their abuserspossessed. One
of these gentlemen, and one only, has been
defeated, but he can calculate upon the mc-
shaken confidence and increasing appreciation of
the whig party.

We call the result of this election a vindica-
tion. It vindicates the integrity of the whil
party. It vindicates the sanctity of privat;.
character so ruthlessly, so slanderously and t.
unscrupulously invaded, as to arouse all lthe
most bitter and personal feelings. It is tict
verdict of the people against unsubstantial in.
ainuations, slanderous rumors and private manl-
ice. It is the declaration of the people tiat
'sey will be governed by their known friends.

The l returns of the election on Monday,
whichwe are now enabled to lay before our
readers, show a complete whig triumph. A
whig Mayor, a whig Treasurer, a whig Comp-
troller, a whig Street Commissioner and a whig
City Surveyor, have been elected. The demo-
crats have elected three Recorders : J. L. Win-
ter in the First District, Joseph Genois in the
Second, and P. Seusenean in the Third. W. A.
Vaught, whig, has been elected in Lafayette,
beating Mr. Bouligny, also a whig, 19 votes.
In consequence of the lateness of the hour at
whioh we received our returns yesterday morn-
ing, we were unableto give them in an extended
form as we intended to have done. The follow-
ing figures give the general result, although
there may be some slight errors which we will
correct at a future day :
